The amueing moment cams 
when, on the' vote, Mr. Conway 
first failed to rise to vote for the 
passage of the resolution, and left 
his Republican followers In the 
House In a quandary. Then, belet- 
ediy, -he did rise, and the Repub­
lican leglsla.ors were then free to 
Bsaumc that he had meant what he 
•aid when he had hoped the 
resolution would pais. The wey 
hie followers rose once he had 
risen prompted Speaker Fred Hol­
brook to characterize It ae a 
"chain vote.",

Thle “ chain vols'f became. In 
the final days of the session, a 
more routine and therefore more 
nauseating practice. A'hd the edu­
cation of the Hepubllcan majority 
progressed one degree, to the 
point where It no longer was 
purely dependent upon the rising \ 
or the Bitting of 4ts own majority 
leader.

Thia somewhat heartening 
evidence of the abtllty of the 
Republican majority to think 
for Itself came aa It learned to
Judge It* qwn voting, for Itnelf, 
not f-f tht^'basis of whether its 
majority leader rose or sat, hut 
upon the position the Deino- 
erals In the House hap|tened to 
take. >

If the ISenioerats uere for ■

The House majority progressed 

so well In the use of its new In- 
felllgence that one of Its own 
members, albeit an occasionally 
rscalcltrant member, rose to com­
plain. Members, he said, were not 
looking at the merits of a bill 
when they voted upon It.

Minority Leader Cotter recog­
nized this state of affairs  ̂ .when.

But a few quirk thinkers were 
able to decide, and to wave 
their fellow' members up for 
another Joyous and carefree 
chain vote victory. D ier. wae 
no doubt that the members of 
the House majority were now 
experienced le^elators.
