First Clause for June 16 
.Meeting Clarifies Vets’ 
Homes Appropriation
The call for the ipecial town 

meetlnp to be hold at the Hish 
School lialt Monday evening June 
16 contains ten different clauaea.

The first, clsuse might be mis­
understood by soms as It states 
th ar action is t.i be taken to see 
If the town will /ots to add to the 
purposes for which the sum of

veterans o f World War II. This 
does not mean that It Is the Intent 
of the vote to' add more houses, 
hut the srtloq.

This Is the action 
that the meeilng is asked to take 
In order to properly ipi.illfy tor 
the bond Issue which II In proposied 
to float to pay the town'i $3O0,OOO 
share of the appropriation, the 
town to be reimbursed by the state 
for the $200,000 balance.

The second clause In the call re­
lates to thr Issuing of the bond to 
meet the expense. It Is proposed to 
float s  bond issue of $200,000 to be 
repaid in yearly Installments cover­
ing a period of eight y»ars. T h e , 
Voters will also be asked to make 
an appropriation of $16,000 to be 
used for emergency school housing 
facilities.

Another clause of the call nsRs 
for the appropriation nf $35,000 (or 
thr engaging of efigineera and 
architects to jirvpare plans and 
specifications for  new school hutld- 
ings.

The fifth section of the call asks 
for the appropriation of $200,000 
for the expenses of the develop­
ment hf Memorial Field according 
to  the plans prepared by I.andscapo 
Architect James 8 .

Now and then even their own 
progressive Ingenuity gives our 
Vnurmakcia psuea. They are cur­
rently bothered no end because a  
very difficult problem hes come 
up In connection with the expect­
ed use of jet-planes in the  ̂ next 
war they are getting ready to 
fight. The problem Is that of how 
the pilots o f these jet planes shall 
be able to tell frisnd from foe. 
Iheae planea are expected to trav­
el at a rate of some 700 miles an 
hour. Two planes approaching 
each other wotild be doing so at 
the rate o f 1,400 miles an hour. 
The problem la how to make It 
poaelble for the human tyh to tell, 
at such speed, the nationality of 
tha approaching plane. It Isn't 
possible now. . *

Thle problem of future combat 
In the air la quite similar to the 
whole problem of either atomic or 
bacterial warfare, where It la also 
going to be difficult to kndw who 
Is fighting whom. No nation. In 
the future, is ever going to be 
able to know with certainty who 
Is behind any surprlee atomic or 
bacterial attack. A t tha prssent 
time. It would take only one mieh 
attack to start a world war. I f  
the attack were delivered against 
us, we would automatically blame 
Russia. I f  tha attack were dsUv- 
ered against Russia, that country 
would automsticiUly blame ue.

But such an s tu ck  either way 
could very conceivably come from 
neither Russia nor ourselves, but 
from some other country anxious 
to start war between us. There is 
exactly such a country In Franco 
Spain. And If am h a country suc- 
reedad In dropping one atomic 
bomb on either Russia or Ameri­
ca. that would be the start of war, 
even though no one could really 
know the origin of the war-start­
ing bomb.

When our warmaking Ingenuity 
thus geU to the point where we 
pan't tell friend from foe. can’t 
poWlbly know who Is attacking 
whom, can never be siire that we­
ars not completely mistaken In 
our dealing out of death. It might 
begin to occur to a few people 
that the common sense  ̂ thing to 
do 1s id get rid of such a blind and 
Jraglc lottery as new war would 
be. But that common sense 
view wUl bother only a few peo­
ple. The rest o f us are feaclnated 
by our cliances In such a loftety, 
so fascinated that we are deliber­
ately heading tow’ard the gamble.
