Japs Let Open
‘Private Trade

Drive to Set Official
Exchange Rate for
Yen Likely Followup

Washington, June 10—{#)—An
American drive to set an official
exchange rate for the yen appears
a likely followup to the decision
permitting limited private trade
with Japan to be resumed Aug. 15.

Government economic experts
said they hope renewal of the once
lucrative Japancse commerce will
lead to the establishment of an
official international currency rate
within six months, )

In pre-war days whon the value
of the yen was 23 centa the export-
import value of trade with Japan
amounted to around $1,300,000,000
annually. The occupation yen has
been pegged at two cents by Gen-
eral MacArthur.

A United States trade mission
Which examined Japan's economy
declined to set a new rate for the
early resumption of commerce be-
cause it said such a rate would be
“unreéalistic.”

Private traders dealing with

. Japanese.manifacturers therefore
»will rely upon MacArthur's pricing
experts to set a fair value on the
goods Involved, a joint War and
Staté department apnouncement
said last night. !
