The New Yorlt governor’s July 
Junket to scenic points beyond the 
Mississippi Is frankly regarded 
among Republican politicians here 
as more of a vote-seeking trip than 
the sight-seeing tour it has been 
labeled in Albany dispatches.

Taking Family Along 
While I>ewey has said he is tak­

ing his family along and making 
no speeches, friends .of the 1M4 
nominee haven't tried to deny that 
he plana to meet about as many 
local Republican leaders aa want 
to see him.

He will make a stop In Salt Lake 
City for the annual Governor'i 
conference, which some times has 
provided a sounding board f o r ' 
Dewey In the paaL 

All of which haa started talk 
among friends of some other Re­
publicans who would like to be 
president about ganging up against 
the New Yorker In the party’s 
Philadelphia convention a  little 
more than a year away.

But one G. O. P. senator who is 
certain to carry his state’s favor­
ite son Indorsement into that con­
vention, said he thinks the stop- 
Dewey urge among other possible 
candidates will never Jell Into even 
an underground agreement among 
them.

Hope For Stalemate 
Instead, thla senator said he ex­

pects that opppnenta frill put their 
faith In favorite sons and the 
strength of mors widely supported 
candidates, each hoping for a stale­
mate that will give him a chance 
for the nomination.

As an Indication o f  the trend, 
an Influential and active supporter 
of Former Gov. Harold EL Stasaen 
of Minnesota told this reporter he 
hopes thR delegate strength of Sen­
ator Robert A. T aft of Ohio meas­
ures Up to expectations in certain 
sections of the country, particular­
ly the south.

The obvious inference Is that 
what la Taft’s will not.be Dewey's.

Blmilsriy, some Taft supporters 
say they would like to see Stasaen 
—or anybody else, for that matter 
—block DeWey out In state where 
they think thS Ohio senator has 
little support a t the present time.

BM For Secondary Support 
Stassen .the only announced can­

didate for the presidential nomtnk- 
tlon, has been eyeing southern del­
egates. But his recent trip to Tex­
as has been regrarded as a bid for 
secondary support In an area 
where ’Taft has been the favorite 

, In the past.
Stassen already has framed a 

direct challenge to Dewey in 
Wisconsin, where Willkle met his 
political Waterloo in 1944. That

Louis, June 12—(JP)—Fore­
casts of new rains today over the 
flood^vaked areas of Missouri, 
nUnpis and Iowa came as record 
crests of the Missouri and Mississ­
ippi rivers moved toward the St. 
L o t^  vicinity. The Mississippi fell 
a foot a t Canton, Mo., and Quincy, 
III., and waa rtpo'rted receding 
slightly as far south aa Louisiana, 
Mo., about 100 miles north of here.

In central.Missouri, where more 
than a half million acres of rich 
farm land was under water, the 
Missouri began to drop slowly at 
Boonville after cresting a t 20.4 
feet, only 1.4 feet below the 1944 
peak.

tr. S. Meteorologist Harry F. 
Wahlgren predicted that the Mias 
Isslppl would crest here some time 
taitaorrow a t an estimated 85 feet, 
five feet above flood stage but aev

WUl Take Final Look At BIU
In announcing the agreement 

late yesterday Senator B u ^  (D- 
Del) said members of the confer­
ence will take a final look at the 
bill a t another meeting, probably 
this week, before reporting It to 
their respective chambers.

The present rent control law ex­
pires June 30.

The length of the extension was 
the final major point agreed upon 
yesterday.

June 30.
