revenue hill, designed to  add 
about 140,000,000,000 fran ra  
(about 81,166,666,000 a t the 
official ra te ) to  the govern­
m ent’s revenue for the rem ain­
der of 1047, goes to  the N a­
tional .Assembl.v, xvhere a p ­
prox at Is rxpee lr^ . The pro­
gram  m eans higher costs for 
bread, milk, farm  products, 
railroad transport, tobacco, 
gaaollne and telegraph and 
postal rates.

Paris: June 20—Several hundred 
automobile w orkers marched on 
the N ational Assembly to  demand 
higher pay today as s trikes con-, 
tinued in the country.'s banks and 
m any P aris  departm ent stores.

Police dispersed the firs t 50 to 
reach the square behind tlie As- 
aembly building -  the F lare di^ P al­
ais ^ u r b o n —and a  second and 
bigger crowd broke up peacefully 
a f te r  sending a  delegation inside.

"I spent six xveeks in Mo.scoxv 
try ing  to  get a setlirn ien t,"  he as­
serted. “I shall not be a party  to 
holding up the econnmie reeoverj' 
of Europe by the mess of pro­
cedure. term s of reference or all 
the paraphernalia xvhlch may go 
with it.

Soviet Reply Averted
"The reply of the Soviet gov­

ernm ent Is axx'aited," he con­
tinued, "and the House will under­
stand th a t until it is recelx’ed 
there is nothing I can usefully say 
on the subject today. I know the 
g rea t in terest of the House in the 
U. S. proposals and I xxdsh very 
much it was possible to  sny more 
about the position."

■ As we are a war-tom, ruined 
na'jon, I turn unashamedly to you 
or to j-our friend* for help.

"W’e are in need of any clothes, 
but mainly underclothes and shoes 
as well as overclothea.

" I f  you are unable to give me 
help 1 beg you to ask your friends 
or to have thi* in the paper.

"I, Zygraunt Koasakow’skl. am 
living In the village of Jednorozec.

and I am the aole supporter of my 
family. I am 16 yaara old and go : 
to th* seventh grad*. A fter school 
1 work when I can find a job to ' 
support my 87 year old grand- ‘ 
mothef', iny five year old sister and 
my mother and father who sre iii 
very poor health.

Declaring that at Nuernberg the 
esairt probed deeply into what hap­
pened to the church under the 
Nazi* It was found that ’’the 
Catholic church waa the only or­
ganisation of influence Inside Ger­
many to oppose the Nazis.” The 
raault of auch opposition waa that 
l.aOO priests were martyred at 
Dachau and hundreds of others suf- 
fdred indtgnltlea. "The Nazis start- 
ad out from the first to destroy 
tha church,” he asserted. ’ ’Memo­
randa wa* found which showed 
Nasi leadership had In mind the 
Mmplete destruction of the church.
Had they won the war the church 
would hav« faced such fury as 
nartr befora bad It faced In lU 
long history. The chyrch and the 
Nazi itate are Irreconclllable.”

Ha pointed to Cardinal von 
Qalcn a* among the leader* of Ger­
man Catholics opposing NazUsra, 
opanly denrunclng the Nazis from 
his pulpit as early as 1032. He 
told ot several Nazi attempt* to 
arrest the prelate which proved 
msaeoeesful. The death of the car­
dinal he viewed as a "great trag 
ady for Germany, part of Europe 
and the church."

He told of the great deal of help 
received from the Vatican In car­
rying on the war trial, saying that 
"mote than 230 document* that 
want Into the records” were turned 
over to him on e visit to Pope 
Plus Xn. who said that hi* "only 
tntareat th the triel wa* that It 
be conducted fairly."

He asserted that the war crlml 
nal trials was the "first step ever 
made to bring to Justice the lead- 
era of a naUon making aggressive 
war—even though It was an Im­
perfect step. "A fter other wars, he 
aatd, promises were made to bring 
the war-makers to Justice, but they 

' were only promises and that Is 
“why I say that the Nuernberg 
trials were the greatest accom­
plishment of the war.

"The real purpose of the trials 
'was not the punishment of people.
The Important thing wa* to write 

J a record so true, so carefully no 
man could ever deny It once It 
wa* written. That r^al purpose waa 
accomplished. As the proceedings 
are analyzed, atudied and reviewed 
In the years to come, they will 
atartle the consciences of men.

Will Face Consequence*
"I wouldn’t have you believe 

that we can forget about war, 
but at l^ast from this point on 
those who take the risk of war 
will face lure and certain punish­
ment. If In the future any leaders 
of the United States do as the 
leader* of Germany did, I believe 
they will deserve to be hung.”

W'ith the ending of World war 
n. he said, the world had every 
reason to believe that no war ever 
wrould be fought again in our time.
"Vet today a situation has de­
veloped that has made mockery 
of such hope*. We were able; to 
destroy the totalitarian type of 
tyranny In two countries, but we 
wrere not able to wipe out its 
phUotophies. ,

"Aggressive Communism Is no 
different than aggressive Nazism.
They are so alike as to be fright­
ening." Pointing out such like­
nesses he referred to one political 
party that brooks no interference 
and the vast secret police force 
marking both Nazi Germahy and 
Oombaunist Russia. Both hr said, 
had the basic ambition ’’to foist 
upon the world its own Ideas of 
how the world should be run.”’
Russia, how'ever, has far vaster 
resources in both men and m.iter 
isle than Germany ever had.

Is Similar l*attern
He asaerted the pattern today 

is like tde Nazi pattern In 19̂ 4 
with Ruisla "gobbling up one 
country after another." Enumerat­
ing the countries that had come 
under Russian direct control or 
indirect control through the Com­
