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Health Districts
To Be Established

laartford, June 21 — Full-time
disirict departments of health for
small Connecticut communities
may soon become realitiss. accord-
ing to the latest edition of the Cone
neclecut  State Department of
Haealth weekly bulletin, On June 4,
the General Assembly passed the
Health Diatrict Bill which permits
two or more towns, cities and bhor-
ougha to unite to form a locally su-
tonomous district department of
heaith, The Aspembly also appro-
priated $35.000 to ald financing
district hesith departments during
the biennium 1047-1948, An affirm-
ative vote by local boards of se-
lectmen can make & district de-
partment of health a reality for
their community.

The paasage of the Health Dis-
trict Bill' représents the beginning
of a program which may eventual-
Iy make extensive public health
sorvices avallable to all Connectis
cut communities. With the §$23.-
000 available, the siate may pro-
vide funds totalling half the cost of
operating a district health depart-
ment. The tota! amount annually
provided any one towh, city or bor-
ough, however, may not exceed
$4.000, nor the total state ald to
any diatrict $20,000.

The bulletin  pointed out that
Connecticut now has only 13 full-
time Jocal departmenta of health
These serve about half of the
state's population and are located
in large urban centers. The remain-
ing 50 per cent, mostly residents of
rural areas. Inck the benefits of
full-time hesalth service, Wartime
discoveries have added numerous
advances to the medical knowledge
accumulated over the years, but
nkilled personnel are necessary to
tranamit this Information to eve
