Tornado Wrecks Filling Station

Omaha. June 24 — (Ah — New 
f1oodu:rcaU rolled down mldweat- 
cm  atreama today, forcing large 
•cale ex-acuatlon o f low lying 
arena and heaping destruction on 
aome aectiona for the third time 
in a month.

Behind the flood waters, resi­
dents of Nebraska, Iowa and Mis- 
souri repaired damage and cleared 
away dehrta. while ahead of the 
floods others moved to higher 
ground.

Still Peeking Four Bodies 
At Oambridge, in southwest Ne­

braska. where 13 persons were 
drowned In Sunday's flash flood, 
the search continued for four 
bodies. Nine already have been re­
covered. Two dfownings near Mil­
ler, Neb., and a tornado death 
near Oxford. Neb., left Nebraska 
with a week-end toll o f 16. I

From Alma. Neb., farther east 
on the Republican river, came a 
report that the Republican river 
bridge at the site of the Harlan 
county dam went out and dikes 
broke, necessitating weeks o f de­
lay In construction o f one of 
southwesUs Nebraska's principal 
flood control structures. The 
bridge was completed only Friday.

New Flood \Vamlng insued | 
The Weather bureau at Norfolk. , 

Neb., issued a new flood warning | 
last last night as two flood crests 
rolled down northeast Nebraska's 
KIkhom river about .20 miles 
apart. The warning was directed 
at residents between Ewing, where 
the river started' rising a second 
time, and Meadow Grove, about 
50 miles downstream.

At Kansas City. Mo., Col. Wil­
liam E. Potter, district Army en­
gineer, estimated 63 leveea along 
the Missouri and its tributaries 
between Rulo, Neb., and St. Louis 
would be breached as the high wa­
ter moved downstreans, bringing 
flooding to 100,000 acres not pre­
viously Inundated. Seven other 
leveea protecting 6,200 acres were 
threatened, he added.

Colonel Potter said greatest 
damage, was axpacted in the viein- 
Ity of St. Joseph and Napoleon, 
Mo., but sal(| the damage would 
be minimized because the Mlaeourl 
creat would pass Kansas City by 
the time the high waters from the 
headwaters-of thcRepiiblican, Lit­
tle Blue. and other Nebraska 
streams reached the Missouri.

Ford said he knew o f no mo­
tive for the slayings, which ap­
parently occurred about 7 p.m.
(c. a  t.1 Sunday. He said both Dr. 
and Mrs. Bates were shot in the 
back of the head, and that a .22 
caliber rifle was found on a bed.
Dr. Bates' empty wallet wad found 
on a mantel.

In NaahvlU*. Sheriff Gamer 
RoblnaOn o f Davidson coupty re­
ported that two empty .22 caliber 
cartridge ahells were found in 

'B ates ’ pocket when he Was ar­
rested. Garner also reported that 
a Negro identified as Hall Bennett

Dr. Barker told delegates to the 
annual meeting of the Connecticut 
Pharmaceutlrsl association that 
medical and pharmaceutical or- 
ganlaatlons "must share responsi­
bility In safeguarding proper health 
practices.
Fitunded To Extend Knowledge 
"H lstoilcslly.'’ he said, "profes­

sional organisations sueh as the 
Connertlcut State Medical society 
and the Connecticut I ’harmaeeu- 
tical association were founded for 
educational purpoaes, to extend the 
knowledge of their members.'

Dr. Barker expressed the belief 
that •'this type of eduesllon Is now 
quite generallted and the educa­
tion of our state professional or­
ganizations have become some­
what less than in the past.”

He added that "the modern trend 
indicates that, slthough profes­
sional groups will continue to 
furnish s|)eclsll8ed educational ms- 
terlBl for their members. Increas­
ing attention will he paid to the 
extension of public service."

The Wagner Act, when It was 
passed Lwelve years ago, was long 
overdue. It was truly a ^xagna 
cart* for American labor. I t  
meant that human labor was no 
longer merely a commercial com­
modity.

Bueb^an aet was naedad not ba- 
cauaa all cmployars ragardad la­
bor as a aoullaas commodity to ba 
ground undtr the heal o f thdlr own 
profit rootiva,. but bacauaa aoma 
employera did bava that atUtuda. 
Et’antually, a law had to ba adopt­
ed to rutraln such excapUona to 
decency.

Tha Wagner Aet, whan It came, 
gave the pendulum of privilege 
and power a dedslva shove past 
tha middle mark. It was now labor 
which bad advantages.

Agatn, In time, a minority o f 
those possessing this new power 
and prlvtlega developed tha will 
and Instinct to abuse It. Without 
auch behavior on tha part of a 
minority o f unions and union laSd- 
era, tha Wagner A ct might have 
remained a satlafactory law in- 
definlttly. Bacauaa o f their be- 
havior, a revision of tbe Wagner 
Act became neceasary. In order to 
move the pendulum back closer to ' 
canter.

Aa a majority of good employ- 
era were, in tha original Wagner 
A c t  penalized for the conduct of 
a minority, so now s majority of 
good and moderate unions coma 
under the blanket provisions de­
signed to restrain their Immoder­
ate fellows.

Just aa tbe Wagner Act pushed 
the pendulum fs i left of center, so 
the Taft-Hsrtloy Bill probably 
pushes ths pendulum back until it 
la somewhat right of center. It  la 
almost s human and leglalative 
Impossibility to get a perfect law 
on auch a aubjecL

Now. just as the reaponslblltty 
for moderate behavior was upon 
the u'nlons under the Wagner Act, 
the greater responsibility for mod­
erate behavior Is upon the em­
ployers They now have to choose 
whether this new law shall prove 
satisfactory, or whether there will 
have to be. in lime, s new adjust­
ment of the pendulum.

1 I-aat fall. wh»n the two state 
audltora, Republican Fiank Lynch 
and Democrat Joseph Dnwnea. filed 
their customary -eport, they mads 
news by disagreeing pviblicly with 
the estimate of the state comp­
troller of the suite surplus ss of 
last July 1st.
