Selectmen Vote to Ap­
pear Before P. U. Com­
mission Next Tuesday
By unanlmouf vote, the Board 

of Selectmen last night decided to 
preteet before the Public Utilities 
Oommlaalon. proposed' new tele­
phone rate Increases which, in 
Mancheater, would Jack up the 
coat of private telephone coita by 
from SO to 35 per cent, and on 
bualnaaa connections by 50 per 
cent. A PUC hearing on peUUon 
of the Southern New England 
Telephone company is acheduled 
for 'Tueaday, July 1 at 10:45 a. m. 
in Room 585 of the State Office 
building in Hartford. At that 
time, membere of the Board, in­
terested citizens and spokeimen 
for such other groupa as the 
Chamber of Commerce and the 
Manchester Improvement associa­
tion have bee:i asked to be pres­
ent. 'The Board voted last night to 
request members of the organ- 
Isatlona named, as well as any 
btbar civic groups to register their 
protest.

PufaUsher .Appear* 
Appearing before the Selectmen 

last night. Thomas Ferguson, pub­
lisher of 'The Herald, brought to 
their attention the proposed m- 
craaaes, which he taid he felt "dis­
criminated against Manchester'* 
and would "take a great deal of 
money out of thla town ' unjusti­
fiably. Mr. Ferguson said that he 
doea not begrudge a rate raise to 
the telephone firm, if it can show 
that it i serviCf. costs have risen 
appreciably, but he said he feels 
that the large percentage propos­
als, SB they affect this town, are 
altogether out of line.

Calling on the Board of Select­
men to carry the issue to the 
PUC, Mr. Ferguson said that he 
felt this was proper.as the Board 
is the governing body of thg town, 
and represents its citizens, most of 
whom will be directly affected by 
the proposed rate hikes.

‘"ITie telephone company," Mr. 
Ferguson said, “ claims that the 
new rates will increase its income 
by 12 per cent. I  'cannot see this, 
in view of the fact that the rates 
here are actually being Increased a 
mirdroum of 25 per cent, and a 
maximum of 50 per-cent. "

More Than Hartford 
Amplifying hia aesertlon that 

Manchester is being held up for un­
due Increases, he called attention 
to proposed raises whereby Hart­
ford phones will be placed on a 
sliding scale of from 25 cents to 75 
centa per month increase, while 
Manchetaer private phones get a 
flat 75 cent per month boost, with 
a flat 25 cent per month Increase 
for each extension.
