J. Gerber today promised a com-
glc!e investigaticn of the death of

immy Doyle, 22-year-old Califor-
nian who never regained consclious-
ness after being knocked ouf by
wellerweight champion Ray
(Bugar) Robinson  in the eighth
round of a title fight at the Arena
hereo Tuenday night.

“A great deal ot unholy preasure
has been put on-me to divert this
investigation,"” said Dr. Gerber, “1
am going to make a complete in-
‘wenstigation. I wi'l talk to anyone
‘who had anything to do with thia”

Dr, Gerber did not elaborate on
what hé meant by pressure.

The ‘roroner cpened his probe
last night by gqucstioning Robinson,
his manager, George Gainford, and
two other handiers of the champ-
fon.
+» Robirison wus accused during
questioning by Dr. Gerber of being
“evasive,” so was Gainford.

“This ia an unfortunate incident,
and you are not to blame,” the
coroner said to Kobinson, "But I
want to know Doyle's condition an
observed by laymen. And I want
to arrive at a canclusion without
pressure from anybody. I don't
want a cloud on Ohio boxing."

"Was Doyle renlly fit and the
right opponent for the welter-
welght champion of the world ™.

“Was Doyle's sarlier brain injury

Robinson denjed he thought

Doyle an unworthy opponent. Hed

denled having a voice In plcking
Doyle, He denird taking Doyle's
injury last year into his fighting
strategy.

Doyle was knocked out when hé
stepped into a stiff left hook and
died of a brain injury 17 hours
later in Charity Hospital,

The old wounds in his brain
tssue were Inflicted March 11,
1946, when middleweight Artie
Levine's blows sent the plucky
Los Angeles Yoxer to the same
hospital.

Dr. Gerber reported "Doyle dled
from a cerebral hemorrhage, There
was general hermorrhage in the

* brain, considerable In the back of
the brain, Therc was concusaion
also,

“Hia head striking the ring floor
may have added to the damage.
Bul the blow to the jaw or face
was the cause of the injury to the
brain. The cvidence of the old
brain Injuries are there.”
