Europe’s dispiaced persons into the
United States as immigrants,

' In & message, Mr., Truman told
| Congress "apecial legislation
lllmlled to thisa particular emer-
gency” would be necessary if the
| United States is to share in offer-
| Ing "an opportunity for a new life
| to these peopis.”
Solely Emergency Problem

The president sald Cohgress
would be dealing “solely with &n
emergency problem growing out
of the war--tne disposition of a
specific group of individuals, vic-
tims of war who have come into
{ the hands of cur own and the other
western Allies Armies of occupa-
tion in Burope.”

Since the ¢nd of the war. Mr.
Truman said, the Armies of occu-
pation have beon able to return
to their homes approximately
7,000,000 people He added:

“But there st!ll remain in the
western  zones of Germutmy and
Austrin and in Italy close to a
million survivors who are unwilling
by reason of political opinien and
fear of persecution to return to the
areas where they once had homes,
| “The great majority come from

the northern Ha'tic areas, Poland,

| slavia.”
Others Have Opened Doors
Saying that countries in western
| Europe and Lalin America. have
opened their doors to substantial
numbers of these peoples, he told
Congress:
“Our plain duty requires that
we Join with other nationa in solv-
llng this problem.
