Women are superior to men In 
their ability to stand heat and 
cold. The temperature of a wom­
an's akin la higher that that of a 
man's and she sweats laaa. In 
cold weather the extra pad of fat 
under the skin helps her to con­
serve body heat.

In both men and women 95 per 
cent q| body heat la lost through 
transfer (conduction, radiation, 
convection) and by evaporation of 
water from the lungs and skin to 
surrounding atmosphere Other 
channels Include raising the In­
spired air to body temperature 
and warmin;j the excreta and 
other body waatea.

Every 24 hours the body must 
lose as much heat aa It generates 
or fever will result. In hot weather 
high temperature of air, mois­
ture In the atmoaj.here, character 
and amount o. clothing, and the 
amount of heat manufactured hy 
ihe body. Interferes with heat loss.

Sweating cools the body through 
evaporation, but it also robs the 
body of salt ai.d water. Contrary 
to popular belief, sweat Is mainly 
a dilute aoliitlon of salt and water 
rather than Impurities and water.

Evaporation of water from the 
body may occur even In the ab­
sence of sweating. Peraons who 
are light sweaters keep cool from 
seepage of water and salt through 
the outer skin layers. A study of 
Individuals born without sweat 
glands showed that a fairly large 
amount of evaporation could occur 
In this way.

Heat loaa from the body Is aided 
by air currents playing over the 
skin surface. Recent reiuirts 
showed that heat stroke could oc­
cur at fairly low temperatures 
(70 degrees Kahrenhell) If thp air 
was humid and air currents could 
not reach body surface. So health 
authorities recommend wearing 
Just aa few clothes aa possible dur-
