The uverage patient tries home
treatment or patent medicines
first, and then consults the phyal-
clan because he develops a red,
swollen toe, which exudes pus from
under the nall .

Proper treatment of ingrown toe-
naila involves only n short per: 1
of disability and produces a per-
manent cure, if certaln precau-
tions are practiced.

Infection around the toenall
{(paranychin) may develop with-
out any nall disturbance, This
Londition, which s eagy to recog-
nize on the finger, may go unob-
soerved on the foot.

For asn.infected ‘oe In which
the nall ia not Involved, a cleun
dréssing snould be worn. If stock-
Inga-and ahoes do not exert pres-
sure on the e, the condition will

ulckly difappear.
N yM mhmq' Nalily
As deformed nalls tend to be-
come _ infected, they should be
packed, between the nall and the
soft tiasue, with a small roll of
nbsorbent cottop. 1If stocking and
shoe pressures are avolded, the
natural growth of the nail will
carrect the abnormal shape.
In trimming the toenails, cut
them strajght across, - Cutting the
nalls too' close or trimming the
corners may lead to Infectionh, |
Chronle recurrgnt infectionms of
the toe resulting from a deformed
nail neceasitate s surgical opera-
tion. Only one large toe Is treat,
ed at a time, »
The operation involves removal
of the outer thifd of the nall, with
the ndjacent infected tissue, Thia
iIa made painesa by the injection
of an anesthetic solution and
the use of & tournfquet around
the base of the toe. All the pleces
of imbedded nail are removed, ns
this pormits the remaining nall to
close up the gan.

Splint Protects Tos
A special splint s worn ‘aftér
the operation, to protect the
toe from further injury., Healing
follows in about two weeks, ex-
cept In cases of sevore Infection,

A shoe from which the side has
been removed should be. worn
during this period, and tha stock-
ing should be long enough that it
exerts no pressure on the toe)

To  avold ' ingrown
wear shoes which are long and
broad enough to be fullvy comfort-
able:  Stockings should permit
easy toe movement, Nalls which
show o tendency to turn in at the
corner should be allowed to grow
out, even If In 80 dbing they bend
over the end of the toe, .

At the first sign of reinfection,
protect the endangered toe with
a clean dresaing and with a ecut-
out shoe.
