Kravchenko Tells Con/

Washington, July 22.—(JP) 
—Victor Kravchensko told 
Congress today that "every 
responsible representative of

ed as an economical or politi­
cal spy.” Kravchenjeo, former 
official of the Soviet Purchas­
ing commission In New York, tee- 
tifled before the House Committee 
on UnAmertcan Activities.

Superior to Amhaeeador 
He said that a Mr. Sedov, who 

wee deputy chairman of the Pur­
chasing commieeion, actually was 
superior to the Russian ambsssa- 
dor from the Communist party 
point of view.

Andrei Gromyko, now repre­
senting Russia in the United Na­
tions, was ambassador at the time 
Kravchenko aald.

The one-time Russian Army of­
ficer described Sedov as the "main 
personality representing the Cen­
tral committee on the Communist 
party in the United States."

He said no decisions could be 
made without Sedov's participa­
tion, adding that when secret con­
ferences were held at the Pur­
chasing commission, Sedov pf^sid- 
ed rather than the general who 
was head of the agency. .

Each of Ute propositloafe 
earned a request for a ITOO-.OOO 
aspaadlture, although the housing 
question waa shaved down by 
amendment to 1129,060 BSore it 
eras put aside until such time aa 
Its Introductioa la accompanied by 
a definlta oonstruction and finan­
cial pbui.

The vote on Hemorial field waa 
quite oloae, but there waa no 
doubt that the majority waa 
against the appropriation. The 
vote to table the veterans' hous­
ing measure Waa so close that the 
hhalrman was- in doubt and asked 
a re*vote. On this diviaion It waa 
clear that the Ubllng motion pre- 
yalled. All decisions were made 

. vocally.
Long INacaaalon 

There waa lengthy discussion, 
explanation and remark on both 
Maaaurea. and although the vot- 
lag on the Field laaua was compli­
cated by an amendment, which

I adopted unanimous^, the vov> 
era did not kiee eight of the mala'

By terms of the amendment the 
Memorial Field committee waa dia- 
charged and the development plan 
la placed on file.

There waa aoma doubt that the 
Import of the vote on the amend­
ment wna fully undemtood. but 
pointa of information raiaed by 
aevcral Mpad to clear the main 
queatlon. However, due to the e f­
fect of the amendment, the vote 
on the field waa taken In revetW. 
Thua, the vote that turned down 
the appropriation was a "yea" 
vote.

The meeting waa called to order 
at fi:0S pjn., and, without contest, 
Judge William S. Hyde was 
tfnmen moderator.

SeletnMai la  Favor
The meatlag Immediately passed 

Intd the hosliieae at hand aa Judge 
Hyde read the first t tm  of the 

.call and opened the diacuasion on 
Memorial Field.

Chairman of the Board of Select­
men Cedi Bngland aroee and of­
fered a lesohitten aMdng $200,000 
to be expended for the field under 
■npervlaten of the Board of Select- 
m «t according to the field plan of 
June S, 1M7.

Mr. Bngland stated that by 
anrilar vote, the Board of Select­
men had dacidad to recommend 
that the appropriation be carried.

Immediately Joaeph McOuakey 
gained the floor.

Memorial Field, be aUted, is. not 
a proposition related io recreation 
only, but is ono that Is vitally tied 
In with the town’s educational ays- 
tem. Eventually, he said, the field 
was designed to fit in with the 
school setup, and would be an out­
le t for the physical and athletic 
growth of the town's, children.

OedtraUaed Faculties
This situation, he continued, as 

wMI as tha central location of the 
field rocommended it, for here 
would be nthered in one specially 
axeellent location all of tha now 
scattered recreational faciUtlea of 
tha town. .

As ho lad up to an axpoaltlon 
of tha faculties that the new lay­
out would offer, Mr. McCluakey

yielded the floor to Selectman Har­
old Turklngton.

Aided by a specially prepared 
chart of the proposed field develop­
ment, Mr. Turktngton proceeded to 
a detailed description, the propo- 
iltlon. Noting that space had been 
left for the future building of a 
high school at either dhd of the 
field, Turklngton said that extreme 
care in alt details hsd gone into 
the plamdiig, which has been car­
ried fomard for over a year with 
advice of experts, as well as local 
athletic organixatlona being equal­
ly sought and considered.

I What Fund Would f.'over
Mr. Turklngton noted all of the 

various athletic areas such aa foot­
ball field, baseball diamond, court 
game sites, sWimming pool, skat­
ing rink, concert and recreation 
area, lawn game flats and such lnt> 
provements, many of which would 
be immediately finished during the 
expenditure of $200,000. None of 
the bulldlnga, he aaid, would be pfit 
up until. laterr>

The demand for recreation,  ̂he 
said, haa grown three times over 
that of a year ago, and the need la 
immediate and pressing. The town, 
he asserted, can bettor afford the 
cost now than at aome later period. 
There Is, he said, no hope that pub­
lic works costs will reduce in'the 
forseeable future as a tremendous 
backlog of such pending work Will 
kefp prices high. The town. Mr. 
Turklngton claimed. Is In a finan­
cial position to make the Invest­
ment in the field, and he predicted 
that it w*t>uld draw from 8,000 to 
10,000 local persona weekly on its 
Completion.

Aa Mr. Turklngton concluded 
amidst loud applause, Walter Hib­
bard addressed the chair.

Wants Total Coat 
"We have heard a long and in­

teresting exposition of a fine prop­
osition that will give us standing 
room only," Hibbard remarked, 
and he enquired what, if  the 'Ttrad- 
ing" is to cost $200,000, the final 
tm[al expenditure might be. No 
estimate of that, he said, had bgen 
advanced. When the original pur­
chase price of the land waa raised, 
he stated, it waa included as a 
selling point,” that the section 

contained a natural amphitheater. 
Now, he observed amidst laughter. 
It is planned to cut this . feature 
down to grade. Pointing out the 
experience of other cities aa a 
model to follow, Hibbard'said that 
moat pla'cea build their new high 
schools first, then add the recrea­
tional facilities desired..

Finding fault with the proposed 
cKpendltuire plan, ' which he said 
does not even go so far as to 
furnish aeats for spectators, Hib­
bard atated that without detracting 
at all from the effort that has gone 
into the drafting of field informa­
tion, he feels that the town should 
consider as the first step in 
achievement of t̂ he plans, the con­
struction of the coming new high 
Bchool. '

Charles Magnell, echoing senti­
ment against Held expenditures, 
said that "tb'ere are plenty of 
■quare miles in Manchester" where 
recreation can In- provided with­
out the neccsaify of such an ap­
propriation aa $200,000.

It added tha'  ̂Arabs always have 
treated the J*wish communities in 
their midst “with Justice and 
equality.”

The Arab states as.aertcd that 
with Fascist ana Nazi regimes de­
stroyed, there war "little validity' 
for the Zionist desire "to trans­
port several hundred thousands of 
Jews to Palestine to save them 
from persecuticu.

“ Furthermo'.v,’ they continued, 
"to apquiescc in the immigration of 
European Jewry is tantamount to 
admission of tsrkruptcy of the 
western demouacies.

"The world refugee problem 
must be kept distinct and separate 
from the Palestine question. It la a 
world problem. . . .  To attempt to 
solve it at the expense of another 
people . . . .  Is the height of In 
Justice.”

Statement In French
Frangich read his statement in 

French in the small cehtral hall 
o f the Lebanese Foreign Ministry. 
Members of tbe diplomatic corps, 
representatives of the Arab, states, 
and local and foreign nSwsmen 
were crowded Into the oblong room.

"Any settlement which does not 
take into conalderatlon of the 
rights of the Arabs of Palestine 
and the feelings of the Arab peo­
ple,” the statement said, "w ill b  ̂
Invalid, doomed to failure and re­
sult In most serious consequences."

The Arab states based their case 
on tv o pointa: The right of Pales- 
,tine for self-determination and 
maintenance of peace in the Mlddte 
East. '

Tliey asserted that the right of 
self-determination o f Palestine 
Arabk.had "been continuously vio­
lated Xhd is being violated.”

On the question of Middle East­
ern peace, the Arab states said: 

"The ZldnlsU have maritoaled an 
Imposing propaganda machine 
throughout the world, and in Pales­
tine as elsewhere they hiCve formu­
lated e military and terrortet pro­
gram, have broken every lafr, and 
challenged rcsponeible authority.

The Arab btates asserted that 
with Fascist anq Naxi regimes de­
stroyed, there -was “little validity” 
for the Zionist desire “to trans* 
port several hundred thousands of 
Jews to Palestine to save them 
from persecuticn.

"Furthermo- e,''. they continued, 
“to acquiesce in tlie immigration of 
European Jewry is tantamount to 
admission of fc*nkruptey of the 
western democtacles.

"The world refugee proMera 
must be kept distinct and separate 
from tho Palestine question. It ia a 
world problem. . . .  To attempt to 
solve it a t the expense of another 
people . . .  la the height of in­
justice.”

Statement In French
Frangleh read hla statement te 

French in the small central hall 
Of the Lebanese Foreign Ministry. 
Members of the diplomatic corps, 
representatives of the Arab atatea, 
and local and foreign ndwsmen 
were crowded into the oblong room 

“Any settlement which doe* not 
take Into consideration of the 
rights of the Arabs of Palestine 
and the feelings of the Arab peO' 
pie,” the statement aald, “will be 
invalid, doomed to failure and re 
suit In most serious consequences.'

The Arab states based'thetr case 
on tv.o points: The right of Pales 
tine for self-determination and 
maintenance of peace te the Middle 
Bast.
* They asserted that the right of 
self-determination of Palestine 
Arabs had “been continuously vio­
lated and is being violated."

On the question of Middle Bast 
ern peace, the Arab states said: 

“The Zionists have marahaled an 
Imposing propaganda machine 
throughout the world, and in Pales 
tine as elsewhere they have formU' 
lated * military and terrorist pro 
gram', have broken every law, and 
challenged responsible authority.

Mighty Jeopardise Jewa 
“This will undoubtedly have the 

effect of provoking similar organ! 
satlona in nur. midst to repel ^on 
1st aggression and so introduce 
into the entire Middle East an ete 
ment of disturbance and violence, 
insecurity and general turbulence 
which, it is feared, might well have 
the effect of jeopardizing the po 
sitioti of Jews hitherto living te 
peace throughout the Arab world,' 

The .■• itcment said the Arabs 
could not “remain Inactive before 
danger," adding:

'"rhey will not be blamed if they 
ahould rise as one man to defend 
their natural rights to repel ag' 
gression ami to rendei“ their duty 
for future generations." .

Is Exonerated 
In Auto Death

Tolland County Coroner 
Makes Pnblie Findings 
In Andover Case

No criminal'act or rertlteaneae 
of Stanley DingwreO, 20, of Hebron, 
waa reaponalbla for toa motor ve­
hicle death of Clifton E. Daven­
port, 78, of Andover, According to 
a finding made public today by Tol­
land County Coroner Bernard J. 
Ackerman of Rockville. .

The coroner holdsvthat Mr. Dav­
enport's death waa due to the fact 
that a farm truck, operated by toa 
deceaead, apparently suddenly Is­
sued forth from a private driew- 
way directly Into toe path of a 
ti-ucjc operated by Dingwall.

The finding follows in part:

**Clifton Eungene Daveimit, age 
about 78, late of Andpver, (JorinecU- 
cut came to a eudden and violent 
death in said Town of Andover on 
June 25. 1947, almost Instantane­
ously as a result of a concussion of 
tha brain and other inJtirlM sue* 
talned when a truck owoied ^  Clif­
ford C. Lounsbury. of Windham 
Onter, operated by Stanley Ding- 
well, age 20, of Hebron. Connecti­
cut, . collided with a farm truck 
owned by cflifton E. Davenport, Jr. 
and operated by Caifton Davenport, 
Sr„ toe later operated same pith- 
out having first obtained an op­
erator’s license.

"The accident occurred about 
lOHO a.m. on Route 6 on the pub­
lic highway at a place ’ approxi­
mately eix-tenths of a mile west 
of the Columbla-Andover town line.

"Near the place of the accld«it 
on the north side of toe highway 
is the Pfeifer residence, so-caUe<L

Part of the Pfeifer property 
coDsUta of a private driveway 
leading from a eingle-<ar garaga 
set back aome distance from toe 
highway abutting onto Route 6 on 
the west-bound lane or nortb 
side of the highway.

Going to Mane he* ter
"Just prior to the accident, said 

Stanley Dingwell, together with 
two bdpera, were travelUng in a 
westerly direction enroute to Man­
chester.

As Dingwell approached the 
Pfeifer place, he was travelling 
between thirty and toirty-fiva 
miles an hour, and first saw tha 
deceased when he was in bta 
truck at a point about 2fl0 fact 
away. At that time Dingwell 
states he todk his foot off toe gc- 
celerator pedal and pulled a littla 
to hts left to have plenty of ctaar- 
u ce  while going by. the deceased’s 
truck. Aa D&^gwell approached 
closer to toe Davenport truck, 
Dingu’cli etatee the front end of/ 
the Davenport truck waa on 
cement of the west-bound 
(Which is the lane on which 
well was then travelling), 
appeared to Dingwell that 
port had atopp^ a^ toe 
the highway. Ae 
proached cloaer to Davenport's 
tfuck, it appears that/Mvenport 
suddenly shot out info the high­
way in front of toe oncoming 
Dingwell, /

"The truck opetated by the de­
ceased came to wxtop at tha edga 
of the south shoulder and the edge 
of a steep banx which rieea from 
the south shwlder of the highway, 
and was hMded into the bank la 
a generally southeasterly direc­
tion. 7

“The jMus of the accident ta on. 
a down grade towards the west. 

Had Right Of Way 
motor vehiclt moving along a 

p i^ ic highway haa the right of 
■■■ y over a motor vehicle emerging 

im a private driveway abutting 
e highway. However, the opera­

tors of the two vehicles owe to 
each other the reciprocal duty to 
act reasonably. In the Instaht case, 
Dingwell was travelUng at a law­
ful rate of speed, and under the 
then existing circumstances, qo 
prudent persdn would have reason­
able ground to believe he might 
safely enter upon the public high­
way from a private .driveway, 
DingH’ell had no reason to antici­
pate that Davenport would sud­
denly issue forth from the private 
driveway onto the highway in front 
o f him. On the other hand, Ding­
well had e right to aseume that 
Davenport would yield to him the 
right of way, while hia truck was 
emerging from th# private drlve- 
wa. . Davenport was bound to an­
ticipate and expect the presqpce 
of motor vehicles on the highway 
and to be vigilant in keeping a 
lookout for their, approacli, espe- 
Hcially because the view’ there was 
sbmewhat obstructed.

“As a result o f liivesUgation, in­
quiry and inqueat. I find that toa 
death of Clifton Eugene Davenport 
waa not caused by, the criminal act. 
omission of ^areleansess of said 
Dingwell, or that of an «ather per­
son or persons, except the deceased 
himself."
