In return, 
he said, the company pledges Ita 
"good faith" not to claim damages 
If the umpire finds In the union's 
favor.

Ford and the union also are In 
dispute over a pension plan, once 
tentatively agreed upon to go with 
a seven cents an houf wage In­
crease and aix paid holidays a 
year.

New York—The top priority
