In His Yard

It is an Incidental angle of the 

Hughes tnvestlfwUon that there 
is a great air line rivalry Involved 
behind the scenes, and that the 
diacredlUng of Howard Hughes 
may conccivahly play a part in 
winning for one ot bis rivals that 
monopoly on this nation's foreign 
air routes which that rival has 
been seeking for some time. The 
rival la not averse to lobbying 
either, and It bosaU the friendship 
of many Individuals inside Con­
gress. including the Senator man­
aging the Hugbeo investigation.

Polio Virus Spread by Contact

By William A. O’Brien, M.D.
Written For NEA Service

Public health officers are re­
luctant to advise control measures 
for Infantile paralysis which are 
not Tonsistent ‘ with our present*. 
day knowledge of the cause and 
spread of the disease. They rea­
lize that once an epidemic starts 
It will most likely run Ita course, 
although control measures may 
keep a few people from getting the 
infection.

From carriers the virus is trans­
mitted by intimate contact, con­
taminated hands, or infected ar­
ticles.

When an epidemic atarta. It 
tends to spread radially like the 
spolcra of •• wheel. When the dla- 
egs<.first appears. It first disap­
pears. It requires 6 to 8 weeks for 
the peak to develop and 8 to XO 
weeks for the outbreak to recede.

Children under the age of 12, 
members of certain families, preg­
nant women, and children ' who 
have had their tonsils removed 
during an epidemic are most likely 
to contract poliomyelitis.

“It hM never been nor ever 
win be the policy of the State Tax 
department m  long m  I am com- 
mlMloner to promote or encourage, 
either directly or otherwise. In­
forming against the people of the 
state of Connecticut."

Commiasloner Walsh refemd to 
an article headed "Connecticut 
Will Hound Commuters for Sales 
Tax” which commented on a talk 
made by him before the Stamford 
Rotary club that "rVe will depend 
on Informers” to enforce the use 
tax on purchaaea mdde from out- 
of-iitate atorea.

All of Talk Not Reported 
He Mid If the entire portion of 

the talk had been "reported In 
full”  there would not have been 
"Such mlaunderstandlngs or mto- 
Interpretation.”

"Since the appearance of the 
article and aubaequent articles In 
the press stemming from this 
souKe. 1 have communicated with 
aex’eral peraona who wore tn the 
audience.. .and each hM adVtoed 
me that I left qo such Impression 
in the mln^ of those present m  
would be ggthered from a reading 
of the presli account of the meet­
ing.” tho statement explained.

Tn answer to the queetlon of 
now the u m  tax. applicable to pur­
chaaea made outside the state, 
could be administered. Mr. Walsh 
■aid;

" I  first Indicated that under the 
Onnectlcut law out-of-atate con­
cerns could voluntarily be llcena^ 
by the 'Tax department for the 
collection of the tax from Connec­
ticut purchaaera.'

"In this connection we have al­
ready received voluntary appllca- 
tlona for permission to collect the 
tax from 600 out-of-state busl- 
neasea. Including a large number 
from New York eUte end New 
York city.

Would Offset Savings
"I jysp pointed out that from 

experlenca In other atatea people 
who were wont to make purchases 
outside the state for tha purpoM 
of avoiding payment of the tax 
■ooB raaltoed that tha cost and In- 
convenlanoa Involvad. would more 
than offset any tax aavlnga.

"It waa further stated . . . that 
the Connecticut law hM a re­
ciprocal provision for the examina­
tion of Duatnesa records for pur­
pose of determining use Ux llabU- 
Ity and that auCh reciprocal agree- 
menta were common under use tax 
laws, ■■ in most all state laws 
whereby a tax to Impoaed.”

The commissioner aald he clear­
