The second fiy In the peace oint­
ment la the refuaal of the Indone­
sians to accept the proffered medlr 
aUon of the United States.

Now Mr. Ford !s 
abolishing It, for at least a flrat 
great group of bis employes, in or­
der to develop tn tbeaa employes 
the Idea that they are ’’all Impor­
tant participants In a great Indus­
try and not merv mechanical 
slaves.'*

This la all part of the. young Mr. 
Ford's plan to ma!<e Ford a *‘hu- 
man” institution. As with other 
great industries which have. In the 
past few years, been Increasingly 
concerned with various polides 
trying to alleviate the atmosphere 
of bigness and recapture the fam­
ily atmosphere of small enterprise, 
this la discovery of the fact that 
machine-llke system Isn't every­
thing, not even effidency.

That Other Klad af Typhoid

Although paratyphoid fever re­
sembles typhoid fever In many re­
spects, Injections of typhoid vac­
cina will not protect auacepUble 
persons against paratirphoid fever. 
Servicemen were given tnjectiohs 
of the killed germs of typhoid 
fever as wtll as paratyphoid fever 
to protect them against both tboaa 
Infections.

As with tyjAold fever, milk and 
other dairy products which have 
not been subjected to proper beat 
treatment (paateurisation) spread 
paratyphoid fever. Shellfish from 
contaminated water nuy be re­
sponsible for the disease, and files, 
can carry the germs from the sick 
to the well.
'  The Incubation period for para­
typhoid fever la one to 10 days. 
Although second Infections are 
rare In thoee who have had the 
dlsesoe, ’Immunisation only pro­
tects for two yean.

Paratyphoid fever occurs In sin­
gle cases or small epidemic in all 
parts of the country, espedally in 
the Bummertime. The disease may 
pass unrecognised because of Its 
relatively short duration.

Ohaet Of. puratyphpld fever Is 
more abrupt than the slow, lin­
gering development of typhoid 
fever. The infection is frequently 
mistaken for food poisoning be­
cause of nausea, vomiting, diar­
rhea, and abdominal pain wbicfi 
la present In the beginning of the 
Illness. Some paratyphoid patients 
become III with chills, severe 
headaches, and joint pains which 
resemble ibeumattc fever.

Fatalities PosolMa
Outlook In paratyphoid fever 

la more favorable than typhoid 
fever, altlmugh faUIitles may oc­
cur. No special drug or serum will 
shorten the course of the disease 
or lessen the complications. Good 
nu^ng care Is more Important 
than' any attempt at special treat­
ment.

Following recovery from para­
typhoid fever, some patients con­
tinue to harbor the germs in their 
Intestines and thereby become 
carriers. The presence of thew 
germs does not ^ e c t  the carrier’s 
health, but he can spread the in­
fection to others through food and 
drink. e . e  e
