"The Indonesian govemmsnt 
fsels,” the atatement said, "that 
In view of the fact that two years 
of mediation and negotiation have 
failed to halt hoarUlitles, United 

’ Nations arbitration la the only 
means to settle the matter.’’ 

SJarlfOeddin earlier said he 
hoped that such a commission 
would be made up of the United 
Statss, Great Britain, Australia, 
India, the Philippines snd perhaps 
Slam.

Rising Prices Blamed 
For Crisis in Britain

Dalton Also Blames 
^Rapidly Increasing 
Surplus o f  U. S. Ex- 
poHs Over Tinpoirts'
London, Aug. 7.—(/P)— A 

British official blamed rising 
American prices and “ the 
rapidly increasing surplus of 
U. S. exports over U. S. im­
ports”  tt^ay for the sudden 
worsening of Britain’s eco­
nomic crisis. Britain’s plight 
is linked to a “ worldwide dol­
lar famine” caused by America's 
selling to foreign countries more 
than twice aa much aa she buys, 
the chancellor of the exchequer. 
Hugh Dalton, told the House of 
Commons.

Dalton was replying to criti­
cisms by Consei^atlves and left- 
wing Socialists that the Labor 
government "squandered’’ the $3,- 
750,900,000 U. S., loan and that 
Prime Minister Attlee's new work- 
more-an^-est less program' 
promised ‘.‘too little, too Iste.” 

Dalton disclosed that because of 
Canada's dollar ehortage the Unit­
ed Kingdonr Kaf aĝ reed to p6y 
dollars from thev.U. S. loan for 
half of Its C anaan  purchases 
and draw on its Cxnadian credit 
for the other 50 per ^ n t of the 
costs.

First consldcrfitlon in tssulng 
export licenses, Sweeney said, will 
be given to requests for shipments 
nimed at rebuilding basic indus­
tries most likely to move the pur­
chasing nationa back into financial 
good health.

In coloring the 
Industrial pattern o f nations now 
dependent on American steel, the 
Commerce department la preparing 
to cdDsult. with foreign govern-  ̂
ments on that oerre as well.

But for 
UB Americans, who might still ra- 
nMmbar the debate on tha Tru- 
omn Doctrlhe, or who might ba 
silly onough to regard this troop 
movement as one more poUntlal 
cause of Immadlate war, It la sup- 
poaad to bo a <lscp and dark se­
cret. Tbers bsva been, In tbe 
prase, ona or two pussllng refer- 
ancas to the posMblllttes of what 
Amsrlcan Marines might find to 
do In Greece. And finally there 
has' come. In on* of the national 
nows tetters, a fist statement that 
tbe Msrlnee are on their way.
. 8u^ secret troop movements 
Into the soil of a foreign country 
are supposed to be etrstegy pure­
ly within the rea’m of conscience­
less totsUtsrlsn dictatorships, in 
which the people have no choice of 
their own fate and in which pow- 
ofi-mad leadero may risk a nation­
al fats at their own piivaU whim. 
Wo. ary not suppooed. to be like 
that. We are supposed to be a 
dsmocrscy, in uTich leaders arc 
raspotislble to toe people who elect 
them.

President Truman should be 
called upon to deny this report, 
and. if he caimot -honestly deny- it, 
to defend it. Perhaps he can prove 
that such a move is necessary. If 
aob ba abould do ao. But a aitua- 
tioa la which this nation is sup- 

'paasd not to know, that its own 
Back jte balnf puahad forward into 
lbs aoaae at war should bs eadsd.

SUtos and BrlUsh MlIlUr>- Gov- 
smmanta in Germany, acting as s 
unite aite embarking upon a policy 
which sMma plainly contradic­
tory. They are negotiating trade 
agreeroenta between western Ger­
many and nations on too Russian 
Bids of tbs dividing line, they first 
negotiated auch a trad* agreement 
with Caechoelovakls. Next they 
ligned Finland, meeting with the 
very same Finnish dslsgstioii 
wMeh last weak Mgnsd a trade 
^eem snt with to* Russian sons 
of Oormany. Ani now they hsv# 
sent a mission to negotiate a stml- 
isr sgrasment with Vugoslsvis.

Gbvieusly enough auch agree­
ments are hslpfui for the Russian 
satsUitss with whom wc are sign­
ing them. Just as obviously, they 
ere instruments which tend to 
break down trads barrtars and 
that dlviston of Europe into two 
distinct seonomlc camps. And it la 
also obvious that Russia must o* 
approving auch agreements on tbe 
part of ber saulUtee, even though 
she would not let them go to Parts 
for the Marshall Plan.

So. on the on* hand, we and 
Russia, with our respective pro­
posal and rejection of to* Marshall 
Plaa are‘ dividing Europe. But, 
on the other hand, we are promot­
ing trade across tha Unas of toe 
Marshall Plan dlvlMon.

Wa can’t figure U out, except to 
judgf that It is a hopeful trend, aa 
any trand awav from toe hard and, 
fast division*of Europe and the 
world must he considered hopeful.

* This fiage la patient and long 
suffering beneath Its bushel, and 
quite accustomed to having its 
wise or newsworthy conclusions 
Ignored by toe world at large. But 
occasionally our patience snaps. 
Aa whan, the other morning, on 
tha front page of a morning news­
paper with circulation Ui Manchea- 
tar, wa raad tha happy headline: 
"Garanliuna Dlst Fatal to Jap 
Baatlaa.’’

Not only waa that hopaful nsws 
gtvsn to our raadara In toast col­
umns more than a year ago, but 
wa also sndaavorad, true to our 
constructlva tendencies, to turn 
tbia-dteeavary to-praotlcal 
banaflt It was In that oonatruc- 
tlva effort tost wa gave to tha 
world a naw plant, caUed toe 
garosluin, combining toe deUcata 
palate and fragranea of to* roe*, 
to* Jap baatla’s fa\’ortta diet, with 
to* lethal quaUtles of the gera­
nium leaf.

Although w* assigned this proj­
ect to all of Manchastar’s experts 
In plant breeding, wa ar* sorry to 
rsport that tha first garoolum has 
not .vat bean producad. But It 
wlU eome, in good tlma. and wo 
eonfldantly oxpact to aaa tola dis­
covery, la its turn, on too front 
paga of tbo Courant WaU, to* 
sooner It blooms toars, or alas- 
whera, tbs batter. Our sponsor­
ship of tha garoMum ta'not prtda- 
ful, but scientific and humanitari­
an. For wa art beginning to 
think it will not be the bees, nor 
tha rodents, nor to* African snails 
which take over tha world, but 
tosss same myriad warrlora.

Occasionally tha political ma­
chine backfires, and it is. our Judg­
ment that if tha component parts 
of the 1S47 legislative machine, on* 
of the mdat impressive and well 
regulated machines In all Connactl- 
cut history, were now to be reas­
sembled, it would do nothing but 
backfire. It would, we are afraid, 
prove so' unruly as to turn on Its 
own erstwhile drivers in a berserk 
attempt to run them down.

In the ordlnaiy cmirae of 
events, such a political machine 
preempts the individual Judg­
ment of Its member leglslatnrs 
without toe much risk. It can 
Jump them through this or that 
hoop, swing them Into this or 
that policy, and do all this with­
out danger to itself or too much , 
pain to the Individual legisla­
tors. Ordinarily, It Is a very pain­
less process to be a tei^lstor 
who goes to Hartford and votes 
a* he Is told, with never a sus- 
piclen of exercIMng Individual 
consclenoe or Judgment. Ordi­
narily, the painful and dangerous 
thing Is to try to live outside the 
edicts and policies of the domi­
nant machine.
All tots has now been reversed 

in the instance of the 1947 adop­
tion of toe sale* tax. The pain and 
the penalty are coming upon those 
who did follow tha dictatss of the 
machine without a thought or a 
worry. For ones they cast a ma­
chine-dictated vote for which the 
public is calling them to answer. 
tJnly^a meseorr whtclrdoe* rexch 
Into the life of every ordinary cltl- 
aen would ever caiue ordinary clU- 
aena to begin checking on the rec­
ord and behavior of their Individual 
leglalators. But the sales tax la 
such a measure, and, throughout 
Connecticut, Individual legislatora 
have had toe unusual and some­
what tonic experience of finding 
their constituents really interested 
in one of their votes at Hartford.

Most of these legislstoni can, 
unfortunately, give only one hon­
est answer to queries about this 
pnrticutor vote of theirs. It has 
to be: "I didn’t know.” They 
have to blame the machine which 
guided them, and they have to 
hope that their constituents will 
accept that allM as sufficient.

In most Instances, that allM Is 
not being accepted too pleasant-

& la one smidl towa. In fact, 
■tment against aae repre- 

seiMatlve’s vote for the sates tax 
reached such a point that his 
local party leadership got to­
gether and decreed aa end of hte 
aollttoal paceer. H e "didn’t 
know,”  of aeune, anything about 
tho bin bo wk* voting for. That 
dootn’t seem likely to save him. 
Such teglalatore are slightly

numb. They are not quite sure whet 
'is hitting them. It la quit* out of 
j  order for any Individual member ef 
I the machine to be held personally 
I responsible for doing wrhat the ma­
chine told him to'do.

All this la, of course, a healthy 
tendency. 'The etate needs fewer 
rubber etamps and more independ­
ent Intclllgenoas at Hartford. And 
It Is a safe and sane conclusion 
that If there had been more mem­
bers ef the 1947 Lagialature who 
dared to call their aoula their own, 
and who dared to take a real look 
at what they were doing, the sales 
tax could have been made a more 
reasonable and more accurate, 
measure. If they had ever b*M in­
dependent enough to insist on a 
hearing for the bill, or <to. insist 
that they thcmaclvae have a chance 
to etudy It before Its passage, time 
and light alone would have pro­
duced some ImprovenMnts in the 
bill. Soma of them new sense all 
tola themselves, and if we were 
the machine we wouldn't want to 
have the task of whipping them In 
line through a special session.
