with the bank examiners and the
bank's auditors in the investiga-
tion of the case.

State's Attorney Meade Alcorn
sald Mrs, Fournier made a state.
ment about the alleged defalca-
tions, but he did not disclose its
contents,

“Lost On Stock Market™

State Bank Commissioner Rich-
ard Rapport sald, however, that
she “sdmitted manipulations dat-
ing back to about 1920," and he
quoted her #s saying she “gam-
bled and lost the money on the
stock market."”

Her husband, Augustus J. Four-
nler, a foreman at the New De-
parture division of General Motors
corporation, was quoted by inves-
tigators as maying he had no
knowledge of his wife's activities,
and Commissioner Rapport told re-
porters “we believe his story.”

The Fournlers were married In
1931, They have no children.

Commissioner Rapport said the
bank would suffer no loss, being
covéred by & $400,000 indemnity
bond, and  that depositors’ ac-
counts were involved in no way.

Reporting that the alleged pecu-

New York (- Scrubbing. the
equivalent of 3,000 tiled bathrooms
once n week may seem a gigantic
joh, but It has been boiled down
to a seven-hour performance by
maintenance :nen of the Holland
tunnel, busiest vehicular tunnel in
‘ the world.

The four walls of the tunnel
extend a total or more than six
and four-tenths miles and are
covered with 350,000 squarc feet
of tile. More than 15,000,000 mo-
torists drive through It each year,
but a crew of only four men g
sufficient to keep it clean,

The job requires more than 1,500
gallons of detergent and 20,000 of
water. The detergent is sprayed on
each wall by a iruck moving at 8
to 13 miles an hour. A second
truck follows a few minutes Iater
to give the tiled surface a water
rinse. ¢

The tunnel Is cleaned at night,
50 a8 to interferc ns little as pos-
sible with traffic Each wall can
be done in about 30 minutes, but
the entire job requires about seven
hours because of time needed for
refilling the tanks with water and
detergent
