Whan, for 
instance, our etato department 
finds Itself contradicted by other 
departments as to the true nature 
of American planning for Europe, 
that exposes an American InUeel- 
Blon which makes the single-mind­
ed Communlsta look good.

"JellAd,” to use a pod old Hooelcr 
expression, following his poet-war 
tour of duty In the Phlllpplnee. 
Since Jen. 1 ho has visited in 
Austrelie, China, Japan. Slam, In­
dia, Iraq, Iran, Egypt and a num­
ber of countiies-ln Europe. He haa 
teen first hand, he aaye, the world 
lack of economic organization, 
aoclal juatice and political stability. 
And ha thinks something should be 
done about It

The big question is where to 
begin. As a starter, McNutt eug- 
geate that In the survey to ece 
hoW much more aid the United 
States . can give the war-tom 
world, attention should also be 
given to whet the United States 
needs from the rest of the world.

When this list is compiled. Mc­
Nutt believes It. will show that 
what the U.S. needs most Is raw 
materials. Rubber, fata and oils, 
tin, copper, lead, tine, hemp, silk, 
copra, apices, drugs and other ma- 
teriala which cannot be found 
here In sufficient quantity.

Europe can supply very little 
of theee needs. But Asia and the. 
Pacific Island:! can produce all 
we can. use. Asia also could use 
more finished goods that the 
United States haa for export. All 
the necessary factors are present 
to promote trade, McNutt bellevei, 
and that is whv he says more at­
tention ahould be paid to the 
Orient.

I f  aid to Europe, or Asia, Is to 
be confined now to pouring more 
billions of dollars down the dratnj, 
McNutt eaye he le against It. 
What's needed l„ to develop trade, 
doing it on e barter beaia If neces­
sary at first, to get business 
started.

McNutt la highly critical of 
what he calls "the old London- 
Parta-Rome axla In the U.S. State 
Department." By this he means 
thnt the ablesi diplomats are al­
ways sent to these European posts, 
white the Orient tends to ba neg­
lected.

McNutt would like to see this 
trend .reversed, so that more and 
better U. 8. government repre­

sentatives are sent to the Orient 
to develop American trade.

Various eitimates have been 
made on how murh aid the United 
States can give to help rehabili­
tate the world. Harold Stasoen 
■uggests "ten per cent of U. S. pro­
duction for ten yeare," Henry 
Wallace $180 million In ten yeart, 
Fortune magazine $100 billion In 
SO years.

McNutt will make no estimate 
of hie own. But he does believe 
that a sizabla proportion—per­
haps as much as a half of what­
ever aid le given—might weU be 
invested in Pacific countries.

He realizes there is tremen­
dous instability throughout Asia. 
He admits that it le probably “too 
soon" to try calling the Oriental 
countries together for any eco­
nomic conference such as will 
meet In Paris thlr month.

But In individual countries, Mc­
Nutt believes there la an oppor­
tunity for U.S. business to move 
in and develop better trada cela« 
tlone. A good start haa already 
been made In- the Phllipptnea. In 
Slam. McNutt found an eager 
sentiment for breaking old Brlt-

toulget being spent on war against 
tha Communists, offers a particu- 
lariy difficult prPbltm. McNutt 
bellsvekvtoat CManiTa nationalist 
government otfen. the bMt if not 
the only 'force for the United 
States to tie to Ha Interprets 
U.S. withdrawal from China aa 
somewhat elrailar to Secretary 
MarahaU’e suggestion to the Euro­
pean powers that they tnijat get 
together and solve eome o f $hetr 
own problems before the Unltqd 
States will give further help.

"SomeUmei," he eaya, **it la ed- 
vieable to walk cut on a situation 
■o you can come back in later 
under better conditlou." McNutt 
believes that any new arrange­
ment made with China ahould 
provide for American economic 
advisers and specify certain re- 
forma, such aa the elimination of 
''■queexe” and th» ruinously high 
Interest ratea which have been 
traditional in Chinese govern­
ment end burineAs dealings.

Hite Jap BulM-Up
McNutt Is critical also of tha 

manner in whtch Japanese busl- 
neaa Jiaa been built up since tha 
war, at the expense of neighbor­
ing Asiatic countries. Instead of 
pouring investments into Japan 
to reetore her production as 
means of reducing U.8. occupa­
tion costa, McNutt beUeves Ja 
pen’s factories should have been 
moved to Chino, the Philippines 
and other Allied countries to 
build up their industrial poten- 
Ual.

In Indio, McNutt found that 
the Communlsta line egatnit the 
United States hod token stronger 
hold then in most of the other 
Asiatic countries. This line seeks 
to spread belief that the U.S. 
is aeeklng to bring Asia under Its 
ImperiellsUc domination. The 
charge le made that the United 
States has put over this imperial­
ism in the PhlUpplnee and that 
the Independence which the 
United States granted the Fill 
plnoe a year ago is phony. Thla 
doctrine hoe not token hold In 
other parts uf Aeio. But battling 
this Commuiuft line it one of the 
principal Jobe which the United 
Statea muat do in the Orient.

"You either take leadership, or 
you don’t take it.” aaya Oov. 
McNutt.--r^'The trouble Is that we 
have not moved, and we are not 
moving for the mutual benefit 
of the people of Asia and of our- 
aelvei."

Although alr-bom e pollen Is the 
com monest cauxe of hay fever, 
any pollen can produce a reacUon 
If present In aufflclent cancentra- 
tlon. Ragweed pollen Is chiefly re­
sponsible for the hay fever which 
s ta r ts  in August and ends w ith the 
f ro s t

Main sym ptom s of hay fever oc­
cur in the, eye, palate, nose and 
th roat. Itching, congestion, light 
Irrita tion  of the e'-es and sneezing 
are the. chief com plalnta although 
In a  certain  percentage of patlenta 
asthm a is also present.

Relief of hay fever sym ptom s 
can be obtained by going to  a p art 
of a country free from  the offend­
ing pollen. Even thLx m ay not 
bring complete freedom. If the 
wind IS blowing from  the direc­
tion of a heavy pollen te rrito ry . 
A sea voyage la the only way of 
completely escaping flying pollen.
