Sought of Delegates
Coming to Discuss
Worsening of Finances

Washington, Aug. 11—(#— An
American demand for a full ex-
planation of how Britain'is spend-

ing her $3,750,000,000 loan will
confront British delegates coming
here to discuss their country’s
worsening financial plight.

Offict said today they need
this sort of comprehensive state-
ment before they can agree to re-
lax any of the loan agreement pro-
visions In & manner to help Bri-
tain save her disappearing dollar
resources.

Not Saufficiently Detalled

The report given Parliament
last Thursday by Hugh Dalton,
chancellor of the exchequer, ig re-
garded by suthorities here as not
sufticiently detailed to provide an
accurate picture of where the
money has gone,

Britain has spent all but §1.-
000,000,000 of the credit in 16
months—about twice as fast as
anticipated. At the present spend-
ing rate all' the money will be
gone some tinre in October.

American government officials,
preparing for the expected visit of
British financiers next week, gen-
erally Indicate they are sympa-
thetic toward Britain.

But thes. officials emphasize
that the terms of the loan agree-
ment limit the amount of help
Britain can expect without con-
gressional consent, & process that
would take many months,

There is even some doubt
among these officials that changes
in the non-discrimination and con.
vertibility clauses—as suggested
by Prime Minister Attiee— can
provide much help.

The non-discrimination clause
forbids Britain from cutting her
purchases from the United States
in favor of heavier buying from
the colonies nnd dominions in or-
der to save dollars.

The convertibility feature, which’
went into effect only July 15,
makes it mandalcry for Britain to
convert pounds sterling into dol-
lars when requested during current
trading transactions,

Has Reduced Purchases

Officials here maintain that
Britain already has peduced her
American purchases to the point
where she is buying only items
like machinery, food and raw ma-
terials that are not available élse-
where.

One major source of rellef for
the British would be for the United
States to sssume Britain's dollar
expenses In running the combined
British-American occupation zone
in Germany. Some British officials
claim this obligation sccounts for
11 per cent of all Britain's dollar
expenditures. v

But despite, bints that Britain
earnestly desires such action, there
has been no formal request to al-
ter the agreement under which the
United States end Britain share
