U. S. oil Interests here said they 
had affIdaVlta from workmen that 
three tnickloade at soldiera aided 
tn aeixlng the plant 

Tha plant which la hooked up to 
the Zlatcndorf oil. fields, was owned 
by a German-Incorporated subsid­
iary o f the Socony Vacuum Oil 
company and the Anglo-Saxon 
(Shell) Petroleum, Ltd.

Last week Sir George Rendel, 
British member of the Austrian 
Peace Treaty eommlaaion, charged 
that the selrure waa "clearly an at­
tempt to Jump a claim.”

ception when I  left England.

"By open diplomacy with the 
leaders," he went on, .the freedom 
date waa advanced to today and 
the success of the plan "Is chiefly 
attributable to them. . . . These 
statesmen placed me In their debt 
for ever by their sympathetic 
understanding of my position."

He thanked therp for not press­
ing a demand that he be chairman 
of the Arbitral tribunal and for 
agreeing to “ release me from any 
reaponsibllity whatsoever Yor the 
partition of Punjab and Bengal," 
whose dlvisl.in between the two 
new rlominions uf India end Pakis­
tan still is ' causing mminiinal 
bloodshed.

Meanwhile, what amounted' to a 
full-scale exodus was In progress 
In the squalid border areas of Tel 
Aviv and Jaffa. Crowds of sullen 
Jews and Arabs stood and watched 
thousands of their number move 
thet'r possessions.

The crowds milled along dusty 
streets and alleys of the Abu Keblr 
quarter, hard by the traffic vor­
tex where Jaffa and Tet Aviv 
streets merge into the Jerusalem 
road.
