New Hazard

Becoming an Increasing
Cause of Accidents and
Some Fatalities

Hartford, Aug. 19—U9--Motor-

regarded as play vehicles, are be-
coming an incressing cause of Ac-
cidents; Injurtes and in some cases
fatalities, The resulls of a survey
released today by the Highway
Safety Commission revealed that
during the past year and a half
seven persons have been killed and
nearly 200 perscns have been in-
jured in crashes Involving such
vehiclea.

Motor Vehicle' Department fig-
ures show that thers are nearly
5000 such vehicles registered in
the state this year and in most
cases the Injured persons are pas-
mengern on rear sects  rather than
the rators, )

Predicts Tieup
On West Coast

San Francisco, Aug. 10—(P)—
The CIO Longshore union (ILWU)
predicted “virtually a completes”
coastwide tie-up of west coast ship-
ping would result after the Taft-
Hartley labor act goes into effect
Friday,

The union sald in a statement
Inst night it had learned “that the
Water Front E yers' Associa-
tion of the Pacific Coast has de-
termined to order all ship, dock
and walking bosses out of the
union under pain of discharge, or
to require the union to expel them.
Thelr action will coincide with the
effectiveness of the Taft-Hartiey
withdrawal of Wagner act protec-
tion which made it difficult for em-

Labor Group
Quits Hearing

Federation . of Labor
Withdraws from Tele
phone Rate Case

: Aug. 19—M--The
Connecticut Federation of Laber
(AFL) today withdrew from par-
telpation. In the telephone rate
hearing before the Public Utilitiea
Commission at Hartford and {ts
secretary-treasurer, in a letter to
PUC Chairman Eugene 8, Laugh-
lin, was critical of whal he termed
“s lack of Interest” by municipal
officials in the hearing.

Joseph M. Rourke who gave the
Public Utllities commisaion notice
of the federation’s withdrawal de-
poribed as “meaningless and inef-
fective” action by city and town of-
flclals who had appeared at the
hearings or written “to  protest
against any increases at all.”

The Connecticut Federation of
Labor, he declared, has not taken
the position that the company is
not entitied to rate increases.

“But increases of from 30 to 35
per cent,” he asserted, “are some-
thing else"

Attacks Cross-Examination

Rourge attacked PUC cross-ex-
amination of company wilneases as
“{nadequate,” and declared that
“an outstanding economist with
experiencing In representing the
people’s intereats should lave been
engaged.”

He deciared that “the Connecti.
cut Federation of Labor had tried
to sulist the cooperation of the
larger municipalities in the state
with a view to engaging such an
economist,” and added that he
found “that the municipal govern~
ments of the state are hardly Inter-
ested In the welfare of their lax-
payers wheo face the new burden of
oxcessively high telephone ratea”
