Anemia In the A nt two yeara of 
life commonly results from Infec­
tion qnd poor nutrition.

The treatment conaista of re­
storing the blood to normal by 
apecial remedlei,, treating the In­
fection, and correcting the nutri- 
tlcmal difficulty. ,

'The red blood /cells, which are 
fewer In anemia, contain hemoglo­
bin, which la a combination of 
iron, protein, and other eloinants. 
At birth, the infant has stored 
enough iron In hie liver to laat six 
months, oa this is the period dur­
ing which his diet Is mainly Iron- 
less milk. Unless other foods are 
added during the fourth to the 
sixth months,’ the reserve In the 
liver Will go down and too few red 
cells will he manufactured in the 
bone marrow.

Red cells are coriatantly de 
stroyed a# new ohm are formed 
in t'hclr place. Turnover occurs 
about once every 100 days and a 
constant supply of Iron -and pro­
tein Is needed for this purpose.

Although anemia, corresponding 
to pernicious anemia In adults, 
is not common in childhood, liver 
has been used to atimulats the 
bone marrows of Infanta In cer­
tain ciises. Folic acid also has 
proven to be of value In aome of 
those Infancy blood diseases In 
which infections and nutritional 
prohlema are present.

Iron remedies should not be 
given to infants simply because 
they are pale Special blood ex­
aminations are necessary before 
treatment la started. There are 
several' varieties of Infancy ane­
mia and the same treatment Is not 
used In all.
Vitamin C Needed 

Lack o f Vitamli C may be 
cause of anemia in infancy 
Breast-fed babies obtain a suf- 
Aclent amount of vitamin C from 
their mother's milk, if she Is eat­
ing enough citrus fruits, tomato 
Juice and other Vitamin C-rlch 
foodJ.
