Arrangements in Force

Geneva, Aug. 28 — (&) —
Britain served notice today
she would use escape clauses
in the newly adopted charter
of the proposed international
trade organization, in order
to permit continued preferen-
tial trade arrangements with
ngtions of the Eritish com-

monwealth.

The 'United States delegation to
the conference has attempted to
effect here an ment for the
reduction and gradual elimination
of the preferential trade syrange-
ments.

Refers To Difficultics

J. Harold Wilson, British sec-
retary for overseas trade, address-
dng a plenary meeting, referred to
Britain's balance of payment dif-
ficulties . and added:

“The methods we may have to
use in the intervening months and
years may appear to be opposed to
the principles and methods of the

draft charter.”

The draft was adopted yesterday
in a unanimous action by the 17
nations represented here. It now
goes before the Warld Trade con-
ferenco at Havana, Cuba, In Nov-
ember, for final action,

Wilson sald that Britain, in her
own case,*“shall find It neceasary
and desirable to have even closer
cooperation with the other coun-
tries of the commonweslth.

“It is of the utmost importance
that we ahould not bring discredit
on the fundamental principles of
non « discriminatory multilateral
trading by attempting to move too
far and too fast in this difficult pe-
riod, when many conditions essens
tial for such a system have not yet
been realized,” Wilson said.

Fears Oynical Attitude

Clalr Wileox, U, & ta-
tive, aaid earller that unless the 17
nations here concluded a strong
agreement covering bilateral tar-
iffs, the world trade conference at
Havana would “convene in an at-
mosphere of cynicism and disillu-
alonment.”

Have Shughtered Hundreds

tale of highly coordinated action

The stories vary only as to the
pame of the village and the num-
ber of victims but the mode s al-
ways the same.

Gegerally, in the dead of night,
while the villugers' are slecping,
the raiders strike with u wave of
gunmen firing with light machine-
ers and muskets fashioned from
iron pipes,

Shooting Stampedes Villagers

Thia shooting stampeden the vil-
lagers and the real killera come In,
armed with spears having six to
eight-inch shéet fron tps, crude
broad axes, swords, clubs and small
armas,

Thelr work Is dope ruthleasly
and I have scen evidénce of thelr
handiwork at the graveside and in
hospitals.

After them come the third sec-
tion-—the looters and the arsonists.
I bave seen thelr handiwork too,
They are thorough. .

A rald on the village of Naru
Nangal, separated from this mili-
tary center by dry riverbeds, jun-
gle and farm land, was desoribed
to me as typical by both a Sikh
and A Moslem Army officer who
took me to the scene. :

There 1 was told- the dead to-
taled 148, but I saw only some 30
bodies bloated by the baking sun.
Our jeep carcened into a dry river
bed and started a flght of buz-
zards which surrounded three
fkeletons of victims who had fled,
but were caught.

Greoted By Foul Odor

We continued through a fleld and
a foul odor greeted us as we apled
the village, from some of the. bulld-
ings of which amoke still curled.
