There was little doubt that
Tsaldaris would be reluctant to
surrender the premiership, but po-
Htical sources sald he might be
willing to have Sophoulis as pre-
mier in return for being named*to
the presidency of the Ministerial
council, the Number Two t.

Otherwise, it appeared ldaris
might have to select a rightwing
cabinet, or a coalitlon government
made up of non-pariiamentary fig-
ures. The latter course prob-
ably would require him to sur-
réender the premiership.
