There were an eatimated 05,000 
peraonn marching in tho Legion's 
climactic parade, expected to laat 
more than 12 hours over a 2 1-2 
mile route 39 block* long.

Mayor WiUlatn O’Dwyer, a Le­
gionnaire hlm*elf and wearing hi* 
over**** cap at a jaunty angle, led 
the parade at the start behind a 
mounted police escort. The march­
er* got under way promptly at the 
acheduled time -of 8:30 *. m. (e.a. 
t).

Behind the vanguard wtre all 
the colorful units traditional to 
the Legion's big parades — the 
state and foreign delegatlona. 
Army, Navy and Coaat Guard 
units, a crack detachment of West 
Point cadets, about 2,000 band* 
and drum and bugle corps, | and 
hu];dred* of waving flag* and ban. 
ners.

Whlteiied by Confetti
Unlforin* soon were whitened

As FBI Finds 
Atom Photos

Entire South Wing De* 
strayed; Possibility Is 
Seen Fire Incendiary
London, Aug. 30.— (R)—A  apec- 

jtaeular flee destroyed the entire 
south wing and caved In the an­
cient roof of Princess Eliubetb's 
bridal home at suburban Sunnlng- 
hill Park today. Authorities said 
they had not discarded the possi­
bility that the blaxe waa touched 
off bv an incendiary with political 
motives.

Ten fire companies battled the 
blase for hours, pumping thou­
sands of gallons of water from 
nearby Mirror take before they 
brought it under control at dawn. 
Flames shooting 50 feet Into the 
air rould be seen for miles.

The south wing of the stately 
,uld .Georgian house, which w^a 
being refurbiahed as a home for 
the Prlnceas and Lieut. Philip 
Moiintbatten, waa enveloped in 
flames'when the firemen arrived 
shortly aftey midnight.

No Qoestion of Arson
'A  national Are service officer 

said he waa "satlafleo that there la 
no question of arson,’ ’ but official 
sources diaclossd that detectives 
o f the Criminal Investigation de- 
partmant had- been instructed to 
inquire into every possible cause, 
including arson Inspired by politi­
cal motives.

To Be Arraigned Be* 
fore U. S. Commission* 
er at New Yoik Today; 
Los Alamos Pictures
Washington, Aug. SO.— (JP)—Ar* 

noid Frederick Kivi, a 27-)rear-old 
ex-aoldier, waa held for arraign­
ment before a U, S. Commissioner 
in New York today on chargas of 
taking ”highly confidential photo­
graphs” from the Loa Alaqm , N. 
M., atomic Inatallatlonsi *

J. Edgar Hoover, director of the 
Federal Bureau of Investigation, 
announced Klvl waa arrested last 
night In Brooklyn, N. Y., where 
Hoover said FBI agents nabbed S7 
photographs and 10 negatives 
when they searched Klvl'a home.

Hoover’s announcement said 
Klvl at first denied havihg any 
highly confidential pictures but 
that he later admitted removing 
from the Loa Alamos project cer­
tain clasalfled photographs. Claaal- 
fled documents or pictures are 
those usually marked secret con­
fidential or restricted.

Equipment Shown la Plctorrs 
The FBI director said pictures 

found In Klvl’a possession showed 
various phases Of atomic reaearcb 
equipment used in connection with 
the bomb and several pictures of 
visitors to ths atomic pit^ierty.

The first atomic bomb waa as­
sembled and tested at Los Alamos. 
The project still Is a major center 
for atomic reaearch.

Hoover said that Klvl, when 
first interviewed, said he )iad made 
500 official photographs of various 
stages of development of the 
atomic bomb. H* later admitted, 
th* FBI director said, that he 
took the clasaifled photographs 
when be 1$ft the Am iy In Febru­
ary, 1940, and that several weeka 
later, he became ’ ’extfemely con­
cerned about tha pictures and 
burned them.”

K iri wu' in the Army from 
Sept 1. 1942 untU Feb. 0, 1940. 
After leaving Loa Alamos, the FBI 
said Klvl was employed at the 
Brookhaven National laboratory 
of the Atomic Energy eommlssion 
at Patchogue, N. Y. He was re­
lieved of that job lifimedlately, 
Hoover added, ”aa a result of the 
investigation o f the prior theft” 

Hoover said that a complaint 
charging Klvl with the theft waa 
filed before the United States com­
missioner at Ranta F f, N. M., yes­
terday.

Klvl was the third person this 
year to be charged with taking 
government documents from an 
atomic project

Alexander Von Der Lu ft a for­
mer Army sergeant was placed 
on four years' probation on Aug. 
21 after he had pleaded guilty in 
Pittsburgh. Ernest D. Wallla, a 
34-year-old Chicago photographer,

Our mild commentaries on the 
dlfflcultiex the Republicans are 
experiencing in their new adven­
ture In power have drawn com­
ment somewhat leas mild and yet 
perhaps more precise than our 
own.

"As $or Washington, I can say 
In few words what I think should 
have been done there and that Is 
a restoration of exemptions to 
small incomes comparable to the 
pre-Roosevelt d'lys. It was 
Roosevelt and the New Deal that 
started taking the cut from every 
low paid worker on pay day. Thla 
d'os never done when the Repub­
