Conguest Of Paln

Nature gives pain to life for its
protection. Paln ia the Instinctive
ery at the onset of injury and dis-
ease. Pain rings a sleepless slarm,
warni all Hving creatures of
dangers The absence of pain in the
early stages of cancer, for ex-
ample. is one of the darkest trag-
edies of the human race.

From primitive tUmes, man
sought the separation of pain from
the advaneing ‘knife. To the sur-

, pain was the barrier he was
’om‘ to penetrate before his ter-
rible Instrument became the heal-
ing scalpel. The pain of the patient
often denled access to his body:
the sick often preferred to die
rather than submit to an opefa-
tion. The screams of the patient
which rang in the hairy ears of
the Stone Age surgeon were heard
in the classic period by the dis-
ciples of the famous Greek sur-
geon, Hippocrates, and the un-
diminighed cries echoed down the
corridors of modern hospitals. All
who sought releagse from disease
at the point of the knife were first
compelied to pay homage to Paln.

On October 16, 1846, just a little
over one hundred years ago, a
vapor in the operating room of the
Mass. General hospital blotted out
suffering from surgery. It was the
most teneficient change in the his-
tory of surgery. and has since been
hailed as America’s grealtest gift
to mankind. This was the first pub-
lic demonstration of the use of
ether for surgical anesthesia,

denly giving way to nerve-shat-
tering acreams, was more than
they could endure with composure.

Operations were necessarily few
in number. During the five years
preceding the introduction of
anesthesia, only 184 operations—
three per month—were performed
at the Massachusetts General hos.
pital. The average number of op-|
erations of the Manchester Me-!
morial hispital is 200 per month.

In his book ocoficerning his re-
soarches on nitrous ovide, Hum-
phrey Davy wrote!

“As nitrous oxide In its exten-
sive operation appears capable of
destroying physical pain, it may
probably be used with advantage
during surgical operations in
which no great effusion of blood
takes: pjace.’”

This was In 1800, and it was not
until the 11th of December, 1844/
that nitrous oxide was first used |
to relieve pain in a surgical pro-
cedure. On the 10th of December,
1844, a traveling chemist named
Gardner Colton gave a  public
demonstration in Hartford, Conn.,
of the exhilarating effects of
nitrous oxide gas. This occaslon
was attended by Dr. Horace Wells,
a prominent Harfford dentist. A
young man who had inhaled the
gus hruised his legs against a
wooden bench severely énough to
draw hlood. When questioned later
by Dr. Wells, he remarked that he
had felt no pain. Immediately Dr.
Wells selzed upon the idea of em-
ploying this gas in his dental |
practice for the painless extmgc-
tion of teeth, The next day he had
one of his own teeth that happen-
ed to be troubling him, extracted
under the influence of -the agent
and, the procedure being success.
ful, he became - an enthusiastic
proponent of the method, and
plunged energetically into the
search for ways and means of
bringing his results before -the,
public at the earliest possible mio-
ment.
