Soma of theau «4iallenglng new 
figures on cancer death rates, their 
strange coincidences, and possible 
meanings were given In an inter­
view today at tbe Fourth Interna­
tional Cancer Research (Tongren 
by Dr. E. Cuyler Hammond, direc­
tor of the Stettotlcal Research dl- 
vtoion of tbe Antcrlcan Cancer So­
ciety.

Cancer In 1944 killed about 181,- 
000 persons, and by 2,000 A.D.— 
unless some cure Is found—will 
kill 324,000 annually. It ia the sec­
ond greatest KiUar,-saoond.only to 
heart and circulatory dtoeaaas, 
which alao' affect older people 
more.' And the proportion of old: 
er peraoiu to steadily increasing.

Austin, Tex., Sept. 6— (F)— Rob­
ert C! Eckhardt. resigned yester­
day from the Tekas Good Neigh­
bor Commission, an organisation 
formed to promote goodwill amoifg 
Texans of Latln-American and 
Anglo-American extraction, claim­
ing a lack of Interest among com­
mission members in protecting the 
civil rights of Mexicans.

A  second official, thei commis­
sion's executive secretary, Mrs. 
Pauline R. Kibbee, resigned last 
week expressing disfavor over 
policy.

Eckhardt spoke of a list of "in- 
cidenta," Including one, he said, in 
which a man was killed aa a result 
of his attempts to enter a white 
washroom.

Anglo-Asiericaii Crisis
Tne apUt between the United 

Statee and Ruaaia could become a 
relatively unimportant un l̂eae 
entneea If present trends toward 
mlBU.-idarstandtng ard dlvorca be- 
twaen tbla country imd Its beat 
friend. Brttaln, conrimie. We are 
aecuetomed to standing aloof from 
Ruaaia. But we elwaye have 
pleaaaat assumption that, coma 
what may, and no matter what 
our minor dUferencea of opinion, 
we aben ettll poesees friendly end 
valuable relations with Britain.

That plaasant assumption is 
sow bplng threatanad by various 
tavelolNnenU in'which, as In moat 
■strangements between two na- 
ttaoe. both natlona have sobm re- 
■ppnalbiUty.

The greatest danger to Anglo- 
Amerlcan friendship from tba 
Aaetlcaa Hda la America's salf- 
rlghteoua tendency tc blame the 
British thamMhraa, rather than 
tha war and disnatar they have 
bsen through, for tbatr present alt- 
nnttoB. Wa also bava a tendency 
to quastloB the vary aarlousnoss 
of that present ettuatlon, accusing 
tha BrltMi of trying to eat up a 
soft touch upon ua. Those who 
tWnk this way would greet the 
truth, which la that Britain hates 
to Uks anything from uâ  with 
gUffhwe of scorn. We sre not. s 
good or tactful leader or helper. 
We hsoe a tendency to think 

• osm people who borrow from us.
Pohnitua' eage advice was ‘'nel- 

■ ther a borrower nor a lender be.'
 ̂ sad hla oriadom was that either 

M Ade of a borrowing arrangement 
I'.r was dangerous.

If we do not lend well, neither 
do Um British borrow well. The 
oomblMtlon of a desperate situa­
tion, aa Injured pride, and new 
sad continual uneasineas for the 
future tend to upeet even the 
famed British potae, so that Brit­
ain la often asking for more, 
tkreatenlng to go her own way, 
and criticicing the lender, all at 
the same time

It la perhaps a typical example 
of the demoralleatlon of the un 
wUllne borrower that Mr, Bevm 
ahouid, deliver, out of the blue, a 
strange requert that the United 
Statee dig up its great Fort Knox 
store of gold, and redistribute U 
about the earth eo that we could' 
buy It up again and store it again. 
The propoeal not only exhibita 
poor lo^c on Mr. Bevin's part, but 
also exceptionally poor timing and 
diplomatic atiategy. For thla half- 
baked, Impossible suggestion on 
the part of the net^ous borrower 
has been greeted with a new in- 
tensiflcatliijh' of smug sepm on the 
part of the aelf-satisned lender.

If thi borrower-lender arrange­
ment n ^ t  e îet, ano It must, it 
calls for unusual forbearance on 
both aides. iTbat forbearance is 
nbw wearing thin.

Robert M. Hutchlnc, chaneallor 
of the University, of Chicago, who 
has taken a sabbatical leave of ab­
sence from his poet aa an educator 
of American youth becausa he 
thinita that the adults of today 
must be educated If that youth la 
to have a world to live In, t 
speaking on a radio round table 
Sunday.

Once dgaln, he argued that 
mankind, having no defense 
against the atomic bomb, can 
survive only through a final aboil 
tlon of war Itself, through world 
federation.

*‘InUmatlonal agreeroanta for 
the control of atomic energy,” he 
•aid, “will elmply mean that the 
next war will and with atomic 
bomba Instaad of beginning with 
them. The minute vrai breaks out 
•very nation that knows how will 
start making atomic bombs.”

With that the eltuaUon, Dr. 
Hutchins turned hla attention to 
thoee many clUtena of the world 
who say that, yes, a*orld govern 
ment la somethin|| that will coma 
ultimately”  but not right away. 
”X do nut understand the uae of 

the w-ord *ultlmately in thle con 
necUon,” said Dr. Hutchins. ”Ws 
have now arrived at tha ultimate 
aUge In history. We cannot 
aomathinii Intermediate now and 
ultimately do aoirethlng ultimate. 
What la ultimately required of iw 
la required of ua now.

"Klther we have a world feder­
al government-and raal atomic 
control, or we have no agree­
ments, or agreements that are 
meaningleae, and eventually atom­
ic war.

“It la very late. Perhaps noth­
ing can save ua. But the band- 
writing on the wall la plain 
enough. It says to the people of 
the earth, imlte or die."

What Dr. Hutcliins la fighting 
la. of couraa, one of two tblnga. 
Either the people now living do 
not realise that they happen to be 
the ones living on earth In the 
very day «Qien mankind muat 
make Ita ultimate choice between 
brotherly survival and -complete 
aelf-deatructlon. Or, realising it, 
they reject the Idea that they 
themselves have any power over 
the decision that Is to be made,

Either .concept, failure to recog­
nise the necessity for the decision, 
or failure to believe that mankind 
can make the decision' Itself, can 
be fatal. The truth U? that the de­
cision must bo made aa ho other 
decision in the history of life on 
earth haa ever been made. The 
truth also la that the good people 
of earth can control that decision, 
(f they will but, believe In their 
o«n power and''exerctse It.

Role Of The Snaday School 
To the Editor:

Many church schools are now re­
opening, and many Christian day 
schools already have. Sometimes,
In view of the pathetic state of af­
fairs in this world of uncertainty 
and fear, though a world-wide war | 
waa fought for freedom from It, 
and In conelderatlon of deplorable - 
home and family altuatlona, broken 
homes and Kroken marriage unlone. j 
people are apt to charge the Chrla- 
tlan church with failure, and Chris­
tianity aa a whole, as If through 
3,000 years It had not been a suc­
cess. But supposing you took all 
Christian churches, and principles, 
and Institutions of mercy out of 
the world, what would be left of a 
nation, of a world? Take them out 
of the country and the world, and 
chaoa would reign, and there would 
be no aafety at all. Lieglalatlon, 
with Ita law enforcement, helps, 
but people will hardly eay that 
lawa will change the hearts, that 
Ufa.Imprisonment or electrocution 
aolvee the problem, or even fright- 
cna crlmlnala enough to keep them 
from committing some of the most 
grueling and ghoullah Crimea. It'a 
not enough to polleh up an old car 
and put all kinda of gadgeta on It; 
a new motor la needed. So educa­
tion, leglalatlon, environment, ecl- 
•nce are not to be despised, for­
sooth, but people need changed 
hearto and not only educated 
heads. J. Edgar Hoover, head of 
Federal, Bureau of Investigation, 
known throughout the world, when 
naked hla opinion regarding the 
value of religion aa a crime pre 
ventatlve, aubimtted the following 
la an article, which aeems to us, la 
ao unusual and thought-provoking, 
that It ahouid bs of general and 
nation-wide intereet:

“ In 1B30 there resided In a cer­
tain Mid-weatem city a family 
conalating of seven eons and • 
daughter. To dletr parents the re 
form echool waa mors familiar 
than tha Sunday School. The eons 
were aged fi. 7, 8, 9, 10, 11 and 12. 
Sooil the boya began aaeoclatlng 
with membera of a gang who later 
became notorious deape redoes.
They started stealing equipment 
from cars and selling It to junk 
dealers, and for these minor of- 
fenaea they were sent to reforma­
tories. Upon their release they 
again associated with the gang — 
now automobile thefta and robber- 
lea claimed their attention. Today 
all seven brothers are behind the 
bars for their failure to conform to 
the nilea of our social order.

"It la not necessary to mention 
other specific Illustrations of the 
somewhat chaotic trends in our 
modern society—cold, bare figures 
on youth In crime are aufflclent 
More than 30 per cent of all our 
crime la committed by boys and 
glrta of 21 and under. Last year It 
waa not the hardened criminal of 
middle age who waa arrested most 
frequently—It waa rather the 
youth who just reached voting age. 
During 1948 persona under 21 years 
of age committed 13.0% of the 
criminal homieldea, 28.8% of the 
robberiea, 41.2% of the burglarlea. 
27.3% of the larcenies, and over 
00% of the auto thefts, according 
to fingerprint records received by 
the FBI. Certainly such figures 
portend dark days ahead for a na­
tion whose criminal army already 
aggregates 4,700,000 and w’hose 
appalling crime bill amnunta to ap­
proximately fifteen million dollars 
($10,000,000) annually. Tha mone­
tary cost of crime overlooks num­
erous clementa which cannot be 
eveluated In dollars and cents. It 
does not Include the thousands of 
mothers of our youthful offenders 
who have held tight to their hearts 
the babes for whose future they 
dreamed and planned. What great 
er challenge to decent cltlsenship la 
needed than this hitter disappoint 
ment to the motherhood of Amer­
ica? Then there la the victim—and 
the victim’# family. The dependents 
of a murdered roan are given no 
thought when the crime la planned 
and consummated.

Sig­
nificant In the attack of the 
church upon the legions of crime 
and dellnquencv Is the work of the 
Sunday School.”

A lift under the ahoe on the 
good aide and a pair of crutches 
help them to get about.

If tbe bone falle to heal proper­
ly, an operation la adviaed. Alter 
this operation, there be slight 
shortening of the affected leg 
even though the patient can get 
around without too much dlfflcul 
ty. The average patient can walk 
for abort dlatancea around the 
house unaided but may require a 
cane for longer walks. There may 
be pain on over-exertion, Uit this 
can be avoided by conservative 
use of the hip.’
