la Sorvqy af Problem 
The repoit la primarily a aur- 

voy o f what Is the problem, rather 
than an attempi. to propoM aolu- 
tlena, but It reaches a number of 
concluaiona. These are the major 
ones:

1. Cooperation 'i s  the key to 
European recovery.” ThU meana 
cooperation “ In extending the 
bdunda o f trade in Europe, In 
equitable aUocationa o f scarce ma- 
teriaia and commoditiea so aa 
most effecUvely to utilise and ex­
pand c^iacity, in lowering such 
barricra to trade as quotas, bilat­
eral agreements, exchange reatrlc- 
tlona, and tariffa.’’

R'lther’s affidavit gave this ap­
praisal o f the Farhen people’s 
awareness o f Hitler’s early plans: 

"The reconstruction o f the 
Wehrmacht (German army) made 
It Clear to us that the course pur­
sued by Hitler had to lead to w*ar. 
Dr. Dehnel (Farhen expert), a 
consistent opponent of Hitler, said 
to me In 1934 that the Nazi sys­
tem inevitably meant war.

"W e were aware of the purpose

Meanwhile, Col. .Angel Baquero 
Davila rounded up Army elements 
opposed to Mancheno's coup. News- 
papers and the public combined In 
a growing attack agaiaat the un- 
conatltutlonaUty of the new re­
gime.

Baquero Davila's Infantry units 
group^ Aug. SO at Rlobamba, 100 
miles south of the capital. Manche­
no dispatched a column of a dosen 
tanka and 600 motorised troops to 
rout them out. The two forces 
clashed Bept. 1 at Soedbon bridge 
along the mountainous road be­
tween Quito and the coast.

With only rifles and machine- 
guns, Baquero Davila's troops kept 
up a seven-hour running battle un­
til the tanka ran out of ammuni­
tion and gasoline and darkness fell. 
Mancheno’s men then surrendered.

When this news reached Quito 
anti-Macheno forces fired heavy 
caliber sheila into the air to inform 
the Indiana, many of whom are Il­
literate, that the time had arrived 
for Mancheno’s overthrow. They 
streamed into the city by the thou­
sands. The air force, which baa 12 
speedy United States-bullt pursuit 
planes, scattered -leafletB over the 
city warning Mancheno to realgn 
or be bombed out.

Antl-Macheno men seized the lo­
cal radio station, played a record­
ing of the Star Spangled Banner 
and cafled on the populace to 
•turn out" the dictator. Mancheno 
resigned Sept. 2 and fled Into ref­
uge In the Venezuelan embassy.

Velasco Ibarra, who had gone to 
Buenos Aires, heard the news and 
hopped the first plane for Quito. 
However, hit supporters here 
warned him when hls plane was 
nearing Lima, Peru, that the time 
was “ not ripe" for hls return. Ve­
lasco Ibarra then headed back to 
Buenos Aires and exile.
