Three RepubUcana and three 
Democrats told a reporter in sep­
arate Interviews they doubt first 
ti^ t a new system of ceilings 
would work end second that Con­
gress would approve one.

"M y present feeling Is that any 
price controls must be linked with 
wage controls and profits con­
trols," said Senator Flanders (R.. 

"I ’m Inclined to think 
U ^t’a too big a mouthful for the 
American public to swallow In 
peacetime.”

Flanders gave hia views sa he 
called together a Senate-House 
sub-committee to plan a hearing 
schedule for the eastern part of 
the nation aa part o f a broad Con­
gressional investigation o f prices.

Senator O’Mahoney (D.. w yo.), 
who will participate In the price 
Investigation, agreed Congfeaa 
would be reluctant to re-Impose 
controls.
