Conservation Is Seen as
Answer to Loss of
Fertile Top Dressing

While the origin of soils In Con.

necticut date back milllons of

years, the geological processea of
nature have definitely left us
with an easily expendable re-
source. ‘The agitating, washing,
scouring and stratifying effect of
glacial and post-glacial action for
the most part’ Jeft us extenasive
areas of coarse sand, and gravel,
strewn with boulders over irregu-
lar topography. On this base pur
present top soll “way formed.
Freexing, thawing, mechanical
and chemical reactiona of nature
added finer textures mixed with
organic  matter from decaying
vegetation. This process facilitat-
ed by a humid climate and ample
water supp!y ccntinued as long aa
a vegetative cover remained. Soil
fertility increased and top soll wag
added at a rate.

With civilization came the plow
and utilization, exploitation In
some cases, of Connecticut's soils
got under way. From a wealth of
accumulated plant food abundant
crops were grown, but not for
long. A few generationa of inten.
sive farming exhausted certain
natural plant fooda, Increasing de-
mands on tie Jand resulted in new
areas being cleared for agricultur-
al use. Lack of soll conservation
knowledge soon allowad many one
time fertile flelds to -start a
proceas of soil depletion, and at &
rapld rate. Silting and clogging of
natural waterways and streams
resiited thereby converting low-
lands into swamplands and bogs.

Surveys recently made by the
United States Department of
Agriculture, Soll Conservation
Service, verify that soil depletion
has made advances in Connecti-
cut. Forturiately, soil erosion for
the mont part can be described as
“slight.” There Are, however, cons
siderable aremas of “moderate”
soil eroslon and some areas of

processes of soil leaching, While
the sand content of our soils ime
prove ita physical qualities for
tillage and plant growth, it also
allows the rapid penetration and
passage of rain water which
washes valuable piant foods into
the b sofl,

As the thin layer of top wsell
over-laying coarser sands and
gravel s depieted and ita depth
reduced It becomes more difficult
and costly to maintain soll fertil-
ity. Soil organic matter is de
pleted At a more rapid rate and
soll molsture reduced. Co uent-
Iy crop yields are lowered and the
growing of gquality crops becomes
mbre of a problem.

Unlike thy deep soils of the
south and the west the glacial
m lls of Connecticut are difficent.
Once our top soll i lost and it be.
comes neceasary to depend on the
lesa fertile and coarser textured
subsoil, Connecticut's agriculture
would become a costly enterprise.
Heavy fertilization, {rrigation and
intensive soil erosion measures
would be necessary,
