New York, Sept. 15.-(g*)—A 
strange new metal that seethes 
and bubbles and emits a sod glow 
waa described for the first time to­
day to the Anieriosn Chemical so­
ciety.

This metal 1s curium, element 
95, the heaviest known elcmenL It 
Is man-made. It no'lqngrr exists In 
nature, and la the moat violently 
rsdioactlve solid ever Isolated.

Pmf. loadore Perlman of the 
University of California depart­
ment of chemistry and radiation 
lalioratory announced that a tiny 
amount of curium, smaller than a 
grain of sand, had been produced 
for the first tim* in pure form. 
There Is just enough to see It with 
the naked eye. And this sand- 
grain amount now represents the 
total World supply of It.

Curium Is one of four man-made 
metals discovered during the atom 
bomb project. The others are plu­
tonium, the super exploelve for 
atom bombs; americium and nep­
tunium.

Zeller, In hla letter to the gov­
ernor, said that a  deficit of 8^,- 
771,479.89 existed In th* cash bal­
ance of the state's general fund.

Alarm Sirens

Washington. Sept. 16—(AV-Ths 
AFL Teamsters union today de­
manded that the National Labor 
Relations board reverse s ruling 
by its own general counsel on the 
scope of the controverstsl non- 
Oommunlst section of the Taft- 
Hsrtley act

Daniel J. Tobin, president of the 
Teamsters, announced that he has 
signed the required non-Com- 
munist affidavit and now contenda 
hia union la legally eligible to use 
aervicea of the bqard despite a 
contrary opinion by Robert L. 
Denham, the board'e general coun­
sel.

Denham has held that AFL un­
ions cannot qualify until all mem­
bers of the General lExecutive 
council have furnished affidavits. 
John L. Levis, a menibef of the 
council, has blocked such a mass 
flllng.

Argues I'aloa. Autoaomoue
Tobin argued that hia union la 

completely autonomous despite Its 
AFL affiliation. He said Joseph A. 
Padway. Teamsteri union attorney, 
would take the case to the board 
today.

The Taft-Hartley act says “each 
officer of auch labor organisation 
gnd the officers of any national or 
international labor organisation of 
wt^ch it is an affiliate or con- 
atitbent unit” must furnish sf- 
fldsvH* in order for a union to be 
eligible for NLRB aid.

Tobln-ls the firat top official of 
either the CIO or AFL  to sign the 
non-COmmunlet forma.

His move is an aftermath of an 
AFL Executive council srsalon in 
Chicago last week.

Tobin wanted Lewis and all the 
AFL leaders to agree to sign, even 
announcing to repoftera in advance 
that the Teamatera would do so.

Lewis, like Tobin a vice president 
of the AFL, flatly declined al­
though the Mine Worker* for years 
have barred Communists from their 
union, as do Tobin's Teamsteri, 

Quick Derision L'nilkety

Intensify Use 
O f Facilities

Trinity College Is En* 
abled to Accommodate 
Many More Students

Hartford.^Rept. 16—Trinity Col- 
le^^ haa bMfi able to enroll aever- 
al hundred more students than an­
ticipated In the Immediate post­
war months by taking unusual 
steps to Intensity use of buildinga, 
equipment, and teaching facUiUea, 
according to a statement by Pres­
ident G. Keith Funston in the Ex­
tension Number of the Trinity Col­
lege Bulletin Issued this week.

In his statement. President Fun­
ston said that; ''Trlnlty"lfc>Ilege ex­
tension couraei, now in the 17th 
year, have been expanded since 
World War II to offer full time 
freshman and sophomore liberal 
arts programs in the late after­
noon and evening.

“ Increased extension offerings 
follow a 72 per cent expansion In 
the regular college. In matriculat­
ing almost 400 additional students 
above pre-war enrollment averag' 
es. Trinity reached the limit of her 
resou^cea In teachers, claaaroom 
apace, equipment, and endowment, 
lite  maximum alge of a college la 
controlled largely by upperclaaa fa- 
clllUea, for these apeciallced cours­
es, by nature, must be smaller and 
more personal than elemental 
clasaes. And they require more 
apace and equipment per atudenL 

“But by late afternoon and eve­
ning use of building and equip­
ment, by overtime work of regular 
faculty members, and by the re­
cruiting of former teachers now in 
business and Industry for part-time 
teaching. Trinity Is able to offer an 
emergency extension program for 
those veterans and high school 
graduates who were unable to jgaln 
admission as regular students at 
Trinity or other veteran-crowded 
colleges.

“These late classes are on the 
same standard and offer the same 
credit aa do corresponding cmiraea 
In ihe regular college. They are 
given on the Trinity campus by 
qualified teachers. I f  unanticipated 
openings permit admission of some 
extension students to the regular 
college, full credit may be trans­
ferred. This was done with 33 men 
In 1947. Trinity College will also 
transfer such credit If the student 
Is admitted to another college or 
university.

“ It should be noted that admis­
sion to the extension courses in no 
way carries any Implication that 
the registrant will be able to trans­
fer at a later date Into the regular 
college; because of the present size 
of the regular college. It Is anti­
cipated that there will be little or 
no opportunity to do so. Nor does 
admission Imply that the college 
will furnish a full curriculum of 
Junior or senior extension courses 
In succeeding years for it is beyond 
our resources to do so.

“ It la onlv by utilizing Its re- 
soiirces to the utmost that Trinity 
Is able to offer underclass educa­
tion in extension foi  ̂ some 200 
young men and women bf the Hart­
ford area while expandln'jf the four 
year program to teach art all time 
high of 900 students.” \

These reports said the Reds had 
auffered 13,000 casualties and that 
some* 4.000 others trapped near the 
Tachlng were being annihilated.
