New York, Sept. 18—

Holding Expected Support

After five speakers had deliver-

Canada and the Philippines
formally threw thelr full support
behind the Marshall proposal. Aus-
tralia, while reserving decision on
the details of the plan, agreed that
the Assembly must play a larger
role in maintaining peace, a task
now assigned primarily to the Se-
curity Council.

Avolds Direct Reference

China avolded a direct reference
to Marshall's plan to sel up a spe-
clal Assembly committee of the 55
member nations (o handle
problem, but joined the United
States In expressing willingness to
surrender at least a pirt of the
big power veto privileges.
