brakaa were released. The plane, 
started down tha runway, lifted i 
into the air. and when it reached 
800 feet altitude tha throttles! 
ware retarded to climb poeltion.

The plana than climbed to 9,000 
feet, and tha throttias were pulled 
back to cruise position. At that 
time also the plana'a radio picked 
up a directional beam from a' 
picket or guide ship about a third 
of the way acroas tha ocean.

An automatic direction finder 
(known as “ADF” ) thereupon-ac­
tuated tha controls to keep tha 
plana headed directly toward the 
■hip along tha radio beam. Whan 
the plana reached the “cone of al­
ienee" or dead spot Immediately 
above the ahip, the receiver auto­
matically tuned In another fre­
quency and tha "ADF" than 
homed on a aecond ahlp farther 
along tha course. - 

Whan the second guide ship kraa 
reached, tha radio turned to a 
third frequency, originating at the 
British airfield. When the plane 
reached the cone of alienee—ac­
tually part of the Instrument 
lending syatam (or “ILS” ) tha ra 
dio actuated a sat of controls 
which retarded the throttlea, low­
ered the landing flaps and cracked 
out tha landing gear.
' Then tha plane homed on the 
glide path, a aloping beam which 
is part of tha equipment at 100 or 
more airports in this country, and 
flew down the runway. After al­
lowing a certain time for roll fol­
lowing the touchdown of the 
wheels, the brakes were automat­
ically applied.

The crew, which had done noth 
Ing for ten hours, taxied the plane 
off the runway.

As a combat device, the auto­
matic plane would have to be de­
veloped to home on radio beams 
transmitted from frlendlv terri­
tory or ships. One military ob­
server suggested the possible use 
of LORAN (long range naviga­
tion) to estabitah a course for the 
rolx>t. Beth the British and Ger­
mans tried radio beam guidance 
for bombers In the last war.

The size and complexity of the 
automatic control equipment raise 
serious problemA however. The 
Air Force mav be more Interested 
in remote control bv radio, which 
has been demonstrated successful­
ly for short distances.

The United States has been 

charged with Imperialism. I t  has 
been alleged tha t we seek an "Im 
pertnllstlc war" la  order to  ad' 
vance our designs '  abroad. Our 
government, the Soviet la being 
told, wants to get into n position 
where It can "take over the 
world."

Just how ure could get Into any 
better poslUon, If It wee our plan 
to capturo the world. It la difficult 
to see.

We have tha poalUon.
What the Ruulana mean Is, we 

ought to retreat from our sltua- 
Uon and give up our ndvanUgo. 
We ought to junk the atom bomb, 
scrap our navy, dlsperae our army 
and withdraw totally Into our 
continental limits.

This, the RuaslaLns say, would 
show our devotion to peace. They 
dsn’t  say tha t It would also give 
up the world to communism.

We are trying to  differentiate 
between Imperialism, as we play 
It, and communism, sa the Rus­
sians play it.

For our part we have grabbed 
a  handful of Pacific Islands. We 
maintain occupation forces In J a ­
pan, Korea, Germany, Austria 
and a very few In Italy and 
Greenland. We control no amall 
p a ^  of Greece. We are trying to 
get an oil supply In tha Near 
Bast, and everywhere we seek In­
creased buslnesa, but thia^. is 
somewhat outside the stric t defi­
nition of Imperlellem.

As Imperieltata we have missed 
the main chance completely.

Places our troops once precU 
celly owned, we have given up.

week hovered at a virtual 
standstill over Tampa bay. 
The storm, nothing yet to 
compare with the dangerous flrat, 
was showing algna of Increasing 
In Intensity, the Weather bureau 
said in a 10 a. m. advisory.

M to M Mlirs ta duata 
Highest wlnda recorded so far 

in the storm which swept up out 
of the Caribbean sea have been 
from SO to SO miles an hour In 
gusts.

Northeast storm warnings were 
ordered up west of Cedar key to 
Apalachicola, and continued 
storm warnings from Palm Beach 
to Charleston, 8. C., and on the 
Florida west coast north of the 
keys.

While the storm was halted for 
the time by high pressure preva­
lent over the AtlanUe states, the 
Weuther bureau eaid it waa mov­
ing northward very slowly six to 
eight miles on hour.

The advisory stated that the 
highest winds reported since the 
storm was first felt yesterday 
u’erc 60 miles an hour at Egmont 
key In the mouth of Tampa bay. 
The lowest pressure was 29.S6 
Inches which the Weather Bureau 
said Indicated a slow Increase In 
Intensity.

Moat Acute Menace 
The storm’s most acute menace 

apparently hung over the rich 
Okeechobee mueklanda where the 
Inhabitants alrsady struggled 
wearily with relentless water from 
earlier downpours. Farmers, busi­
ness man, Jamaican laborers and 
convicts worked side by side to 
patch canal dikes snd stay tha ris­
ing water from four towns and 
30.000 vegetable acres.
