He aald Britain was prepared to 
make specific proposals on the 
problem o f displaced persons at a 
later data.

Taking up the Inquiry commit­
tee's recommendation for the fU' 
ture government o f Palestine, 
Creech Jones said:

" I  desire.on behalf o f His Ma­
jesty's government to state that 
they endorse without reservation, 
the view that the mandate ahould 
now be terminated. . . .

In the sense of 
not Impeding Its execution by 
olherA and a-'cepting. responsibil­
ity for carrying it out by means 
of a British administration and 
British forces.
"The attitude of my government 

remains ss then stated."
(Jreech-Jonea then rals'-d the eii- 

foiTomcnt problem. He said Brit­
ain was ready tn assume respon­
sibility f » r  putting Into effect any 
plan "on which agreement Is 
rcHche.l between the Arabs and 
Jews." but added that " i f  the As­
sembly should rceommend a pol­
icy which la not .aeceptsble to the 
Jews and the Arab.s. the United 
Kingdom government would not 
feel able to Implement It."

"Then." he salil. "lt_ would be 
necessary to provide for some al­
ternative authoritv to implement 
It.”

White, contending that the 
"reckless greed" o f corporations 
was making an economic "bust”

In preparc't statements, gave the

CTiessry, who has a w ife and 
two children, said he earns $67 a 
week, hut had difficulty tn getting 
along because of the "prices the 
profiteers are charging.

Another speaker, Wayne R. 
Dickerson, Connecticut Chamber of 
Commerce's executive vice presi­
dent. aiald that stieable Income tax 
reduction would add fo  workers' 
"take home pay.'" being tanta­
mount to wage Increases without 
adding to production costs.

Said Dickerson: " I f  such a plan 
la followed, anticipated production 
costa will not be Incresaed through 
wage boosts and prices will have 
a chance to drop."

He explained that several times 
during the past two years "prices 
were reaching stable atagea and 
were ready to level off. Then, 
M'Bge demands came along to force 
costa up again."

He declared that auch Income 
tax reductions would make It ad' 
vantageoua for labor to "be mod' 
crate In Its future demands."

Dickerson said that the "tough­
est price problem confronting the 
American family la high food 
coats," and suggested the govern 
ment could bring prices down on 
this commodity by "ending food 
Bubsldles."

He concluded by expressing be 
lief that "the present price wave 
can be lessened by cuttIng-out In- 
flatfonary food subsidies, by closer 
checking o f foreign loans and cut­
ting taxes and reducing Federal ex 
Mndlturee.

The deepest price slashes were 
reported at Philadelphia. Egga 
thera had been reduced 10 cents 
a dozen to 87 cents for beat grades; 
sirloin steak from 98 cents to 79 
cents, and porteihouae ateak at 
86 cenU, was 13 cants lower. Fur­
ther "b ig "  cuts were expected next 
week.

But now food 
alone takes thirty or thirty-five 
dollars of my pay.

He said hls savings of 9700 had 
been wiped nut In the past year.

Mrs. Holland, a widow with 
three children, said she earned 942 
a week, "and our family living 
costs are 948 or 949. even with ev 
ery k|nd of scrimping and not 
enough good food."

Aa a result, she said, the family 
was going into debt and that "Isn't 
nice to look forward to when you 
have three children growing up.*' 

Another speaker, Wayne R 
Dickerson. Connecticut Chamber of 
Commerce’s executive vice presi­
dent. aald that sizeable Income tax 
reduction would add to workers' 
"take home pay.” being tanta 
mount to wage Increase# without 
adding to production coats.

Said Dickerson: " I f  such a plan 
Is followed, anticipated production 
costs will not be Increased through 
wage lx)osts and prIcea will have 
a chance to drop."

He explained that aeveral times 
during the past two years "pricea 
were reaching stable stages and 
were ready to level off. Then 
wage demands came along to force 
costa up again.
