Needs Study

Unilcfl Slatcfl Placetl 
*On Horns o f Strate­
gic Dilemnia* Now
New Haven, Oct. 1—(1^—A re- 

aaarch associated In Tale's Insti­
tute o f IntemsUonol Studies sold 
today that the problem of devel­
oping an oil policy had placed the 
United Etatea "on the home of 
strategic dilemma.”  and that an 
anaiyaia of tha altemativea by 
which it may be solved "has 
Bcarcaly even bagun.”

"rhe IssucB with which the lead- 
are of the American oil Industry 
arc dealing ara too Important to 
ba left to them alone,”  aald Prof. 
Bernard Brodle In a memorandum 
entitled "Foreign Oil and Amar- 
Ican Security.”

Stmtegls Cwaeldermttoaa 
Amerlca'a economic Interest 

would beat be served, he said, by a 
policy of entirely free competition 
in oil production, not only domes­
tically but alao internationally, 
bat jUwre ware strategic consider- 
atlof^, which might dictate a

policy of tariffs against foreign
oil.

In thte connection. Profeasor 
Brodle said:

"The activity which would be 
chiefly discouraged by a vast In- 
fiow of cheap petroleum from 
abroad world not be the produc­
tion Of those of our richer fields 
which are already proved and de­
veloped, but our domeatic explora­
tion

“ Production would diminish 
only gradually, but the rate of 
discovery of ne wllelds might de­
cline quite draetlraJly. 'The net 
result would be the rapid diminu­

tion in aur fund of proved re* 
serves. Under these conditions, a 
ndw war amargeney would find ua 
totally unable to fill our oil needs 
from American renoorcea."

Profesaor Bn die suggested thsi 
"perhaps the only prscticsbie'' 
solution would ba "at all costa to 
keep a crude oil Industry going In 
this cotintry on a high level of 
operations.

“Under the condUtona which will 
obtain In the future, that almost 
certainly means, not too distantly, 
a high tariff or quota a ^ e m  of 
protection on crude petroleum."

If. on the other hand, "tha only

answsr" lay m the de%'slopmant o f ' 
a ■j’nthetic oil Industry -aomathlng 
he Mid could bo accomplished 
"more rapidly than wa can build 
up proved reserves" then Prof as-{ 
SOI Brodle said the country srould 
Just have to bear the cost

" I f  that means that tha ordinary 
motorist's gaaoUna will coat him 
Ova renU more per gallon, then 
he must accept that additional coat

In tha aome way and for tha ooma 
purpose that ha accepts the finan­
cial burden of hla Army, Navy,

excessive inventories,' too little 
capital and 'jbor unrest were 
principal reasons named In the poll 
aa making a recession practically 
"Inevitable."

Here la a brief summary of 
some recant price trends:

Wheat - On July 1 the Dacam- 
her future, now the nearby con­
tract, was at a high of $3.18 5-4 a 
bushel at CSilcago, rooa to $2.35 by 
mid-July, dnmped to $2.83 S-4 on 
July 18 and fluctuated within that 
range until It declined to $2.24 3-4 
on July SO Then the price con­
tinued upward quite consistently 
to S2.83 on Sept. 15, fell back to 
$2.02 3-4 on Sept. 20 and reversed 
again yesterday to a new seasonal 
high of $3.01 1-4. On Sept. SO, 
1046, January wheat (no Decem­
ber contract at that time) was 
quoted at $3.03.

Corn—Tbe December contract 
started at a high of $1.54 1-5 on 
July 1, moved fairly consistently 
higher to $1.80 1-4 on July 10, and 
dropped back , to $1.82 3-4 two 
days later. By July 23rd tha price 
was $1.91 H and then moved with 
some fluctuations but generally 
sharply upward to $3.30 1-4 one 
month later. On Aug. 26 the price 
slipped to $2.24 1-4 but by Sept. 10 
had soare dto $3.48 >4, the seasonal 
high. Tha contract then fell back 
to $3.17 H on Sept. 17 and had 
returned (o $2.38 today. On Sept. 
30. 1045, January corn In CTiicago 
was $1.87 1-4.

Trend Htrougly Upward
Cattle - Starting July 1 good and 

choice steers and yearltnga In (2il- 
cago ranged narrowly between 
336 and $30.50, the latter price 
being about the market top. Since 
then the trend has been strongly 
upward, particularly for the bet­
ter end of the grading. Some 
fluctuation was evident due to 
temporary market Influences but 
good grades continued about the 
same, now running upwards from 
$35.50 Instead of $26, while choice 
kinds jumped up to $35. The year's 
peak of $3. .̂00 was set the last 
two lays. This compared with 
$20.50 on July 1 and the OPA 
celling of $17.75 to $20.25 for the 
good and choice range and $20.35 
yearlings on Sept. 1, 1045.

Hogs—Hoga were around $25 a 
hundredweight for the beat at the 
start of the year's third quarter, 
but a steady lift carried them to 
a $'J0 peak on July 28. There was 
a decline to $37.35 by Aug. 18, but 
a new bpurt was shown and pricea 
soared to an all-time record of 
$30.50 on Sept. 11. From that date 
the backdown brought pricea to a 
top of $28.35 Sept 36 with a 75- 
cent recovery by today. A year 
ago hoga at CTilcago were $10.25.

I'rices llecllne Swiftly
Butter—wholesale butter — for 

the two better grades— sold at
60.5 and 70 cents a pound three 
months ago in CThIcago but moved 
up to 75.5 and 76.5 in the next 10 
daya In a steady riae. 77ie upward 
trend slowed but continued an<l by 
Sept. 5 prices were around 81.5 
and 83.5. The peak of 84.5 and
85.6 waa reached Sept. 10 but In 
the next two weeks pricea declin­
ed swiftly tr 74 and 76.5. Since 
there hsf been only a little more' 
than a cent recovery. Butter in 
New York was 79. well below last 
week's peak. Prices in (Chicago 
were 81.5 ad S3 on Bept. 30, 1046.

Ergs—In the dneago - market 
egga*wtn around 45 to 51.5 cents 

doaen for medium and large 
extras on July 1 but near the 
month's end had slipped slightly 
to 4S.B to 50, the lowest point In 
July. Then pricea went on a 
steady climb which carried them 
to 53 to 66 on Sept.'12. They held 
steady mostly for a week and then 
dropped to 50 to 57.5 tn five days 
by Sept. 34 They have recovered 
only slightly since and present

pricea compare with 44 to 50.5 a 
year ago.

(Leon Gambetta, French Repub­
lican statesman, denounced cler­
icalism aa the enemy of tbe re­
public In a speech of May 4, 1877, 
at a time when France's (HericaL 
party was campaigning for the 
restoration of the ^ p e 's  temporal 
power. Gambetta told the Nat 
tional Aaaembly the republic waa 
Imperilled by reactionary in­
trigue.)

Tbe archbishop aald that *‘ma- 
teriallatlc Marxian Communism, 
logically Interpreted, is dpposed to 
Christianity, but it Is untrue to 
say that within a Communist 
state there ia no room for Chris­
tianity."

Dr, Oarbett deplored "ominous 
signs that hoaltle camps are being 
formed with the result that In the 
future a clash between them will 
be almost Inevitable.” He aald 
that "If peace is not secured, the 
world aa we have known It Is 
doomed."
