Before the crew could get the
plane ready to take off, the cross-
winds had become too severe. The
crew tied the plane down and
prepared to ride out the big blow,

At 5:30 p. m., Wednesday after-
noon, everyone or the tiny laland
except those Ip communications,
wenather and other essential com-
mands were - crdered to the old
caves for sgafet;, Emergency ra-
tions and water were distributed,
Winds then had gone up to 130
miles.

Strikea in Full Fury

At 8 a, m, Thursday, the ty-
phoon struck in tull fury, hreaking
the noedle o the wind gauge
after It showad 160 miles an hour,

Bower sald visibility dropped to
around ‘150 yards, and within a
few minutes he saw the flight
tower on the air strip topple.

One crew member said ho saw
a loaded sandbhag blown from one
end of the flight strip to the oth-
er.

The construction picture, how-
ever, is somewhat brighter. The
rate of bullding was up
over 1946 in Atlanta, Pittsburgh,
Detroit, Kansas City, Houston,
Los Angeles and San Francisco.

While there is some to be
found in the above,
three constamt and discouraging
factors remain. The backlog of
demand s so In all our
larger -cities that present con-
struction rates could be increased
10 times in most of them and still
not satisfy the need. The demand
for ents ly is
fantastically out of line with con-
struction. Both purchase
and rentals are still scaring away
a lot of potential buyers.

In New York, for example, the
mont responsible estimates—in-
cluding Mayor O'Dwyer’s — are
that 150,000 families are in acute
need of a ments. This does
not include those who want =&
more attractive place or who need
more room for the children. It
includes those who are doubled
up with other familles, or are In
unsanitary or otherwise danger-
ous quarters.

Yet pot a single permanent
dwelling unit was begun last
month in the borough of Manhat-
tan. In the other four boroughs
