He
had received the blessings of the
Church; now he placed his faith
in God and set forth into the un-
known,

Real Test Begins

“After stopping at Canary is-
lands to take on new provisions,
the real test began., Although
sorely tried by the newness and
ignorance of his men and [faced
with navigation difficulties, Co-
lumbus' staunch magnificent falth
gave him courage to carry on even
in the face of threatened mutiny.
After a‘trying voyage of nearly
six weeks Columbus offered a
prize to the first member of his
dispairing crews who caught sight
of Iand. On Oct. 11th, the admir-
al himsaelf saw a light and the
next day the sight of what Is now
Haitl. He landed and in gratitude
to his Great Guide named it "San
Salvador,” or Holy Saviour and
claimed it for King Ferdinand and
Queen Izabella of Spain, who had
financed his vovage.

“After exploring for a fow days

he had landed on an jaland lying
off Cathay, his intended goal. It
is thought that he gailed on to the
shores of Cuba before returning
to Spain in great ceremony,

“His second voyage in 1493
brought lim back to Halti and the
colony he had established. Now he
began the real colonigation of the
island.

Falls Into Disgrace

“In 1498 he reached the main-
land of South America and In
constant danger of Indlans dis-
ease and mutiny he explored the
coast. His fourth and last voyage,
in 1502, took him to Central Amer-
fea. Returning to Spain once
more Columbus tried to. prove his
faith in the finding of the Faat,
only to learn that Vasco da Gama
had reached the Indles and return.
ed laden with wealth to Portugal,
Spain's rival, Columbus fell into
disgrace and ridicule--in thig state
he died in 1508 without knowing
he had discovered a new continent
—the home of our United States,
We can draw many lessons from
Christopher Columbua' life. He
stood up under almost impossible
opposition. He 'had only primitive
salling Instruments, his ships were
in terrible condition. He had a
strong, simple beliet in God which
aided him in all his troubles. Heo
died with the name of God on his
lips, after recelving the last sacra.
