Truman Authorizes Pur* 
chase to Be Used in

Washington, Oct. 15—KAfi—Prea- 

Ident Truman announced today he 
has authorixed Uie Army to pur- 
chaM 950,000,000 in franca from 
the French government to help in 
the French doUar crisie.'

The president aald in a atata- 
ment that the franca will be used 
in payment of procurement obli­
gations "or for other expenditures 
of the United SUtea government.

"The French government has in­
fo rm ^  this government that a 
sum in excen of 980,000,000 re- 
maina to be paid by the United 
Statea to France on accoimt of 
procurement obligations Incurred 
by the United Statea Army in 
France and North Africa after 
Sept 2, 1045,” the sUtement
added.

For weeks, the adminlatratlon 
has been searching for means 
whereby dollars could be made 
available to France. That country 
needs dollars to purchase food and 
coal in tbe Unlteo States.

The purpose is to tide the 
French over imtil such time as 
Cong^ress acts on Mr. Truman’s re­
quest for emergency aid for 

( Europe and for aid under the Mar- 
shidl program, a long-time Euro­
pean recoviYy plan.

WUl Be Ready Nov. 10
Undersecretar> of State Robert 

Lovett announce earlier that the 
MarahaU program will be ready 
for presentation to Congress Nov. 
10. *

Several House and Senate com­
mittees which will consider the 
program have been called to meet 
here early next month.

Lovett said the State depart­
ment plans to use this over-all 
program as basts for an urgent 
plea for swift congressional action 
to get emergency funda, mainly for 
France and Italy.

Whenever we think 
of the diaastroua consequences of 
another ■ war, we ' must seek to 
bring abovt less talk o f war and 
more talk o f peace."

He said the American press can 
do much to promote the efforts to­
ward world peace.

Byrnes wrote tnat the late Pres­
ident Franklin D. Roosevelt had 
"grave misgivingH" about the fu-; 
ture o f Soviet-American relations 
and that one hour before .he died, 
he messaged Winston Churchill

with Russia seemed to "straighten 
out . . . we mtiat be firm, how­
ever, and our coarse thus far Is 
correct."
