Truman's statement that ho has
some intoresting figurea on price
rises Indicates he will give the
nation hin yersion of how and why
living costs have soared when he
feola the r time has arrived.

But he left both Democrats and
Republicans somewhat confused
when he sald at his news confer-
ence yesterday that rationing and
sald includes rent controls, are
atate,

The president emphasized. that
he was trying to got a free enter-
prise nation to accomplish valun-
tarlly in the conscrvation of food
what police states do by force.

Senator Pepper (D, Fla.), who
has said that Mr. Truman un-
‘doubtedly will be renominated by
the Democrats, told a reporter ho
can't agreo with the president
that there would be anything
smacking of & police state in tho
return to rationing and price con-
trola the Florida senator has been
urging.

“When Congresa seta up a fair
syatem of rationing and price con-
trols to bring about equal distri-
bution of scarce. food and materi-
als at pricea all can pay, that is
democracy at its best,” Pepper de-
clared.

“The highest exercise of the
principle of democracy lles in use
of the power of the government
to’ protect the people.”
