Soviet Deputy Foreign Minister 
Andrei A. Gromyko made it plain 
yesterday that none of the soften­
ing and clarifying amendments 
would have any effect on Russia. 
He called the plan illegal and con­
trary to the U.N. charter and sold 
so far os the asaembly scheme was 
concerned the Soviet union does 
not have "the word compromise in 
Its glossary.”

ern housewives in President Tru­
man's "save a slice of bread 1 
day” csonpaign.

On the heels of the baking In­
dustry’s promise to promote sales 
of small loaves of bread, open 
faced pies and two-layer-only 
cakes, bakers In New York and 
Baltimore scheduled a one cent 
loaf price increase on bread start­
ing Monday.

And one official of the Ameri­
can Bakers association told a 
porter that he "would not be aur- 
prlsed”  if bakera in other cities 
have to boost prices "in view of 
wheat at 88.05 a busheL"

A e  Baltimore Evening Sun said 
baking firms in Philadelphia and 
other eastern cities would an­
nounce a one ceht a loaf increase 
early next week.

Saving Orala for Months 
President- C. P. Binner o f the 

Bakera association told the Luck- 
man committee earlier that bak­
ers have been emplojring strict 
grain-saving measures for many 
months to offset rising costs of 
raw materials. Bread prices have 
gone up less than "any other ma­
jor food,” he said.

But at Luckman’s urging the 
bakera yesterday adopted a pro­
gram which they said would save 
3,000,000 bushels of wheat month­
ly if adopted by housewives and 
restaurant eaters as well.

It Includes an agreement to (1 ) 
feature smaller loaves, wherever 
bakers are equipped to make 
them; (2) eilmlnatc "consignment 
selling,” u ^ er which some baking 
'Mfnpanies'fupply more bread than 
grocers can sell on the understand­
ing that stale loaves will be taken 
back; (3) atop making bread and 
cake items for which there Is 
small sale; and ‘(4) to use substi­
tutes for the flour which is "dust­
ed” on breadstuffs and' pastries.

To Study Smaller Loaf 
A e  Industry agreed also to 

study Luckman’s proposal for . a 
half-sized 'oaf o f , bread. Adoption 
of this proiKMal is not feasible at 
the moment, Luckman said, be­
cause It will require a "time-con­
suming retcolInK’’ of the Industry 
with new pans and wrapping 
equipment.

Luckman’s committee has ask­
ed housewives to save a slice of 
bread a day as part of the food 
conservation program Intended to 
save 100,000,000 bushels of grain 
for Europe this winter.

We are not sure, al­
ao. that the falling away from ob­
jective truth is not the most basic 
of all conditions for progress to­
ward war.
' There is, of Course, this much 
dilference between it being Amer­
ica In Greenland and the poaslMlI- 
ty  of Its being Russia there. The 
Danish Foreign Minister does dare 
oome to Washingtoh and ask for 
hla country's rights, and doing so 
ha does hai’e some sUght hope, at 
least, that his country's now 
often-repeated request will final-1 
ly be'heard and honored. If. on the | 
other hand, it were Russia with 
which he had ■ to ^a l, he would 
know in advince that his hope 
•waŝ  completely, forlom.

Certainly,- it Is up to oiir future 
diplomatic conduct to ju ^ fy  this 
hope. to exemplify this difference 
ba leen  American conduct and 
RaiMlan conduct, to prove, to Rus­
sia and to Denmark and to all the 
rest of the world that we ilo have 
that omicem for the sovereignty 
o f other nations which vre so 
often preach. Foreign Minister 
Saamussen should neither be 
bhiffed, nor bribed,' nor threat- 
aned.

the U. 8. Atomic Energy Commis­
sion, had a praiseworthy 
that he m l^ t be horrifying 
frightening people when he mad* 
a speech In Hartford the other 
day.

If people are to be frightened, 
he had the proper technique for 
doing It  his words were unemo­
tional and technical. He was mere­
ly presenting facts.

What he was emphasising was 
his belief that civil defense may 
well be the most Important aspect 
of the next war.
: “It la net a nice 'prospect." said 
he. "but any large city wlU need 
a mortuary seniee to handle the 
hundreds of thousands of dead in 
event of Incendiary or atomic 
warfare. The dvll defense serv- 
loea must be organiaed In any dty 
so that they can function with 
half of the dty destroyed and half 
the people dead."

Now, If people are to be fright­
ened out of having themselves an 
atomic war, such a calm, matter- 
of-fact statement should be the 
thing to do It, even more efficient­
ly than any hysterical alarmlsm.

But we don't think people are 
to be frightened. We think. In­
stead. that the reaction to Mr. 
Bond's picture of what atomic 
war would be like la one of some 
secret curtoslty to experience It 
and see if it would be quite as bad 
as that, or maybe worse. We 
think dvlllsatlon has reached a 
stage—and, remembering the old­
est myths of temptations man 
was unable to resist. It may not 
be aa ehtlrely new or noVel stage 
—la which a fatalistic faadnatlon 
with disaster has gained the 
ascendancy over mankind's natu­
ral fears, and over his natural as­
pirations as weU.

Modem mankind Is, in so many 
phases of Its living, so lost, so 
aimless, so without any sense of 
order or any loyalty to established 
values, so bored with a complicat­
ed Ufe which seems to be heading 
nowhere, so tired even of Its own 
scramble to beat the other fellow, 
that It la quite likely to go for 
one last Mg tl&rllL We Americans 
have been pusxUng ourselves for 
a long time trying to solve the 
question of why (the Russians 
aren’t scared of the atomic bomb. 
But we Americans aren't scared 
of it, either, it  is merely the one 
big thrill still untaated. Most of 
us can manage some verbal hor­
ror about It  But most of us, too, 
have a little secret wish, a feeling 
we don’t quite understand, to be 
In the midst of atomic war and 
see Just how the world crashes 
ydien It does.
/Atomic control In itself would 
be a Mach, If we had anything we 
did believe In more than we be­
lieve In the bomb. If we could con­
trol human Instincts and channel 
them toward the great and beau­
tiful life still possible' on this 
earth. If we could fill human life 
with values which would make 
life itself seem positive and excit­
ing. But unless such a change 
and Improvement does come in the 
human heart, unless there Is a

.There has reei. a certain com­
mon assumptl« n that the 1947 
Geileral Assembi> completed Its 
transaction ot business with Its 
formB adjournment last June. At 
that time, trie. It had completed 
Its passage of laws, some of which 
may not yet be In final, complete 
form,' howev^i. and it had com­
pleted Its dispcnsr.tlon of patron­
age, and for all known and visible 
purposes It had ceased to exist.

But just u  its enactment of 
legislation has sir.ee proved to be 
occasionally Bfl liicomplete procr 
ess. which keips Its ghost alive for 
reception of ktck-badks from the 
general public, sc it has also de­
veloped that tti v/ork on patronage 
distribution has been lingering on, 
also for the purpose of receiving 
kick-backs, but a different kind of 
kick-back, from those who received 
said natronage

It Is entirely normal practice In 
politics that those who recelW 
paying jobs at th* bequest of a po­
litical party anall, for the tenure 
of their jobs, be ranked as auto­
matic good curtributors to the 
campaign funis of the party which 
has so favored them. Perhaps there 
Is evil in this, hut If there is it is 
a routine evil.

But It Is certainly typical of 
the absorption of tbe present 
Republican state organisation 
with every potential aagle of the 
practical pMItIcal game that It 
conceived the Idea of giving the 
new office-holders created by 
the 1941 Qeneial Assembly a 
special and a very early oppor­
tunity to show their party loy­
alty and their financial gratitude.
This making of a special col­

lection from thf.se who had re­
ceived jobs at the hands of the 
1947 Genera; Assembly was 
placed In the hands of the party’s 
state central commltteemer al­
most before the appointees of the 
General Assembly had their new 
chairs, or their now terms In old 
chairs, well warmed.
