Minimum Pay 
Seen Obsolete

Fleming Advocates In­
crease to 75 Cents
Hourly; Urges Changes

Washington, Oct. 21.—(*V-MsJ 
Gen. PMlip Fleming, Federal
workn administrator, said t<)day 
the present 40-cents-an-hour min­
imum wage Is "grotesque and ob­
solete”  and should be raised to a 
75-cent hourly minimum.

Fleming, wage-hour cMef from 
1939 to 1941, told a House Labor 
subcommittee he waa aiiuuMd at 
a recent 'Wage-Hour administra­
tion, statement that "there still 
are a great number of violations 
o f tMs ridiculously low minimum 
wage.

’T f that is tnte In the present 
htgli employment period, it defi­
nitely points up the need for an 
incresso and a strengthened en- 
forMment program," Fleming 
said.

Suggests Ctianges In Law
Fleming also suggested these 

changes in the law to broaden Its 
coverage:

1. Inclusion of "workers on
large or Industrialized farms” in 
coverage imder the wage mini­
mum but not under hours^provl- 
sions. ‘

2. Inclusion of business 
gaged in production of goods 
feeling interstate commerce.

Fleming said the latter plan 
would remove a “burden placed 
on employera, whose products, in­
tended for Interstate commerce 
and therefore subject to \|he law, 
are sold in competition with the 
output of other planta which, by 
restricting their actlvUies to their 
own state, do not come under the 
law's requirements."
