in cooperating with President
Truman's national feed conserva-
tion program, declare specialisis
of the Agricultural Extenslon Ser-
ice, University of Connecticut.

Dairymen, says W. R. Walker,
dairy specialist, should emphasize
efficient production. They can con-
serve grain by avoiding waste
from spoilage, from spilling on the
floor, and by protecting it from
rats. Feed according to the
actual needs of the animal. By
culling the unprofitable cows grain
will be saved for the good produc-
ers.

Other feed conservation meas-
urea suggested by Mr. Walker In-
clude a uberal feeding of hay and
sollage, thus lessening the amount
of graln needed. Molasses added to
low-quality hay will make it more
palatable. If cull potatoes are
available, they can be fed In
amounts up to 35 or 40 pounds per
animal daily, Wet brewers grain,
if avallable, can also be used as
a supplement, replacing up to
about one-third of the usual dairy
mixture, It is fed at the rate of
four of brewers grain to
one pound of the dairy ration.

For poultrymen, Roy E. Jones,
poultry specialist, advisés a heavy
culling of laying flocks to obtain
an egg produc of at least 50
per cent. Dispose of all old hens
as fast as they stop laying or as
fast as the price of fowl will per-
mit. Mr. Jones recommends that
this winter's laying flock consist
entirely of pullets, keeping old
hens only for special breeding pur-

poses.

Mr. Griswold annountéd yester-
day that his mission, in cooperat-
ing with the new Greek Govern-
ment, had uncovered $75,000,000
worth of supplies which had ‘been
withheld from the Greck people
by the previous Greek Govern-
ment. These were supplies which
had been sent to Greece by the
United Ststes, by Britain, by
UNRRA. They have been held,
until this time, in warehouses and
on docks, and kept from giving
that aid to the Greek people for
which they were originally sent.
During such storage, these
supplies have deteriorated, untu
pow only about $6,000,000 worth
can N‘dvuod from the original
$75,000,000 worth,

Now why did the old Greek

ise.,
Government withhold these out-
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statesmanship of hanesty,
perosity and vision. And all
on the pert of & great imperi-

side supplies from ita own people?
Mr. Griswold, having been Instru-
mental in the replacement of that
government with a new and more
honest regime, (s honest enough
to give the reason, very bluntly.

These supplies, ranging ° from
medicine to farm machinery-—the
very categories in which Greece
still needs help o desperately—
were held off the market, Mr.
Griswold says, in order to main-
tain the high prices of what sup-
ply of thess items there was in
Greece, :

In other words, the operations
of native Greek profiteers would
have been curtalled and perhaps
ruined if these supplies had been
allowed to reach the Greek peo-
ple and thus end some of the
shortages upon which the prof:
itoers were capitalizing,

Why should the old Greek Gove
ernment have followed such a ne-
farious policy 7 Obviously, because
it itself was serving the interests
of these profiteers and not the
welfare of its own people.

There is now a new Greek Gov-
ernment, and it is headed by an
honest man, and what is left of
these supplies will now finally get
to its beneficial destination,

But here was, in the past, a
key example of the reason for the
basic misery and disunity of
Greece. This was not the action
of the Communists, but the pol-
lcy and erime of the reactionary
profiteers of the post-war Greek
Government. This did more to
prevent and stall the post-war re-
covery of Greece than any guer-
rilla activity in the hills, And thin
sort of thing did more than any
Communist logic could do to send
decent Greeks to the hills where,
unfortunately, they are now in-
deed in the grip of Communists.
Not all the Communiist plotting in
the world could have done as

_ | much harm to the cause of Greek

recovery as this service, by the
old Greek Government, to the
greed of a few profiteers.

He then be-
came president of the government
for the famous “100 days" until
overthrown by -the Bolsheviks.

He escaped from Rudsia and
lived In France until thé German
Invasion when he came to the
United Staten.
