Soviet union and Turkey prepared 
today to bring the dlplomatle man­
euvers of Hitler’s agents Into the 
United Nations debate on Russian 
charges of "wermongering" In the 
United States.

York city prl\-ate detective, to six 
months at the Danbury correc­
tional institution and a fine of 
$2,000. /

Acted as Ageat
Dclslcr, the government said, 

acted aa an agent in providing 
narcotics to Oreen, and Ms wife, 
Mra. Marjery Durant Green, 
daughter of the late William C. 
Durant, automobile manufactur­
er, The detective was granted a 
week's stay of execution.

Green, author and explorer, aqd 
Delsler, had pleaded guilty when 
arraigned here last month. Mrs. 
Oreen, who was indicted by a 
Federal grand Jury along with 
her husband and the detective. Is 
under a physician's care In a prl 
vate hospital at Hartford.

In a 45-mlnute plea, counsel for 
Green said that the Navy officer, 
who served In World wars 1 and 
II, acted In collusion with Delsler 
out of devotion to his wrlfe.

The IndlctmenU against the 
Greens and Delsler mentioned 
speclBcally only one transfer of 
drugs from the detective to the 
Greens last June 21. .This, U. S. 
Attorney Adrian W. Maher aald, 
was sold at a reported price of 
$32,760. Federal officials testiflt'el 
that the sales to the Greens over 

period of years probably 
amounted to more than $75,000. 

Oaly Meaaeager Boy 
Maher, In opening hla case 

agalnat Delsler, said the detective 
acted only aa a mesaenger boy in 
tha transactions, receiving 20 per 
cent o f the money involved.

Daclared M-ihcr: "He knows the 
source o f Uism) nsreotics, but he 
has not thus far revealed it, say­
ing to do BO would put hla life in 
jeopardy.”

Counael for Delaler i answered 
that the detective was perauoded 
by the Greens to help Mrs. Green 
obtain the drugs, The Greens, 
said the lawyer, "were entirely 
reeponsible for the transaettona 
They fixed the price and the quan 
tity. All he did was to pick It 
up and delivei It to them. He 
served as their agent and mea- 

J aenger boy."
"Twisted Sense of Loyalty"
The judge, in sentencing Dela­

ler, said that the detective's con- 
tcfitlnn tliat ho acted only out of 
mercy for the Greens and that he 
could not revea> his source because 
hla life would be endangered In­
dicated that the detective has a 
"twisted sense of loyalty."

As for Groen, Judge Hlncks

said, "It appears to me that hie 
port In Dalsler’a activitlaa can ba 
attributed to a habit which has 
since been overcome."

Testimonial records showed that 
Green had sought medical aid.

True purpura la nr.ore comioon 
In young women, although it inay 
occur In both aeaea at any age. 
The condition la due to exceMive 
thlnneaa of the blood veaselt, and 
too few, or Imperfect, blood plate- 
lota lapeclel cells which assist in 
electing the blood i.

Patlenta suspected of having 
true purpura can be rested for 
their bleeding tendencies. In real 
purpura, a needle prick In the skin 
auy bleed for houra. When a 
aampla of th.* blood it drawn into 
a teat tube, it nnay dot in tha 
uaual time, but the clot la too soft 
be hold up in the circulating blood 
stream and plug a hole which la 
aauaing b itting. A piece of the 
bone marruv. may bo removed 
through B tiny skin tnclaion over 
the sternum and the condition of 
th:- blood cells studied.

Xn tha avarage case of trus pur­
pura, ramoval o f the epleen Is the 
aolutioa to the difficulty. In the

mediate operation, repeated blood 
trensfuslons may be lifesaving.

Removal o f the epleen in true 
purpura is more apt to be succeae- 
ful If the patient la under 80 years 
of age. Medlclnee may be admin­
istered for the milder forms, al­
though Only one-tblrtf of true pur­
pura patlenta will be benefited.

May Be An Allergy
Patlenta with purpura should 

be examined for poealble causes 
of thalr blacdlng, such aa taking 
sleeping and headacha remedies, 
arsenic and «julnlna apd. particu­
larly gold arita. In some patients 
the condition aeema to be on an 
allergic basis.

Spleen removal falluras art moat 
common In those varieties of true 
purpura In which the condition has 
become chronic (older persona) 
and In those In which the bona 
marrow le defective and cannot 
make new pietelcts. Although the 
operation cauee« all bleeding to 
stop I'mroedielely, patients should 
be careful because further hemor­
rhage may devalop In aome caaea.

Bradley lashed out at veterans 
i well aa employers who wen 

making a racket out of on-the-job 
training. He rapped local Indlf- 
fersnee to veterans’ problems, 
and charged “ thousande of Amer­
ican communities’’ with shrugging 
off their obLgationa and letting 
the federal government do the 
job.

When he took the VA job, 
Bradley told the country, “ You 
Will all be on my neck within a 
year. 8o jump on my neck all 
you w A t. But help'me out.”  Hla 
prophecy was oomewhat pessimis­
tic, but one highly publicised job 
of neck-jumping was. done by 
John Stelle, then national com­
mander of tb,. American Legion.

Stelle said the VA waa far be­
hind in Its work and being mal- 
admlntatered. He said CMngress 
should investigate this "tragic 
breakdown’’ and that “what we 
need in charge of the VA la a 
oeaaoned buslneosman."

Bradley admitted that the VA 
waa even farther behind In Its 
work than Stelle had oaid. but 
cited Its accompllahmenta. Preal 
dent Truman announced that he 
waa backing Bradley “up to the 
hlit.”  General Eisenhower spoke 
up In his defense. Other vet­
erans’ groups supported him. 
There was little sympathy for 
Stelte’s char,'OS v.'lthin the Ameri­
can Legion, anu leas outside It.

When It Ceveloped that, before 
the Legion head's blast, Bradley 
had refused Stelle’s request for 
a new veterans' hospital in the 
later's home town of McLeans- 
boro. III., the whole affair died 
down.

Bradley has said that the top 
VA readjustment job won't be 
done for yean, and that “ I'm not 
Intimating I ’ll be here for years.’’ 

When ho came back from the 
European victory to Moberly. Mo., 
where he grew up. Bradley told 
the home folks, “ I'm frank. I 
don’t want to go through another 
war.’’

'The American Society
The “well-apringa of our vitali­

ty,” aaid David E. Ullenthal ,be- 
tora the Herald-Tribime Forum 
the other day, "are ethical and 
apiritual.

"Our aoclety In America la 
founded not upon the cold and 
bloodleaa ‘economic man' ot the 
Marxlat, but upon a faith In n)*n 
aa an end in hlnuMlf. . . .We be­
lieve that the purpoae of oUr ao- 
clcty ia not primarily to aaaure 
the 'aafety of the atate* but to 
aafeguard human dignity and the 
freedom of the individual.” 

Proceeding further In hla obvl- 
oua differentiation between the 
Ruaaian'ayatem and the American 
ayatem, Mr. Ullenthal c ^ e  to hla 
ultimate logical ooncluaion:

"What we have, actually, la not 
a  ayatem at all, blit almoat Ita op- 
porite—that la, a  aoclety of the 
greateat Imaginable diverrity and 
Sexlblllty, taking thing* aa they 
oome, deciding how to huidlp alt- 
uationa by the facta of each alt- 
uation Itaelf—doing what cornea 
naturally. The only way in which 
It can be aaid to be a  ‘ayatem’ la 
to aay that our ‘ayatem* la to have, 
no ayatem.”

There ia aomethlng of the ea- 
aence of American freedom, and 
of the atrength find vitality which 
haa flowed from it. There ia the* 
partial definition, a t leaat. . of 
what haa made ua great, and of 
the heritage which atlll dlatln 
gulaheo ua from all the totalitari' 
ana, even the benevolent totalita- 
riana. It la a  fair aHumptlon that 
what haa made ua great in the 
paat would alao be the thing to 
keep ua great in the future—that, 
rather than any belated imitation 
of the ayatema we have already 
aurpaaaed.

Emergency Fund under the Uni­
ted Netlona waa conceived ae an 
emergency meaaure to help re­
store the long euffering children 
and adolescents of Europe to 
normal health. The resolution
creating the Fund stipulated that 
the Cr anclr.i asset* are to be made 
up of contribuUona from govern­
ments organlHtlons and Indl
vldusls, plus any asaets available 
from UNRA. At the present 
time, the Fund’s resources amount 
to approximately Igfl.OOO.OOO, of 
whicn 115,000,OOU was the Initial 
United Btatea contribution.

The 
rest of th* food-has to be pur 
chased on th* free market and 
poor paopl* have extrema dlffi.

"During the war, ,we learned 
that we could improve our stand­
ard of living with less than 60 per 
cent of our output available for 
civilian use. At present, even with 
current exports to all countries, a 
far greater per cent of our pro­
duction is available for civilian 
use.

"With sound policies, we can 
protect our own standard o f . liv­
ing and carry on standard of llv- 
elgn aid program at the same 
time ”

He continued:
"We have now—and will con­

tinue to have — enough food and 
clothing and other goods In the 
United States to meet our needs. 
But excessively high prices mean 
that these qoo^ are not being dis­
tributed wisely and fairly. High 
prices ration the eosentlals of life 
by squeeslng out the lesi fortun­
ate of our c't’xens.

"We can meet this problem only 
by bringtnr. prices into line with 
the Income of our people."

In the American free enterprise 
system, Mr. Truman said, "Wc 
place major reliance" upon voliia 
tary action for price reductions 
but "the res|>onslbillty of the gov 
emment extends beyond voluntary 
action.

"The government." he declared, 
"must assume a larger share of 
the responalbiltty for putting an 
end to excessive prices and the 
hardships and dangers which ac- 
co'Tipany tliem." He declared 
"comprehensive legislation" Is 
necessary for that purpose.

In his discussion of the need for 
emergency fo-elgn aid, Mr. Tru­
man said the United States has a 
"deflnite and clear foreign policy" 
and "it Is sheer nonsense to say 
that we seek dominance over any 
other nat'on. ’

Tho foreign pollc>, he said, "ta 
now and shall be to uaxlst free men 
and free nations to recover from 
the devastation of war, to stand 
on their own feet, to help one an­
other/ and to contribute thetr full 
share to a stable and lasting peace.” 

The main pml^lem now, the presi­
dent said. 1s the western Eu­
ropean countries, mainly France 
and Italy,, in such economic con­
dition that they will be able to 
Join fully later oi. in tho Marshall 
plan for long-range Eui-opear. re­
covery.

"A  period of crisis Is now at 
hand," he asserted. 'The perils of 
hunger and cold In Euro|^ make 
this winter a decisive time in his­
tory. All the progress of recon­
struction and all the promise of 
future plans are endangered. . . , 

" I f  the economlesof these coun­
tries collapse and the people suc­
cumb to totalitarian pressures, 
there will be no opj>ortunlty for 
them or for us to look forward to 
their recovery so essential to world 
peace."

The presidential broadcast was 
the second to be televised. The first 
occasion was when Mr. Tniman 
launched his ''waste-less'' food pro­
gram Oct. 6.
