Garden Enthusiasts En-

joy Evening of Ques-
tions and Answers

Allen H. Wood, ir., of Wellesley,
Mass, came fully up to expecta-
tion last night in.an evening of
questions and hnswers on “Gar-
dens.” Brought here by the Wom-

en's Club of Manchester, he de-
lighted an audience of Itg mem-
bera and friends that comfortably
filled the Hollister gchool auditor-
fum,

On entering the hall, those at-
tending the lecture were given a
chanoe to write questiona on gar-
dening and house planta, Mrs, Bd-
son 'Balley, member in charge of
arrangements, Introduced Mr.
Wood who opened
by stating that he would carry on
an (nformal answering
the questions presented to him,
both In writing and verbally from
the audience. Before taking up the
quenstions, he commented on the
forest fire situation and said that
Connectic'it has Indeed been for-
tunate in not having any serious
fires, but urged sveryone to be
most cautious about fires, particu-
larly in an incinerator,

One of the first questions he
encountered was one about African
violets and their blooming habita,
As in all the subjects he discussed,
and they were many and widely
varied, he picked out the basie
problem which was how to make
them bloom and then told how to
do it, There are 168 varieties of
African violets and of these there
are\threé types: Those that bloom
constantly, those that bloom
occanionally, and those that never
bloom. His cure for those that
never bloom was to water the
plant with hot water by filling a
saucer under the pot several times
a week,

Discusses Chrysanthemums

Chrysanthemums were discussed
peveral times, with Mr. Wood
stating that thia year they are
from two to five weeks late In
bhionsoming as a result of the very
dry wenther, He emphasized feed-
ing the plants at least three timea
during the %eason, and Kinchlng
back the piants during the early
summer to make a fuller plant
with more flowers, For winter
care the plants should be cut back
to two Inches and then covered
over with a basket of leaves to pro-
teet them, For best results, they
should have full sun and neutral
soil.

Gardenias were a popular sub-
Ject, They lika an acld soil, and
Mr, Wood stated that as most of
the water uscd for plants is hard,
the soil quikly becomes sweot,
The result was poor growth, To
remedy this they should have an
application of powdered sulphur
four times a yecar and be sprayed
with warm water once a week.
They like a lLumid atmosphere
and under those conditions should
do well,

Talks About Mistakes

Mr, Wood amused his audience
by describing common mistakes
made in potting geraniums. He
sald that the fault usually lea In
bringing in a huge plant, putting
it In a huge pot and watering It
generously, only to have It lose
leaves and grow tall and unsight-
ly. The proper care should be to
put it in a small pot In poor soll
on the dry side and it should grow
well

In discussing tulip bulbs, the
spenker pointed out two achools
of thought on planting. The flrst
is to plant thém 4-6 inches deep
with good flowering resulls and
multiplying. The drawback, how-
ever, in that they must be re-
planted frequently with this meth-
od. Mr. Wood feels that his meth-
od of planting the bulbs 10-14
inches deep is by far the best In
that they will grow for years and
bloom well without being replant-
ed. He has a bed of tulips plant-
ed In this manner which has been
blonmlly for 29 years,

™ having flowering shrubs
were interested in having Mr.
Wood tell of the proper way to
prune them, They should be prun-
ed immediately following bioasom.
ing by taking out 15 to 20 per cont
of the older wood in the center of
the shrub right down to the
ground, and not merely rounding
the top of the shrub, He also em-
phasized the extreme Importance
of controlling Insects and fungas
diseases, He said the trouble with
most gardeners is that they apply
an Insecticide once and feel that
the job is done. Insecticides and
sprays should be ‘applied early in
the spring and be continued all
summer and even after frost in
certaln cases. He gaid this couldn’t
be too stronygly pointed out.

At the conclusion of his talk
the speaker asked the audience If
they would like to have him put
his dachshund, “Lares” through
an obedience demonstration, to
which the audience reacted most
favorably. He stated that Scot-
ties, Dachshunds and Boxers were
the easiest to train, but that it re-
qui considerable time and great
patience to train any dog.

The guide, Farmer Sam Martin
of Truchas village, sald stiempts
to rescue Miss Krauss who alipped
descending the 13,274-f00t mouns
tain, led to the double tragedy.

The accident happened Satur-
day as the women turned home
ward on a week-end outing from
the Los Alamos atomic project.
Both worked there as Atémioc En-
ergy commission secretaried.

Martin sald Miss Krauss lost
her footing and Injured her head
and lég in a 250-fool tumble, Aa
the gulde and Miss Hartig sought
means to get her back on safe
ground, sha ilid frther down the
snow-covered slope.

Both women were unable, to
climb back to safety, Martin re-
lated;, and clutched a small rock
above & ravine as he clambered nt'ar
and around the peak, and descend-
ed to their horses for a rope.

Thereafter, Martin said, while
he tried vainly to reach them from
above and below, the women wept
and begged piteously for him to
“please do something, we're frees-
mng to death.” Meanwhile darkness
and- dropping temperature froze
the mountainside glassy slick, and
Martin was unable to return to
thelr side.
