Ramadier streamlined his cabi­

net only laat week by trimming 
the number of ministers from 25— 
12 Soclaltata, alx Popular Repub- 
Ucana, five Radical Soclaliats, and 
two Independent!^—to 13: Seven 
SoclalispU, three Popular RepubU- 
cans, two Radical S^lalista and 
one IndependenL

Ramadier said that shakeup, on 
Oct. 2S, waa undertaken because;

‘‘We reaUted that it was neces­
sary In this hour to give the gov­
ernment the poaslblUty of rapid 
decision and for this end to con­
centrate authority In a smaller 
number o f hands.”

Authoritative sources close to 
the government, howex’er, said the 
reorganization waa Intended to 
exclude any mlaistera with possible 
leanings toward Gen. Charles de 
Gaulle, whose rally of the French 
People scored heavily in the recent 
BVench municipal elections.

Armed Services Will 
Keep Some Surplus

Decide to Hang On to 
Some Goods Once In­
tended to Go> on 
War Surplus Market

Washington, Oct. 31.—</P̂  
— The armed services have 
decided to hang on to some 
85,000,000,000 worth of goods 
;hey once planned to dump 
nto the war surplus market. 

This decision to increase 
“military stock levels" was 
disclosed today by W ar As- 
sqja Administrator Robert M. Lit­
tlejohn who also reported that 
some goods already declared sur­
plus have been withdrawn from 
pubUc offering.

One liberated man, he observed

"1 went over to him," Pean re- 
latee. "end tried to talk to him. I 
BMntloaad kta work. I asked If he 
didn’t  think that he should stir 
himself and at least take up his 
time by cutting the grass, which 
evidently was his Job."

“Thtrs Is no hurry,” the ex- 
prisoner replied.

Brigadier Pean and bis helpers, 
cleaning up the kitchen, nearly 
collaps^.

Had Stetea Bvrrythlag
“Finally, alter we had rested 

somewhat,’’ Pean said, " I  told my 
men that our work was only part 
done — we muct clean up the din­
ing room. So we started out. 
imagine our curpriee! ’There waa 
nothing to clsan up for our diners 
had done this. Every knife, fork, 
spoon and dish had been stolen!"

Pean said that many more times 
he had to ask for additional ship­
ments of utensils from France aa 
his charges ccntinually snitched 
the supplies.

“But we wore Just plunging 
a l o n g  I n  t h o  darkneas", 
he said. “After a short time we 
realised that our methods were 
getting us nowhere. We were, only 
catering to the atacknesa of these 
men and .ware not moving them 
to a changed life.’’

Whatever woa attempted, Pean 
aaid, met with reverses and fail­
ure.

“All of our work seemed to fall. 
That was the beginning.”

’Then it waa that the officers de­
cided on an entirely new form of 
aporoach. ’They would eliminate 
charity. ’They would establish an- 
othar ntathod.

Daelde «■ New System
“We then astounded the prison­

ers with the statement that wo 
would no longer give out free 
meals. I mmadlataly wa were 
threatened with all aorta of diffi­
culty. The .convicts eald they 
would appeal to ths Salvation 
Army in France--to the president 
of France. We offered to mall tba 
latters, but we told them a naw 
eyatem wav being started."

I t  waa daetded that a farm and 
workshop ulssses would be stsrU 
ed. For an hour’s work, a man 
could have a meal. For three hours 
hs could have three meals.

•Then we really hit on some­
thing. For those men who could 
go back to France, passage waa 
imposslbla. for It took 2,000 
franca. We told them that If they 
worked stsadi'y for a month, they 
would ha credltad with 50 francs. 
In 20 months a man could have 
saved a credit of 1,000 francs. If 
he did this, we would double it and 
pay his pajsaga to France. It was 
felt that in tha saving period, the 
man, by etaady application, might 
be rehablllUted.’’

The Byetarn Worked 
Thta eyatem, Pean said, very 

soon began to show remits. Aten 
definitely were brought back to 
humanity.

And the wlviNi of the offlcem 
worked hard for tha cause.

“Among the thousands of those 
men." Paar aaid. "tha world’s 
worst eriminalB, I, naver once 
heard of a pWaonar apeaklng dls- 
repectfully to ona of our women, 
nor did we ever suffer Instilt. And 
thla when we lived among the 
men, separated from them only by 
the thin partitions of the tropics. ’ 

Women’s Work
As an example of the work the 

women did, Pean aaid that one 
man, after having saved a consider­
able sum townrd hla repatriation, 
had a weak b|.ell and went back 
to the rum shops. One of the offi­
cer's wives went to ths dive and 
tried to urge the man to return.

Average Per Citpita on 
Sales Levy Places G>n- 
necUcut Fourth
Hartford, Oct. g l—4*>—Average 

per capita paymenta of H.75 dur­
ing the first three months of Con­
necticut's sales and use tax Indi­
cate they rank among the hlgbeat 
in the country.

A survey, the state tax depart­
ment reported, today of per capita 
payment averages In 1»4« for the 
23 states having sales tax mea­
sures discloses that, on a quarter­
ly basis, only three states had a 
higher per caplU average of pay­
ments.

If first quarter tax retuma in 
Connecticut are to be considered 

sub-normal by one-quarter to 
one-Uiird,” second period yield will 
be even higher and may place the 
state second In the matter of aver­
age per capita paymenta.

At present, the only three states 
with a higher average in thla re­
gard are Michigan. West Virginia 
and Washington. Per caplU quart­
erly average In Michigan waa 
15.87, in West Vliglnla, 85.65 and 
Washington, $8.13.

With first quarter returns still 
coming in, Oonnecticul'a average 
during tho Initial and poaaibly sub­
normal period, may climb to close 
to $5.

Indications are that collections 
during the current quarter of Oc- 
toiler, November and December 
will be considerably above the first 
three months. Heavy retail trade 
during this period plus a number 
of other factors are considered 
principal reasons for -a  bumper 
yield during the present quarter.

If they are higher by 25 to 40 
per cent, aa the fionnecUcut Pub­
lic Expenditure council estimated 
two weeks ago, the per capita 
average would Jump accordingly. 

Callforala Average Lower 
California, whose sales and use 

tax plan wm uaed as a model for 
the Connecticut law, collected 
$179,000,000 during 1946. This 
made an average per capita quar­
terly vleld of $4.08, which is con­
siderably lower than first period 
returns in this state.

Although tha per capita average 
in Connecticut is relatively high, 
it Is pointed cut that a slaeable 
amount of total collectlona are 
understood to come from the "use" 
tax as it applies to manufacturers. 
Under the m«ai.ure. they must pay 
the uae tax on machinery, fuel and 
various supplies which actually 
do not go into tho finished prod­
uct. If this amount were deducted 
from first quartet return*. It would 
probably show per capita average 
payments to ♦ e lower.

A possible comparison could be 
made In studving returns on Ohio’s 
$ per cent sales and use tax, which 
largely appilea to retail aalea and 
doesn't touch manufacturers in the 
wav the Coiinectlcuf law does. 
There the a vet age quarterly per 
capita payments during 1946 were 
only $2.76. Total collection.s for 
the year wore $75,000,000.

The Connecticut Chamber of 
Commerce, one of the early sales 
tax advocates, said today that tho 
group's Taxation committee will 
meet Nov. 18 In study the tax and 
recommend p*Mslbln changes to bo 
acted upon by the Board of Direct­
ors.

Although the chamber atlll ap­
proves the tax "in general," 
Wayne R. Dickerson, executive 
vice president said many members 
have Indicated "some wise changes 
should be made particularly in 
view of the excessive revenue, de­
rived so far.”

Uae of a refiectorixed tape 
which can be easily applied to U- 
cyclea, readlljr outlining such por­
tions when lacked up by head­
lights on motor vehicles, la being 
recommended In a  “Light-a-Blke" 
campaign by Commissioner of 
Motor Vehicles, Elmer 8. Wataon.

Successful use of this type of 
material on State Highway direc­
tional signs and guard-rail posts 
haa been credited with substan­
tially reducing after-dark traffic 
hazards.

Commissioner Watson bos pro­
posed a  tentative plan to make 
this reflectorized material avail­
able to bicyclists through safety 
committees of American Legion 
Posts throughout the state. It  ia 
hoped that the program will be­
come an outstanding safety ac­
tivity during 1948.

In commending the program. 
Governor McConaughy pointed 
out the danger to bicyclists, par­
ticularly youngsters, who arc rid­
ing on the roads without lights or 
reflectors after sunset despite the 
atate law requiring such equip­
ment. The records Indicate a suf- 
flclont number of unlighted bicy­
cles after nightfall to present a

problem to motorUta operating la 
congested areas.

Tba cost of equipping the bicy­
cle With reflectorized tape Is com­
paratively smalL I t  waa polntod 
out by ewnmioMoaer Wataoa that 
although uae of the tape will pro­
vide brilliant warning of bicyclaa, 
It is not a  aubatltute for tha UghU 
and reflectors now required by 
law. Statlstlca for accidents In­
volving bicycles show that 8 per­
sons were killed and 244 Injured 
In Connecticut during the year 
1946.

McLevy Again 
Seeks Office

Makes 17th Bill for 
Bridgq[>ort Mayoralty 
Next Tuesday
gridgeport, Oct. 81—<n—8o- 

cialift Jasper McLevy, who had 
held the Brtdgcport mayoralty oo 
long that he’s Just a atop from be­
coming eliidble to retire qn pen­
sion, makes bis 17th bid for that 
office next Tuesday in a political 
career dating back to 1905.

A fter-that date, when he made 
bis poUtlcsl debut aa a Socialist 
nominee for alderman and collect­
ed only so votes, he ran for mayor 
nine times before he finally won 
the post In 1988. He's been mayor 
ever sincse.

The 69-year-old McLevy. first 
Socialist ever to win the mayor­
alty of a big Connecticut commu­
nity, will be trying for his eighth 

. successive two-year term Tuesday. 
Win Be BBgIble For Penelon 
Should he win re-election, the 

dean of Connecticut mayors will 
be eligible for a pension at the 
close ot bU new term under a law 
permitting municipal officials to 
reUre after 15 years of service on 
attaining the age of 70.

But th'e stern-faced McLevy, 
who runs for mayor in the odd 
yeara and for governor in the even 
years, has given no Indication that 
he ever intends to retire. His name 
has been a ballot-fixture for so 
many jrears—eleven times as the 
Socialist gubernatorial nominee— 
that he haa long been known as 
the "perennial candidate."

Three Rivals In Field 
Three candidates are challeng­

ing his bid for another term— 
James J .  Whelan, Democrat, for­
mer Fairfield county commission­
er; Salvatore J .  Fazio, Republi­
can, 33-year-oId World War II vet­
eran making his political debut, 
and Gerald A. Flt^erald, United 
Citizens.

McLevy, whose mayoral victory 
pluralities have ranged from 6,000 
to 10,500 In thla city of more than 
70.000 voters, has told the electo­
rate his choice ilea between his 
administrstlon or "a return to the 
black record of the old days."

Whelan, a former Democratic 
town and county chairman, also 
has pledged himself to work for 
the repeal of the state sales and 
use tax.

Warned on Passing 
Halted School Bus

See Shortage 
Of Fuel Oil

Hartford, Oct. 31—Three New 
England states, New York and 
New Jersey require motorists to 
stop when approaching or over­
taking school busea taking on or 
discharging passengers, the High- 
w’ay Safety Commioslon reported 
today following a survey of laws 
of nearby states. In Connecticut 
motorists are required to stop only 
when overtaking halted school 
busea but when visiting neighbor­
ing states abide by the tours ot 
those states.

The new Massachusetts Isw, 
effective since August 17, not only 
requires motor vehicles to come 
to s full stop before passing school 
busea but they must be. driven at 
a speed of not more than ten 
miles per hour while passing such 
buses.

New Hampshire, Vermont, New 
York and New Jersey laws require 
motorists to stop at safe distances 
both behind and In front of buses 
receiving nr discharging paasen- 
gers. After coming to a halt 
they may proceed prudently when 
school children are safe.

Rhode Island and Maine have 
no specific laws regarding halted 
school buses but speed and reck­
less driving laws applicable to all 
vehicles can apply to school buses.

Connecticut state police this 
year are continuing the program 
of Increased enforcement of the 
school bus law. I-ast spring par­
ticular attention to such erring 
motorists resulted in many ar­
rests. Since schools opened this 
year, ^ 0  motorists have been ar- 
resteafor such violations.

“ It creates for leaders like your 

self an obligation to the people of 
the country to act promptly and 
decisively to repudiate the com­
mittee and to terminate ita exist­
ence once and for all.”

In New York,® Independent Pro 
duoer Samuel Goldwyn called the 
Hollywood hearings "a flop" and 
said they "certainly wlU not in 
fluence anyone in our town.”

"The commission’s request for 
O'Connor’s removal wlU be taken 
up at our Clovoland meetlzig,” the 
American League president said. 
"Every American League club wlU 
be represented to connder tho sus­
pension of the White Sox organl- 
iatlon and its gezMrsl msnagn.” 

In Washfcigton, Clark Orfflith, 
president of the (Asshlnjrton Sen­
iors, said his club wUi support 
Chandler <n his controversy with 
O’Oozmor.

Tha Sox gensral msztager, 89- 
year-old lawyer and for 24 yean 
axacutive to the late Oommiaoion- 
er Keneaaw M. Landis, was asked 
if he proposed tn ask the Ameri­
can league to preaant a "oolid 
front” at today’s meeting.
