London, Nov. 3—(#— Britain's
major party leaders rallied their
forces for a new period of intense
political activity today as they

took stock of returns from Satur-
day’s municipal elections, which
observers of all leaning agreed
had resulted in a setback for the
ruling Labor party.

Grass Controlled By Use of 2-4-D

Honolulu—{(M—Growth of grass
in sugar cane fields can be con-
trolled through the use of 2-4-D,
e chemizal weed killer, although
sugar cane is a grasa and the
chemical does not injure grasa un-
der moat systems of application,
says Dr, H. F. Clements, plant
gxyllolo‘m of the University of
awail,

Clementa’ experiments show
that application of the chemical
before the grass sprouts can be
made to prevent growth of grass
where it Is not wanted. Several
methods of application have been
used, some of which developed in-
jurles to the cane plants as well
as controlling the grass.

The chemical has been spread
between cane rows, broadcast over
fielda and spread by alrplane,
Clements emphasises, however,
that the work Is still in the ex-
perimental stage although it
proves pre-germination control
of grass is poasible.
