Sir John explained that because 
of partial failure of the 1847 Crop, 
especially in Furopo, about 38,- 
000.000 tons are needed in 1847- 
1848 to preve'.t a decrease in bread 
and cereal rations, compared with 
38,000,000 tons estimated at the 
Geneva FAO conference in Sep­
tember.

"According to the most recent 
e e t i m a t cs, supplies available 
amount to only about 28,000,000 
tons. The resultant gap ta 10,- 
000,000 tons instead of toe 9,000,- 
000 that has been eetlmated only 
a few weeks ago,”  he said in a 
statement prepared for an FAO 
council aeosion.

Action Gmceln Strike 
Threat at NUes-Be* 
ment'Pond Company
Hartford, Hov. 4— — Union 

•mployeea of the Nlles-Bement* 
Pond Company, cancelling a strike 
threat, have. accepted a new con­
tract with the company providing 
for a geperal wage increase of five 
cents an hour and other benedts.

Not Effective Until March
The wage increase will not be

A broadened arbitration clause 
permitting settlement of griev­
ances under contract terms.

A wags reopening clause under 
which the union may seek further 
discussions on wages next July.

In A Joint statement Hubert D.

Lawlor, president 
of Local 2M, gald that the agree­
ment was "satisfactory to both 
parties’* and expressed hope it 
would “result In good relations and 
maintenance of high production for 
the bene41t of all concerned.”

They aald they heard no shot 

but were attracted by the thump 
of Winant'a body. They rushed 
from the flrat floor study to find 
him dead in his room.

Only recently, Winant complet­
ed the flrat volume of hia memoirs, 
which are to be made public this 
month.

Winant returned to private life 
laat December when he asked 
President Truman to relieve him 
of hia post as permanent U. S. 
representative to the United Na­
tions Bconomic and Social council, 
to which the president had named 
him in 1946, after he left hie am- 
bassador*a office.

He wanted, he said, to "pick up 
life again aa a private citizen in 
my own country."

As governor of New Hampshire 
—the only man ever to serve three 
terma—Winant, an outspoken 
critic against politics, aa such, set 
up several agencies for social and 
labor betterment. Hia ideas caugnt 
on throughout the nation:

First Head af Social Security 
The late President Roosevelt 

went out of the Democratic party 
to name Winant, a Republican, as 
flrat head of the Social Security 
board.

Immediately, the black-browed, 
sharp eyed Winant went to Eu­
rope where he spent several 
months delving into the social i 
problems existing there.

Throughout his public life, Wi­
nant cared naught for political 
creeds. He never hesitated to sup­
port President Roosevelt on legl^ 
iation designed to better the peo­
ple of America, often doing so in 
tha face of coUeaguea' objecUoiia., 

faitereatetl In Prlnctplea 
He said many times he was not 

interested in political Jobs, but in 
principles.

Rapitatedly, he fought for higher 
wages for textile workars. He ob­
tained leglelatior. in hia homo state, 
p.a chief executive, legalizing a 
minimum wage law, aid to de­
pendent children and the creation 
of a state planning board.

His hobby?
Deep interest In hia wife's West 

Highland tarriei kennels.
Winant. because of a personal 

resemblance, often was likened to 
Abraham Lincoln. Tall and aome- 
what atpoped, he appeared serene 
under most adverse conditions. A 
Blow speaker, he often appeared 
heattant but it was to select the 
beet phrases possible to carry hia 
point.

He was a life-long admirer of 
the martyred president. ,

Gov. Charles M. Dale said, 
shortly after learning of Winant'a 
death, that he was under considera­
tion for appointment as president 
of the University of New Hamp­
shire. ,*■

"Casualty of World War II" 
Dale asserted Winant "will be 

considered a casualty of .World 
war n."

Winant was born In New York 
city, Feb. 33, 1889, and was edu­
cated at St. Paul’s school. Concord, 
and Princeton. He also atudled at 
Dartmouth and University oi New 
Hampshire, majoring in American 
history and politics.

He became a history and civics 
teacher at St. Paul’s and entered 
poittica In 1910 with election to 
the state Legislature, continuing 
almost without interruption except 
for World war J service, in elective 
or appointive office to the time of 
his death.

At Town’s

Britain Mourns 
Death of W inant

London, Nov. 4 — — Britain
mourned the death of former 
United States Ambassador John G.' 
Winant today as the loss of a 
friend who shared this nation's suf­
fering in war and her joy in vic­
tory.

Little more than the tiare an­
nouncement of his tragic end ar­
rived in time for tlie mornipg 
press, but London evening news­
papers gave it front page, Danner 
line prominence.

The Evening Star called him a 
"war casualty" In Its headlines.

The Evening Standard recalled 
his words in 1911 of the British 
people: "You have said so little— i 
you have done so piuch. It is e ll! 
part of a soldiet-'s faith—to have] 
known great things and to he con-1 
tent with silence.', !

And the paper,'added: '"ffiose 
words could be Applied to Winant hiniself.''--------- ' .........................-

Richard S. Childs of New York, 
born in Manchester and called “the 
father of the council-manager 
fonn of government," last night 
told lockl citizens assembled'for 
the inauguration of the Board ol 
Directors that he "took pride in 
being allowed to figure for a mo­
ment In this ceremony."

Recalling that his connection 
with Manchester runs back for 
many generations, Mr. Chllda re­
lated that hia grandfathet, Dwight 
Spencer, was Inatrumcii’jil In re- 
t^ntng for public use the area at 
Depot Square which it was then 
feared tl\p railroad might try to 
close off '

In a 15-year-long court struggle, 
Mr. Childs aaid, Spencer was final­
ly successful.

Formed Water Company
Mr. Childs' father, William Ham­

lin Childs, noted industrialist and 
one of the founders of the Orford 
Soap Company, was also remarked 
upon by (he speaker, who raid 
that' his father was always inter­
ested tn the betterment of Man- 
ehester. The elder Mr. Chllda, said 
hia son, pushed through the for­
mation of the Mancheater Watei 
Company, starting It with a 890 in­
vestment that has grown into the 
present water company with assets 
of over a half million dollars.

"Most of the people in those 
days," Childs related, "were 
u a in s t putting water in pistes, 
'roey felt that r. .'thing could De 
more pure than water that came 
right out of the well."

But the company was formen, 
and prospered. . ’Ilie North End 
wells went "out of business." He 
said that he could remember the 
old well hie family used, situated 
near the barn and pig pen. whare 
nobody bothered much about drain­
age.

"1 was nourlahed on that drain­
age and 1 have lived to a ripe old 
age," he aaid amidst laughter.

"From these remarks you can 
see. that I have known thia town 
and have an interest in it," Mr. 
Childs said.

Keeping Up With 'ninea
Noting that Mancheater, in 

adopting council-manager govern­
ment is keeping up with the times 
In government, as it has in com­
mercial and industrial growth, Mr. 
('hllds told of bis own interest Jn 
the emergence of clean, well-un­
derstood government from the old 
fashioned welter of political trick­
ery that obtained when he was 
young.
' "We started first with the com- 

miaslon form of government," he 
said,. . "but that_. proved inade­
quate."

Telling of hia lung association 
with the struggle to perfect a 
workable, democratic and efficient 
typa of control, Childa said that 
the first city in which this form 
was used was Sumter, S. C. From 
there the council-manager idea 
wee taken up in Dayton, Ohio, 
and now over 800 cities and towns 
have it. Last year 73 communities 
adopted the plan, while so far 
thia year over 100 have taken it 
up.

In honoring George Huntington 
Hartford who, in 1859, opined his 
first store in New York, the com­
pany declared that the principles 
which be established at that time, 
based on a streamlining of distri­
bution and reduction in handling 
costs and which have been the 
keynote of the company’s opera­
tions since then, would be further 
intensified. *;■

"Wherever and whenever we 
can, we will make economies in 
the handling of food and pass 
these savings along to our cuato- 
mers," James J. Bymea. president 
of the company's New Ehigland Di­
vision' announced.

In outlining New England's re­
cognition ot the event. Mr. Byrnes 
citen the fact that the Institution 
establlabed by Mr. Hartford had 
earned a permanent spot on Amer­
ica's Main street, not only by sell­
ing food at the lowest possible 
margin of profit in the history of 
retail grocery buaineas, but also by 
initiating the basic chain-store 
system through which ail types of 
consumer goods can bs economi­
cally distributed.

"Uppermost among the projects 
for the i^w year," Mr. Byrnes 
said, “ia continuing plan for ex­
tensive modernization of store fa­
cilities which will proceed as fast 
aa poaalble.

Nerd for Providing Ex­
tra Housing at Yale 
For Students Cause

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New Haven, Nov. 4.—(/Pl -The 
fieed lo r  providing housing and 
other faclItUea for a record peace­
time enrollment of students 
caused Yale university to operate 
at a $409,954 deficit for the year 
which ended June 30.

This disclosure was made yes­
terday in the annual consolidated 
report of University Treasurer 
Laurence G. Tlghe, and the Board 
of Trustees of the Sheffield Scien­
tific'school. .

Tlghe reported that the deficit 
was charged to reserves created in 
p. ..vlous years for stiCh an emer­
gency, and said that It had cost 
$3,00io,000 more to operate the 
university exclusive of the Athlet­
ic association and dining hails, 
than it had during the previous 
year.

Tlghe also reported the 1948-47 
enrollment at 8,700 compared with 
a pre-war normal of about 5,'200.

Total Expenses $13,341,884
The report listed the universi­

ty's total expenses for the past 
fiscal year at $12,241,884, and add­

But we 
think the wrong war has been des­
ignated. We think Jolm O. Wlnant, 
one of the moot ChiM-Uke men 
o f our times, except in final forti­
tude. was one of the Brat victims 
of World War III.

Throughout hU unique political 
career—the only three time gov­
ernor o f rock-ribbed Republican 
New Hampshire—the whole-heart­
ed supporter of President Roose­
velt’s reforms—his great humai^ 
mission as ambassador to Britain 
during ^  war—hU post-war ef­
forts to And some sure direction 
la which to work for the cause of 
peace—John O. Wlnant was 
moved-by a deep and humble love 
of hU fellow men. TbU It'was, tn 
fact, that carried him forward, In 
apite of hU lack of normal politi­
c k  presence or appeal.

He was, as was often said, like 
Abraham Uacoln hot only In 
stature and appearance, but In 
spirit And we are reminded, thU 
iBBnlng,^of ihoBs daili periods in 
the early middle career of Un- 
coln, when he was not yet sure of 
himself or of hU place in the 
world, or of hU opportunity to 
fight successfully for the prlncl- 
plea which were forming in lylB 
own heart In these periods, Lin­
coln thought often of voluntary 
death, and perhaps it was, after­
wards. the fact that he had so 
often entertained the Idea of rc- 
llnqulshrlng hU own life that 
made hU dedication to his great 
tasks so self-less, so free from 
consideration of his own personal 
Interest or welfare.

Jidui G. Wlnant, as with many 
a goo|̂  man today, found It diffi­
cult to see any way clear to his 
steadfast lifelong goal, the peace 
and welfare of his fellow-man. Ho 
must have felt, as many good 
men feel today, futile and checked. 
And the present state o f the 
world must have been a continual 
knife in his heart. He was weak 
enough to take a drastic means 
of ending that pain, to retire from 
the world's problems at the very 
moment when they moat needed 
and demanded men of his charac­
ter. He was not alone In his 
despair, merely more extreme In 
It. Thoee who live on after him 
must fight the odds against peace, 
not yield to them.

“This dssxllng incdngrulty,'' 
Mr. Cousins comments, “ Is by no 
means unique. Many persons who 
would contribute with alacrity to 
a fund to salt over icy pavements 
to keep horses from slipping 
would promptly freeze over then»- 
selvrs If asked to chip in to supply 
food and clothing to needy fam­
ilies a few thousand miles away. 
Many persons who would risk 
their lives to rescue a cat from a 
skyscraper ledge wouldn't put 
thenuwlves out to the extent o f 
walking two blocks to mail a post­
card to a Congressman asking 
that this country take the imme­
diate and adequate measures that 
could keep millions of lives from 
toppling in Europe. . . .Too 
many large problems, apparently, 
are too large to be meaningful.”

Mr. Cousins then goes on to 
dwell upon the difficulty of ex­
plaining these contrasts to those 
human beings who need help from 
us. But the limit of his own ef­
fort really to explain It seems to 
lie mainly in the last sentence 
quoted, the somewhat charitable 
conclusion that “ too many large 
problems, apparently, ai-e too 
large to be meaningful.”

We think there la an explana­
tion which is at once more un­
pleasant and more meaningfuL

It has to do not with the size j f  
the problem, but with the identity 
o f the proposed recipient of hu­
man generosity.

What la the difference between 
helping a mouse and helping a 
man?

We believe there arc the follow­
ing differences:

1. Psychologically, extending 
help to a mouse is a whim, which 
In no way involves, as would help 
to snother human, any recognition 
ot the principle that we are real­
ly our brother's keeper. We like 
to do things as a whimsical ges­
ture. where the gesture Is clearly 
our own free choice, much better 
than we like to do things suggest­
ed by some principle which may 
be seeking to atske out a claim 
upon us.

3. We are fairly certain of our 
dwh ability to control the mouse, 
and if we do not like its behavior 
after we have befriended It, we 
^  sUll feed It to the cat, without 
a quiver or qualm. In other words, 
we extend help most cheerfully 
to those who will be certain to be 
still helpless afterward.

3. Carrying the second distinc­
tion forward to its final signifi­
cance, we extend help most cheer­
fully when we arc not afraid of 
competition.

This last, we suspect. Is the 
really crucial difference, and one 
which would be especially domi­
nant In such a highly competitive 
society as that of America, in 
wlUch a good many of us are 
■tniggllng for an ulUmate ac­
cumulation of wordly goods, with 
the measuring stick of our suc­
cess frequently being the com­
parable achievement of our own 
neighbors.

In the course of such competi­
tion, there is ,a dim and Inhuman 
part of us which is actually more 
willing to waste than to give to 
someone who Is potenUally a ri­
val. There la often an tostlnctlve 
fear that he who seems In need Is 
cle%’erly trying to negotiate a 
more even balance between him­
self and ourselves. There  ̂ Is a 
subtle guarding against  ̂ giving 
any of our own resources away 
when we suspect that the act 6f

With one political new deal al­

ready accomplished at Stamford, 
another wl|l be eent on its way to 
completion today at Hartford aa 
the state’s four large dtlea con­
duct their Wcnnlal municipal elec­
tions.
