I f  finally approved by the White 
Houee It probably will be preeent 
ed to the epeclal eesalon of Con' 
greoe November 17 aa part of Sec 
retary of State Marahall’e program 
of helping Europe help Iteelf back 
to economic health. 'Thla program 
now la being put In concrete form 
by State, Treasury and (Commerce 
department authoritlee for conald- 
eration by Preeldeiit Truman next 
week-end.

.Eaeenoe of Propoeal 
The eaaence of the gold propoeal 

aa described by officials familiar 
with it Is thla:

The administration would aak 
Congress to authorize a Ehiropean 
atablllutlon fund of about 83.000,- 
OOo.OOO to be administered by the 
Treasury. Thla would be an addT- 
tlon to the $6,000,000,000 to $7,000, 
000,000 in, gifts and loans which 
probably will be recommended tb 
feed Europe and revive lagging 
production.

The atablllxatlcn fund urould not 
be used until the Marshall pro- 

. gram was well under way — per­
haps late next year. At that time 
the Treasury might dip Into the 
proposed $3,000,000,000 fund to 
finance shipments of gold and dol­
lars to various Marshall plan coun­
tries for use as reserves to back up 
their own local currencies.

Will Begin To Regain Value 
Officials most familiar with the 

idea contend that once Europe ac­
tually is on the way to recovery, 
local currencies will begin to re­
gain their real value but that this 
may not be apparent to the people. 
Hence great advantage could be 
derived, the officials say, from 
making available certain amounts 
of gold as currency reserves to re­
place those that have been drained 
off both by the war and by post­
war imports of such ekaentials as 
food and fuel.

The whole Idea would be to pro­
vide more or less visible evidence 
of the strengtn of local currencies.

Neither the gold nor the dOlMrs 
furnished under the stabilization 
p^g^ram would be available for In­
creasing the amount of goods the 
receiving couritries could buy un­
der the Marshall plan itself.

Would Conti Ibute to StabiUty 
However, tho authorities who 

speak In favor of Jhe gold proposal 
say It wouM contribute greatly 
to  the internal fiscal stability of 
the cooperating European govern­
ments and that eventually those 
countries presumably would be

After the crew had parachuted 
into rAugh cattle country, the 
plane swooped low over Wilbur 
with its motor smoking and landed 
aa the engine burst Into flame.

Prague, Czechoslovakia, Nov. 8. 
— —ChEechoslpvakla's coMitloh 
cabinet, jammed In a  CTommunist- 
bred crisis, was summoned Into 
special session today in an effort 
to patch up a  widening rift be­
tween the right and left.

Many predicted that President 
Edouard Bcncs, the nation’s ven' 
erated elder statesman, would ap' 
pear before the cabinet to make a 
personal appeal that the differ­
ences be compromised.

The crisis, born In Slovakia of 
Communist insistence for broad­
ening the base of Communist lu 
fluence in the government, was 
the first serious break in Ĉ Zech 
politics in more than two years of 
post-war life.

Drastic Spilt in Coalition 
I t  brought a drastic split in the 

eight-party coalition of Czechs 
and Slovaks which forms the Na­
tional Front Steering comiplttee 
for the nation. I t  was precipitated 
apecifically by 0>mmimlst de­
mands that organizations of la­
borers, peasants and resistance 
veterans—allied with the Ck>mmu- 
nlsta—be given seats a t coalition 
council tables In the aemi-autono- 
mous state of Slovakia and 4n the 
nation itself. •

These demands resulted last 
night In the walkout of three par­
ties p«m  yesterday’s National 
Front meeting here and the ap­
parent defection of a fourth.

The Slovak Democrats, the 
Catholic People’s party and the 
poweiful Czech National Sorialist 
party pulled out in the early hdlira 
of yesterday’s eight-hour front 
session and an authoritative 
source said a representative of the

The cure? American free en­
terprise has been "on Ita own” 
for approximately a  year now, and 
It haa been told many tlmea, by lU 
own wisest leaders, th a t this la Its 
opportunity to show Its restrained 
abiUty to govern Itself In the na- 
Uonal In terest And yet, however 
sane the Instincts of many Indi­
viduals, the mass movement has 
been a  deUbeyate courtship of aU 
the high thrills and aU the high 
dangers'of inflation.

The cure? More shots In the 
arm, like the Nov. 1 relaxation of 
credits, so that Americana can 
now balance their budgets by get­
ting themaelves over their necks 
In debt?

Tet. these are the only cures we 
seem to possess. In the realm of 
potential action and policy ds a 
nation. Unless we can pull our­
selves together for something bet­
ter, we will leave the eventual 
cure to the one sure and drastic 
remedy—the crash down the dlzsy 
pinnacle. And unless politicians, 
busineas, and consumers alike can 
all begin playing the same game 
—the game of the welfare of the 
nation as a.^whole—that crash will 
be the cure we get.

Tha Britlah Electiona
The dreumstance of the British 

municipal electldns la comparable 
to tha t of tlfc recent toWn stec- 
ttdns In Conpeettout and the re- 
cent municipal electloas In France, 
la  all these Instances, the voters 
took the opportunity of local poll 
Ing to express their sentiment on 
issues higher than anything local.

th e  British municipal eleo- 
tlons, the people of Britain were 
Indirectly expressing their dissat­
isfaction with th a t Lsibor Oovem- 
ment they Installed a t the end of 
the war.

Their purpose In Installing tha t 
Labor Government was to  Insure 
themselves a better post-war 
share of the good things of life 
They did not rely upon Mr. 
Churchill and his conservatives to 
proride them with that share.

'Their present change in sentl

ment Is attributed directly to 
their failure to re c e i^  the good 
post-war life. Instead of any re- 
laxaUon of their war-Ume suffer­
ing and sacrifice, they have found 
themselves In a  new regime ol 
“austerity,” In which they have 
been called upon to  make new 
sacrifices for the aim of restoring 
Britain’s economic equilibrium, 
fluch undeniabfe progress as Brit­
ish production has made has not 
yet begun to pay home dividends. 
They are tired, and the Labor 
Government'has no dramatic mas­
ter of language and human hearts, 
such as Mr. Churchill, to Inspire 
them for the new sacrifices which 
must be made.

What would Mr. Churchill and 
hla Oonaervative Party do differ­
ently, If they were in power? That 
would be hard to tell, since there 
is basically nothing but time and 
hard work which can solve the 
centnU Britlah problem, and since 
the Conservatives had already an­
nounced, before this voting, that 
they have no intention of undoing 
such Labor policies as the nation­
alisation of the coal Industry and 
the Bank of England.

If, aside from Its Inability to 
avoid “austerity" of which the 
Britlah people have already had 
enough, the Labor Government 
had weakened Itself politically, it 
waa perhaps in its very latest po­
litical move—the Introduction of a 
measure designed to end what 
small power still resides in < the 
House of Lords. This attempted 
grab for more power, this impa­
tience with existing processes, 
has been reminiscent of the late 
President Itooeevelt’s  Impatient 
seal to  remove the Supreme Court 
obstacle from his own path. This 
policy haa seemed to reveal Labor 
reacting to Ita own ijiaMUty to 
solve difficult problems b y 'a  some 
what Irrelevant reach for new 
power, and haa been a  confession 
of weakness rather than a  dem­
onstration of strength.

If there la a  combined mandate 
In the result of these local elec­
tions, it might be said to be a 
mandate for an end of austerity, 
which no one can accomplish very 
quickly, and a mandate for the 
Labor party  to concern Itself more 
with accomplishment and less 
with Socialist theories, which Is 
something within the power of 
the Labor Party. If It has the
