Reuther who is 40, and Murray

Water Commissioner for CJonnecU- 
cut, and who is attending this con­
vention oa the official representa­
tive of Governor James L. McClon- 
sughy, who was unable to be pre­
sent, credited the good citizenship 
of Manchester people and the lead­
ership of their community newa- 
paper with producing a moderni­
zation of town government which 
followed the best nationally estab­
lished theory while still preserving 
the individual character and ad­
justing itself to the peculiar needs 
t f  their commnlty.

He suggested that other com­

munities seeking modem chakra  
avoid too sat a pattern, but adopt 
a good basic system and then taU- 
or it* details to the special needa 
and tradiUona of their locaUty.

Kepi lasue AHve
In telling the story of how Man­

chester achieved Its charter 
change, Mr. Martin told how he 
and otoer IndlYIdUKUr and the Man­
chester Herald had consistently, 
over the years, kept the Issue o f a 
new charter olive, until finally dlo- 
llluslonment with the modem func- 

Itloning of thq traditional town 
' meeting In a town of 30.000 popu­
lation made the time ripe for ac­
tion. Once the new charter move­
ment was formally underway, he 
said, It enjoyed a remarkable un­
animity of support, and achieved 
success with less trouble and con­
troversy than has occurred in 
other oqpimunitles.

Surgiral Insurance
Thoee who know that llH r̂c is 

only one sound wa^ to avoid 
measures of sociallutinn as s so­
lution for the complex problrnui of 
modem eoclety will welcome and 
applaud what seems to be the ap­
proaching adoption by the Con­
necticut Medical Society of a lim­
ited insurance plan for the pay­
ment of surgical feet. For the an­
swer to soctslised medicine, which 
the medical profession fears, is 
not- b'Mnd oondanruiatioa of social­
ised medicine, but an honmt at­
tempt to answer the problem so­
cialised medicine claims to an­
swer.

In this case, the very real prob­
lem la that of the terrific disloca­
tion of the entire financial life of 
a low or moderate income family 
which can come through eome 
emergency need for that kind at 
medical attention which comes 
very high in coat. The situation In 
regard to medical care is ironic.
In that those who have a great 
deal ot money can alwaya afford 
the best comfortably enough, and 
In that those who have no money 
at all are also given servtcs which 
amounts to charity, while those 
Who have moderate incomes are 
neither rich enough to afford the 
aervlce nor poor enough to escape 
paying for It.

It la not an unusual thing fujr 
an Individual In very moderate 
circumstances to encounter a alt- 
uatlon In which the fee for one 
cbmplicated and apecialised oper 
atlon may represent half of his 
yearly Income.

It Is this particular problem, in 
this particular Income sector, 
which Connecticut Medical 
Hodetp now plans to attack.

Our Selective CriticiNin
Another of those gaps in the 

American position which reveal 
an Inconsistency in our loyalty to 
our own prlnciplca appeared in the 
political committee of the United 
Nations General Assembly yester­
day as the United States was al­
most alone tn opposing tlic adop­
tion of a new UN resolution con­
demning the regime of General 
Franco in Spain.

We had aoino sound reasons for 
refusing to Join in the adoption of 
this resolution. The resolution it­
self bordered on Interference In 
the internal affaire "of another 
country. It Is to be doubted that 
the resolution will do mueh good, 
either.

Nevertheless, the action bn the 
resolution was slso s test of our 
wlllingneas to indulge In crlttclsin 
■of oiq^of the world's worst and 
most repressive dlctstorahips, 
founded in blood snd~ mslptained 
by police state rigors. Of snoh 
criticism We proved chary, just as, 
ever" since the war, » wo have 
proved chary of ever trying to ap­
ply to the case o f Spain President 
Koosevelt's contention that we 
were fighting the late war to es­
tablish freedom everywhere.

Our curious unwillingness to 
range ourselves clearly against 
the denial of freedom in Spain haa 
been paralleled by our attitude 
with regard to Indonesia, where 
we have played the diplomatic 
game of the Imperial Dutch, and 
by our complete ignoring of the 
situation in French Indu-Chlna, 
where French colonial dictator­
ship Is apparently all right wiUi 
us.

We have, on the other hand, 
through all this period, been very 
zealous In directing our criticism 
to whatever dictatorship and de­
nial of freedom appears in the 
Kuaatan sphere of Europe, We 
have a right to do that. We ahould 
do It. But in order to make our 
criticism of Russian dictatorships 
morally sound and fully effective, 
we ahould be consistently and 
equ^y opjsised and enenyr to dic­
tatorships outelde Uie Russian 
sphere. By the actual shadings 
of our policy to date, we have 
fsemed to condemn dlctatorahlpa 
of the oo-catled left while giving 
tolerance to dictatorshipe of the 
so-called right. Both are equally 
distant from American idcala, and 
from oUr purposes in the recent 
war.

We have previously Indicated 
our belief that the defeat o f Mayor 
John Monogan of Waterbury was 
a disillusioning Instancs of the 
some times undeserved twists and 
turns which can grest a sincere 
young man entering the game of 
polities.

Reading the Waterbury result, 
any other young man who has 
been considering entering politics 
us a career might well conclude 
that It does not pay to try to he 
honest and effii'lent. i f  defeat is 
the only reward, why try to oper­
ate on atandards a little bit high­
er than those of most obvious and 
insincere politicians?

So, the bright young man might 
say to himself, no one should en­
ter politics unless he ia willing to 
do so on a cynical basis, unless he 
Is wilting to tsilor his own per­
sonal standards down to that eas­
ier mode o f conduct which may be 
less sound for the public's welfare, 
but most efficient In avoiding the 
discontent of special groups and 
therefore winning elections.

All such cynical Interpreta­
tion would be quite valid In 
the cnee of the defeat ol May­
or Mimagan, were It not for 
what we consider to be n gup 

,ln hie nrmor, for which we 
give him a gentle long-range 
chiding, and In .which we find 
some suggestion, that hla trou­
ble waa not too much honesty 
alone, but also n failure to 
carry that honesty out to Its 
ultimata conclusion.
The must couragous single deci­

sion Mayor Monagan made during 
his administration in Waterbury 
was foj: the carrying out of a clty- 
vride reassessment. From the 
standpoint of good government, 
and of fairness to all the city's 
taxpayers, it was the city’s moat 
urgent governmental need. But 
because it had to bit thousands of 
taxpayers the wrong way person 
ally. It waa a policy laden with po- 
lltlca,! risk. Mayor Monagan went 
ahead with It; the result waa good 
for the city: but the resentment of 
Individuate remained. And, aa the 
1947 mayoralty campaign ap­
proached. It could be seen aa the 
one local Issue which most threat­
ened to cost him votes.

A t this stage of the campaign 
the small town elections were held 
and they eeemed to reveal that tlie 
atate sales tnx had mlraculoualy 
become an Issue of great local 
power.

It was natural, almost automat­
ic, for any political candidate fne 
Ing some trouble on some purely 
domestic Issue to welcome some 
outside distraction which seemed 
concUialvel.v In his own favor. It 
would have been news If the Dem 
ocrattc campaign In Waterbury 
had not a?!re<l what looked like 
golden opportunity to make the 
sates tax Its dominant theme, and 
thus, possibly, make people forgot 
their reaeeeasment grievances In 
favor of a bigger grievance. But it 
might have been good news 

For the etrategy did not 
work. Mayor Monagan could 
have done no worse If he had 
resisted the lure of the sales 
tax Issiio and had talked 
straight to the loral point In 
Waterbury. Our suspicion Is 
that, concentrating his cam­
paign on an honest defense ot 
what had been Ihn great hon­
est dee<1 of lils*udminlstrallon, 
he might have done »  great 
deal betler. At the worst hr 
would hose gone down with 
his own colors flying. M the 
best, by trying to face down 
petty local discontent rather 
than trying to change the sub­
ject, he might have succeeded 
In shaming It down, dtesect-

, Interests of Indlvldutrt^ and not the 
Community In general.\
. 'The chief justice told more than 
100 municipal planning and zon­
ing officials last night at a dinner 
sponsored by the State Develop­
ment commission that apot zoning 
actually violates the iiHent of the 
Connecticut zoning enabling act 
W’hich requires boards and com­
missions to act with regard to the 
general welfare of the-community.

Clear Limits Set
Zoning officials, he said, have 

been given "broad powers." add­
ing, however, that clear limits have 
been set for those powers.

Zoning cases brought to the Su­
preme Court of Errors, he said, 
"not too rarely smack of favorit­
ism, prejudice and outside Influ 
ence, political or otherwise.” He 
explained that the zoning enabl­
ing act permits variations in zon­
ing where "practical difficulties 
or unnecea.sary hard.ship” arc In­
volved,.

The language of the act too 
vague to carry much weight In 
court, he said. Variations are al­
lowable only if they carry out the 
Intent of the act, he said, adding 
that "individual hardship ia no 
reason for relaxing zoning ordi­
nances."

Chancellor of the Exchequer 
Hugh Dalton’s budget proposals, 
submitted in the House of Com­
mons yesterday, would affect rich 
and poor alike. The budget de­
manded twice as big a slice of com­
pany earnings, higher purchase 
ta-':cs and other revenues.

It also slapped taxes on dog 
racing and football pool betting 
and upped the cost of a pint of 
beer one pence (two ceAtSl.

Not Expected To Be Pnpnlsr
"I don't expect this to be s pop­

ular budget,” Dnlton said last 
night in a radio address explain­
ing the fiscal proposals to the Brit­
ish people.

DUton said the proposed reve- , 
nues would mop up an additlonl 
$832,000,000 In annual surplus 
spending power, estimated ' at 
around $3,200,000,000.

Lord Beaverbrook’s Dally Ex­
press greeted the proposals with 
the headline “ ever^Hhlng up (ex­
cept smoke I," but many leading 
editorial writers assailed them as 
halfvk'ay measures.

Only the Laborite Dally Herald 
expressed outright approval, com­
menting that the “measurea which 
the government haa taken so far 
have prevented ‘that breakaway 
Inflation* which afflicta many 
other countries.”
